Lengthy Report of the Fational Silver
Committee.

CONFIRMATIONS BY THE SENATE.

Proceedings of Congress—Federal
Elections Bill—Pension

NATIONAL SILVER COMMITITEE.

An Address Issued to Congress on the
Financial Situation.

WASHINGTON, December 11th.—The National
Executive Silver Committee to-day issued an
address to Congress. The committee believes
that the present money stringency and the
breaking down of credit on both sides of the
Atlantic is due mainly, it not entirely, to an
attempt to conduct the world’s growing busi-
ness on a narrowing basis of gofd &s a single
money standard, and again appeals to Con-
gress to delay no longer the restoration of
silver to unlimited use as money, with all the
rights of coinage and legul tender possessed by
gold. All attempts to relieve the present situa-
tion by increasing the volume, tredit of cur-
rency or multiplying the credit exceaience can
afford but a temporary relief. With the gold
supply constantly diminishing, the population
increasing, and business rapidly expanding,
the recurrence of the present situation must
come, forcing the periodical adjustment of
prices and business to an ever contracting
scale of a single gold standard. What is needed
is a broader basis ot primary money, constant
and adequate in supply. BimetalliSm must be
re-establithed. There never has been, and
there is not likely to be in the future too much
gold and silver to supply the world's needs for
money.

To supply the probable population of the
United States alone for the nex: century with
the same per capit awe now have, will require
production of the meials as great as the entire
production of the American continent since its
discovery by Columbus. With free coinage ot
silver the difference between silver bullion and
silver coin must at once disappear. 1f every-
body can have silver metal converted into coin
free of cost, at the rate of 371 grains to thed
dollar, then, of course, there can be no differ-
ence between the value of a given weight of
silver in bullion or in coin.

The committee believes that the fear that free
coinage would destroy the parity of gold and
tilver on our ratio of sixteen to one, is not well
founded, certainly this cannot take place and
continue ‘permanently until enough silver has
been coined to provide us with eur full dis-
-tributive share of the world's money independ-
ent of gold. Our share at present is $1,500,000,-
000, ot which at least §650,000,000 isgold. Silver
enough must be coined, then, to give us the
full $1,500 000,600 besides gold, and besides
enough to take the place or the retired bank
notes and supply the requirements of our in-
creasing population and growing industries.
Besides the proposed issue of new paper money
will tend in rame degree te displace gold that
silver will. Which, then, isthe best, metallic
money, constant in supply and self-regulating,
and that needs no redemption, or additional
credit money, to be some time redeemed in
gold, that becomes constantly dearer as the de-
mand upon it increases. The people demand
their constitutional right to have recourse to
bl?m gold and silver for money tobe restored to
them.

HOUSE BANKING COMMITTEE,

Bill to Subject National Bank Notes to
State Taxation.

WASHINGTON, December 11th.—The House
Commirtee on Bankiug and Currency to-day
adopted a resolution to request the House 1o set
apzart a day for the consiaeration and disposi-
tion of Chairman Dorsey’s bill to reduce to the
§1,000 minimum the amount of United States
bonds which a National Bank shall be required
to keep on deposit, and to permit the issue of
circulating notes by Nationai Banks 0 the full
amount, par value, of bonds deposited. This
would, it i8 faid, increase the amount of money
in circulation by $18,000,000, and would resalt in
& freer issue of National Bank notes.

When the bill comes up in the House, Chair-
man Dorsey will move an amendment to pro-
vide for the issue of greenbacks whenever the
tS\nglmml Bank cireulation falls below £i85,000,-

Morrill of Kansas was authorized to report
favorably the bili to subject national bank and
United States Treasury notes to State taxation.

Dorsey, speaking ot the situation, said: “The
circulating medium of the country is too small,
but we eould get alongas we did betore if con-
fidence veuld be restored, and we hope to do
that and increase the circulation somewhat
by the bill we will call up. The banks all have
twice as much money 1in their vaults as they

CONGRESSIONAL.

IN THE SENATE,

WASHINGTON, December 11th.—In the Senate
to-day, Mitchell offered a resolution (agreed to)
instructing the Postoffice Committee to inquire
1uto the feasibility and advisability ot & law for
postal savings banks in connection with all of
certain classes of Postoffices thronghout the
country.

The resolution offered yesterday for the daily
meeting of the Senate at 11 A. 3., and for the
recesses from 5 to 8:30 P. M., was taken up. A
discussion was kept up, amid considerable ex-
citement on the floor und in the galleries. until
2 o'clock, when it went over without action.

The elections bill was taken up, and Wilson
of Iowa spoke in favor of 1it. The question
which contronted Congress was one of duty. In
several States not only the right ot the individ-
ual citizen had been outraged, but the equality
of the States inghe matter of representation had
been denied. Thus Mississippi and South Caro-
lina, with a vote of 191,290, sent fourteen mem-
bers to the House of Representatives, while
lowa, with a voting population of 293,255, sent
but eleven membess. The people of the country
could not believe that the people of Mississippi
and South Carolina were as free to use the bal-
lot as the people of Jowa, nor would the people
be content until absolute safety was assured to
the citizens in the use of the ballot, and until
fairness and ¥md faith was shown in count-
ing the same in every State. No more import-
ant sixbjecz commanded the attention of the
people.

Frye said the pending bill was "ot one-tenthg)
part stringent enough. If, in o, “er to secure
tne right of an American citizen to freely cast
his ballot and have it counted as cast, it was
necessary to put a bayonet behind every ballot,
he would do so. [Applause and hisses inthe gal-
lery, which were promptly suppressed.]

Daniel commented on Frye's declaration, say-
1ng that it was not the conception of the repub-
lic which its founders had, and was not the
conception of the republic the American people
had to-day.

After an executive sestion the Senate ad-
journed.

IN TEE HOUSE,

WASHINGTON, December 11th.—The House this
moruing, on motion of McKenna of California,
passed the Senate bill appropriating $£10,000 to
reimburse Charles Felton, formerly Assistant
Treasurer of the United Sta'es at San Francis-
co, for losses incurred in the payment of forged
checks.

After some unimportant business the House
went into Committee of the Whole on the forti-
fication appropriation bill,

The bill was agreed to without diseussion, ani
the committee having arisen, the bill was
passed. together with a bill appropriating £400,-
000 to meet the deficiency in the appropriation
for public tpriming and binding.

Taylor of Ohio, from the ¢ommittee on Judi-
ciary, called up, and the House passed, the bill
amending the revised statutes. [The amend-
ment provides a penalty for any person having
the custody of ballots and returns, after an elec-
tion is held, who shall alter such returns or
erase the name of any candidate from off the
ballots\in his custody,or in any way alter or
deface the same with intent to affect the resuit
of such election.]

The House again went into Committee of the
Whole on bills from the Public Land Commit-
tee.

Payson called up the billto indemnify pur-
chasers of swamp lands and reimburse several
States for lands due them under the Swamp
Land Act.

After the discussion the committtee rose to
close debate, but Holman raised the point of no
quorum and the House edjourned.

WASHINGTON NOTES.

Matters of §pecial Interest to the Pacific

Coast.

WASHINGTON, December 11th.—The Cleveland
Leader has made the interesting discovery that
under the rules the Speaker only appoints suc-
cessors to committee Chairmen in case of death.
Conger having resigned, Wickam of Ohio, a
free coinage man, will be elected Chairman by
his colleagues. This is considered a big point
for the silver men.

In the House to day Representative Vandever
presented a petition from the United States
Marshal of the Northern California District,
praying that his fees be fixed by law, the same
as in the Oregon and Nevada districts.

Senator Mitchell presented a memorial from
the Oregon Board of Trade, urging immediate
action on the bill for the improvement of the
Columbia river. Ia the sepate to-day both
Mitchell and Dolph expressed the hope that
Congress would take early action in the matter,

LAND MATTER’.

Two Decisions Rendered by the Secre-
tary of the Interior.

WasHINGTON, December 11th.—In the case of
E. D. Bass against the Centra! Pacific Railroad
Company, involving land in the Marysville
Land District, Cal., on the appeal of Bass from
the decision of the General Land Office. the Sec-
retary says: “The application ot Bass being in
all respects conformitory to the law, and the
land being sutject to entry, the application
should oe allowed, and I so direct.”

The Secretary has affirmed the decision of
the General Land Office, holding for cancella-
tion the pre emption entry of jane Reynolds, at
Sunsanviile, Cal. Her proof was held to be un-
satisfactory, for the reason that it did not show
the number and duration of absences from the
tract. \

—_—
DISEASES IN SWINE,

Annual Report of the Bureau of Animal
Industry.

WASHINGTON, December 11th.—The annual
report of the Bureau of Animal Industry said
that with the ultimate object in view of discov-
ering some method for preventing diseases in
swine, the Bureau had endeavored to produce
artificially a drug which would have the same
composition and effect as bacterial products,
These researches have been inthe main suc-
cessful, and the report claims that a substance
has been produced which not only resembles
the bacterial product of the hog cholera germ
in composition, but which has quite the same
vower of conferring immunity from the dis-
ease.

Pension Claims

WasHINGTON, December 11th.—Morrill, Chair-
man of the House Committee on Invalid Pen-
sions, to-day received a note from the Pension
Commissioner, who nas just completed the ex-
emination of claims recorded under the new
Act, showing 171,946 original inveiid claims,
55.323 original widows’ claims acd 29,533 claims
filed by oid claimants. This gives only about
227.000 new claims filed under the late law.

Morrill regards this statement as evidence
that the expenditure for pensions under the
new Act will be much less than anticipated.

The Swatara.

WasHINGTON, December 11th.—A dispatch has
been received by the Bureau of Steam Engineer-
ing giving the condition of the Swatara, in
answer to a telegram of inquiry by the Navy
Deparggent. Thney say, inasmuch as her thrust
block IS broken, it is inadvisable to send her on
a long voyage, and as it will take some time to
provide & new thrust block the Marion will
probably be sent about January 1st.

THE INDIANS,

Troops Bave a Demoralizing Influence
on the Hostiles,

BisMARCK (3. D.), December 11th.—Major Me-
Laughlin, agent at the Standing Rock Indian
Agency, is in town to-day. He says there is no
danger of an outbreak, and there never has
been. S8itting Bull and his followers are still
keeping up the ghost dance on the Grand river,
but the wiid enthusiasm is rapidly abating. The
Msjor thinks one week more of cold weather
will stop the dancing. He also says the report
from Standing Kock, stating that ca.tle were be-
ing stampeded by the Indians, and anexchange
of shots near Butfa'o Gap was had with troops,
is a eanard. No cattle have been run off by the
Indians, except their own stock.

GENERAL MILES' REPORT,

WaAsHINGTON, December 11th.—General Scho-
field to-day received a dispatch frexr Gezeral
Miles, from which the following is »u extract:
“‘Reports from General Ruger and General
Brooke are favorable. The presence of troops
now in position has had a gemoralizing infiu-
ence upon the Indians, and those that one week
ago were defiant and warlike are now giving
evidence of submission. Captain Ewers, of the
Fitth Infantry, has returned with Hump from
Fort Bennett. Hump desires to renew his alle-
giance to the Goveroment, and I will make
good use o! him in bringing in the others.”

DANCING STILL GOING ON.

Kansas City (Mo.), December 11th.—Surgeon
Vou Leuttwitz o1 the United States &rmy was in
the city to-day from Fort Reno. He says
daneing is still going on among the unecivilized
Indians, but po one is parucularly alarmed
about it. He predicts a great uprfsing in the
spring. There are 9,000 young bucks in the
lerritory who are eager for glory. and the old
chiefs encourage them.

THE INDIANS DIVIDED.

ST. PAUL, December 11th.—A Pine Ridge spe-
cial to the Pioneer Press says: The first news from
half a dozen scouts sent out several days ago
has been brought by Yankton Charley. He says
that when they first entered the camp at the
Bad Lands many of the Indians wanteg to kill
them. Two Strikes and his followers, who are
desirous of coming in, defended the scouts, and
they remained, engaged in peace-making and
gathering up stolen horses.

Charley says the hostiles told of a skirmish
that had taken place on the Cheyenne river;
that two of their men were killea, but brought
back to life by the Messiah.

since the council at the agency last week, the
hostiles have been *quarreling among them-
selves as to whether they should surrender or
not. ihis finally resulted in a row yesterday,
when guns were drawn and an attempt made to
kill Two ttrikes. Two of his adherents, how-
ever, eaved him, and the row ended in a di-
vision of the camp. the greater number joining
Two Strikes and declaring their intention of
coming to the agency, while thirty or forty
‘odges. under Short Bull and Kicking Bear,
started for the interior of tne Bad Lands, and
declared their intention to fight. Tha chief ot
the scouls here thinks the trouble will be
averted.

NOT ENOUGH RATIONS,

CHICAGO, December 11th.—General Miles to-
day received a report from Captain Conrad to
the effect that 1,700 Indians at the Yankton
Sioux agency are now receiving rations enough
for barely two daysout of the week, and are
starving. The crops have failed, and although
they are willing to work, there is no employ-
ment for such a number during the winter. On
ration day they are so famished that they can
not resist eating at _once practically all they re-
ceive, notwithstanding another issue is not” due
for & week. Itis a standing complaint with these
Indians that they have 31,750 owing them for
the right of way of land locked up in the Treas-
ury at Washington, and individua s smong
them are unpaid for services rendered the Gov-
ernment as far back as 1862,

THE RAILWAYS,

Important Ruling Made by Judge
Gresham in the Habeas Corpus Cases.

CHicA6O, December 11th.—Judge Gresham
this morning decided the petitions for the
habeas corpus presented in behalt of Charles
Counselman, the Board of 1rade man, and
James C. Peasley, Treasurer of the Chicago.
Burlington and Quincy Railroad Company, and
held in both cases that the orders of the Distsict
Court adjudging them in contempt, and that
they shouid ve fined and imprisoned, were au-
thorized. Counselman and Peasley were re-
manded to the Marshal.

The attorneys for petitioners will appeal to
the United States Supreme Court. In the de-
cision Judge Gresham finds that Counselman
can be made to testify before the Grand Jury,
because he is fully protected against punish-
ment in his own evidence, in that Section £60 of
the Revised Statues prevents any evidence he
may give undersuch procedure from ever being
used to criminate him. In the Peasly case, the
petitioncr is placed in the same atiirude.

The force of Judge Gresham's ruling is very
great. Itislooked dpon by the most eminent
lawyers as firmly establishing the interstate
commerce law by providing an avenue by which
to reach the violators.

WORK OF JAY GOULD.

PHILADELPHIA, December 11th —The first
effect of Gould's acquisition of the Union Pacific
Road felt in this city was in a letter from the
Geuneral Freight Agent of the company to the
Philadelphia contracting agent, instructing him
to close up his office December 31st and report
in New York for duty. Instead of separate and
expensive organizations soliciting agents for
each Western road in every city, there will be
but one Commissioner in Chicago. All business
originating in Philadelphia designed for West-
ern poiats, will be forwarded by whatever line
the Philadelphia sub-Commissioner may select.
He will take care, of course, to divide the busi-
ness equitably among the roeds of the associa-
tion. There will. therefore, be no occas:on for
the services of soliciting-agents.

VALUABLE MEMENTOES,

Sale of a Collection of Effects of General
George Washington.

PHILADELPHIA, December 11th.—The sale of the
valuable collection of effects of George Washing-
ton and his executor and nephew, Lawrence
Lewis, and grand nephew, Lorenzo Lewis, was
begun here last night by order of H. L. D. Lewis,
admipistrator of the estate of Lorenzo Lewis.
The effects consisted of George Washington's
private account books, letters, documents and
personal effects kept by relatives as mementoes.
A letter from Washiogton to Lewis was bought
by Aldrich for §510. The same purchaser paid
$760 for the last memorandum-book of Wasn-
ington, which the General wrote in up to a few
days before his death. A letter from Washing-
ton advocatine the abolition ot slavery brought
§450. A smailer privste memoranduvm-beok
brought 410 six tickets of the Delawsre lot-
tery, purchased by Washington and the mem-
orandum bearing their numbers in Washing-
ton's handwritiog, brought §200. The picture
of Betty Washington, painted by Williston, the
only portrait of ier known to be in existence,
brought €365 A fruit knife and fork brought
§15; pear! buttons from Washington's coat $11
each, and other articles offered brought similar
prices. Altogether 150 articies were sold. The
total sum rea.ized was $8,811,

HAMPTON’S SUCCESSOR.

J. L. M. Trby Elected Uniteda States Sen-
ator From scuth Carolina,

CorvMBus (8. C.), December 1ith.—J. L. M.
Irby was elected United states Senator to-day to
succeed Wade Hampton.

John Laurens Manning Irby, who will sue-
ceed Wade Hampton, was born in Laurens, 8,
C., September 10, 1554. He attended the Uni-
versity of Virginia, and afterwards Princeton.
He practiced law but two years, and since then
has resided on a plantation near Laurens, and
tarmed successfully. When he entered the po-
litical arena four years ago he at once became
a prominent leader. He espoused the cause of
the farmers’ movement at its inception, and
was an ardent admirer of Captain Tiliman.

HORRIBLE TRAGEDY.

A Man Kills Six Persons and Then

Suicides.

£T. Louls, December 11th.—A Republican Fort
Smith (Arkansas) speeial says: Charles Joplin
shot and killed five per-ons this morning at the
Jenny Lind mine, twelve miles from here, and
then sufcided by shooting. Tnose Kkilled
were John Miller. wife and daugh-
ter, Lou  Miller, Doector  Stewart, a
prominent physician, and an unknown
man. The only clue to the cause of the killing
lies in & report that Dr. Stewart imimated that
JOEXm was the cause of Miss Miller's trouble.

ATER—About 5 o’clock this evening n. G.
Caldwell, 2 prominent farmer. was driving
home frem this city, and when abous four miles
out was intercepted by a footman with a sho’-
gun, who asked him if either one of his mules
would ride. Caldwell told him no. About this
time an old mac came along riding a pony.
The footman ordered him off, and as he did not
comply promptly, the man shot him twice,
blowing the top of his head off,

He then rode the old man’s pony, and rode
him about three miles, when the snimal gave
out and be abandoned him. He then eaught a
young man driving an empty wagon, and
jumped in it. He whipped up the mules and
ran the team to Jenny Lind, three or four miles.

Arriving there, he went to the store of Dr.
Stewart, and seeiog several men about the place
drove them away with the guz. He then en-
tered the store and shot Stewart down.

He then walked out. but retarned and shot
Stewart again, shough the first shot killed him.
From stewart’s he went to the house of John
Miller, a quarter of a mile distant. Finding
Miller some distance from the house, he shot
and wounded him. He then proceed-d 30 the
house and shot Mrs. Miller in the stomach and
killed Miller's duughter, after which he blew
his own brains out, just as a posse of men who
had been summoned came up to him. Miller is
dead and Mrs. John Miller ecannot recover.

While in the wagon wih the young man he
told him that his name was_ Bill Joplin. He
gave him two dellars, saying he wished him to
telegraph his uncle in Kentucky that he was in
trouble, and-to come to him.

Jopiin had been at work at Jenny Lind where
he fell in love with the Miss Miller whom he
murdered. He was in the city to-day with the
girl for the purpose of marrying her, but her
father followed and prevented the ceremony.
Joplin followed them later. and thinking that
Stewart had something to do with breaking.up
the match, killed him.

AMERICAN FEDERATION.

Proceedings of the Convention Being
Held at Detroit.

DETROIT, December 11th.—At the Convention
of the American Federation of Labor this
morning, Chairman Gompers appointed a com-
mittee to formulate the views of the Federation
on the subject of the eight-hour day.

A resolution asking the Federation to sup-
port woman suffrage was reported tavorably.

The Counvention resolved to extend sympathy
to the striking Alabama coal miners.

A resolution looking to the more discreet use
of the boycott was passed.

The Convention indorsed the Secretary’s re-
por:.‘which pushed the eight-hour a day for-
wara.

A grievance was read from the Southern Ma-
chinists’ Union regarding the proposed affilia-
tion, and one ofthe delegates aruse to denounce
the section of their Constitution which confined
tne admission to white men.

The resolution exciuding such locals as draw
the color line, and to organize the mackinists
into a national body which does not inject the
race clause in its Constitution was offered, and
after considerable debate, a respectful request
was added asking the Southern unions to strike
the color line ciause from their Constitutions,
and the whole was reterred totLe Executive
Committee.

A motion was made pledging the delegates
present to lend their sid in their respective lo-
calities in the formation of labor unions of re-
tail clerks, with a view to their afliliation with
the retail clerks of the United Protective Asso-
ciation of America.

The report of the Committee on the Presi-
dent’'s Address said that the sentiment of the
Convention was not sufliciently strong in favor
of the World's Labor Cougress at Chicago, in
1823, to recommend such &n undertaking now.

How to Clean Lace.

To ‘clean lace, fill ‘a bottle with cold
water, draw a stocking tightly over it, se-
curing both ends firmly. Place the lace
smoothly over the stocking and tack
closely. Put the bottle in a kettle of cold
water containing a few shavings of soap
and place over the fire to boil.- Rinse in
several waters and then drain and dry.
When dry, remove and place smoothly in
a large book and press with weights.
Very nice lace can be made to look iike
new by this process.

After the office was taken Parne
one ot the windows of the office, shouting that
he would t the battle to the last, that he
would only allow the couptry to decide the
issue, and that he would submit 1o the dictation
of po man. He appeared to be fierce ¥ excited
and to have lost his usual self-control. When,
in company with MeGough, solicitor for the
National League, he drove to the railwayv sta-
tion to take the train for Cork, crowds lined the
streets and the windows of houses were filled
with spectators. He was cheered.

Parnell has ordered that all persons be treated
fairly in the columus of the paver.

PARNELL AT CORK.

DupLIN, December 11th.—Parnell left this
afierncon for Cork. At Naas he received an
address from the local branch of the National
League. At Monastaran there was an anti-
Parnell demounstratien. When the train ar-
rived a priest leading the opposition was cheer-
ing for U'Brien. At Mallow, a majority of the
crowd hooted and jeered, only a few cheers be-
ing raised for Parnell.

At Cork an immense crowd gathered, and
Parnell was received with a burst of enthusi-
asm. He has been 1nvited to visit Limerick.

O'BRIEN'S STATEMENT.

NEW York, December 11th.—In conversation
with a representative of the Ass ciated Press re-
garding the United Ireland incident, William
U’ Brien, editor of thst paper, said that the dis-
patches stated that the edition which Parnell
attempted to suppress by force was to contain a
bit er attack on him. ©O'Brien cannot believe
this, as when the controversy arose he cabled
iostructions to th% manager that if the party de-
cided In favor of Parnell to hand over the paper
to his authorized agent. 1t the decision was
against him to support the party's views mod-
erately, and see, without fail, that nothing per-
sonally offensive to Parnell should appear. He
received a reply that these instractions would
be obeyed.

Referring to the statement that Parnall acted
in virtue of his authority as a Director of the
company, and that he owrs the majority of the
stock, O’'Brien said the shares which stand
nominally in Parnell’s name are less than half
the capital of the company. Paruell ceased to
be a Director five years ago for the express pur-
pose of guarding himself from pecuniary or
criminal respounsibility for the paper, the wis-
dom of which ccurse was coancurred in by
O'Brien and others. Those who forcibly took
possession of the United Ireland office had not a
shadow of legal authority.

As 10 last night''s recapture from the Parnell-
ites, O'Brien could only surmise that some kind
people of Dublin who had not forgotren the
record of the paper, aliowed their natural feel-
ings to out run their forbearance.

GLADSTONE SPEAKS:

LoxpoN, December 1lth.—Gladstone arrived
to-day at Redford depot and addressed a meet-
ing of 2,000 persons. He said that the contin-
uaoce of Parnell in the leadership would be
fatal to home rule in Englavd, Scotland and
Wales. Parnell was no longer the leader of the
Irish Nationalists, who had separated them-
selves from him. He (Gladstone) admitted the
Irish party ought to be independent, and that
the consideration and settlement of this ques-
tion ought to be left to them, but there was
something beyond all these considerations in
Irish polities, namely, the great cause of Liber-
alism 1n England, Ireland ang Scotland.

“The trouble respecting the leadership,”
added Gladstone, *was an additional reason for
granting home rule. Why should English and
Scotch and Welsh politics depend upon the
choice of the issue of & leader? The confi-
dential communications between the Liberal
and bome rule parties and the conversation
with Paroell at Harwarden in November, 1889,
were equally satisfactory to both parties.”

He believed the O'Shea divorce proceedings
wouid entirely destroy the moral force needed
in Ireland for any one who would be the lead-
ing champion of the National cause. The Lib-
erals felt that in granting home rule they con-
stituted the Irish leader the constitutional ruler
of Ireland. The Liberals were unwilling, after
what had appeared in the divorce Court rela-
tive to the Lnrivaw and oublic conduct of Par-
nell, to make him the Counstitutional Governor
of Ireland. It was absolutely untrue that Mor-
ley had suggested that Parrell hold office under
the British Crown bcfore home ruie was con-
ceded. The Liberal party’s work in Parliament
was to resist coercion in Ireland. and that work
was as sacred and as urgent now as it had ever
been, no matter who might be the leader of the
Irish party.

Gladstone subsequently addressed an audi-
ence of 5,000 persons at the workshops. He said
the determination of the Liberals was irrevoca-
ble. They could not underiske effectually to
support the cause of home rule at the next elee-
tion in connection with one particular name.
He pointed out the importance of continuing
the struggle for Ireland, declaring that legisia-
tion for England could uot beobtained until the
country had got rid of the home rule question.

LoxpoN, December 11th.—A dispatch from
Plymouth received this afternoon says the Ne-
paul, reported aground at the breakwater, is
completely submerged.

All efforts of the tugs to haul off the Peninsu-
lar and Oriental mail steamer Nepaul, stranded
on Plymouth breakwater last night, were un-
availing. 3She went ashore at low water, and as
the tide rose rapidly filled.

Paris, December 11th.—The Soleil says: Senor
Crispi, the Italian Prime Minister, December
1st sent identical notes to the Governments of
England and France, notifying them that Italy
intended at an early date tosend a military
foice to occupy Tripoli Italy, however, has
since abandoned the plan, in counsequence of
the reply received from Lord salisbury, dis-
countenanciog the project, and upon the advice
of a similar character irom Germany.

Duped by the Italians.

Par1s, December 11th.—According to the
Siecle, King Menelek of Abyssinia, having dis-
covered that he had been duped by the Italians
on the drafting of a treaty between Italy and
Abyesinia recently, has suspended trade rela-
tions between Italy and his dominions. In
consequernce a war between the two countries is
believed to pe imminent.
