The Government Said to Favor a
Larger Use of Silver.

Will IK METAL.

A Larger Use of It Favored by the Gov-
ernment.

New You, December llth.—The Tribune
says: It is understood that at the conference
with the bankers Friday Secretary WiniJom in-
timated that the free coinage of silver billU
likely to bt passed at the present session of
Congress, unless forestalled by some action.

The suggestion of Treasurer Huston, that
fractional silver coin should be transferred to
the buJion account, and that the Secretary be
authorized to issue silver certificates for it, was
discussed.

The Treasurer also wished to include the dol-
lar bullion, which, with fractional silver, would
make a fresh issue of about Sis uGO.Ow in cur-
rency.

Another proposal was that the Treasury
thould buy each month, in addition to the
legal requirements of 4 500.0X) ounces, silver
enough to more than counteract the rttirement
of national bank notes The withdrawal of
national bank currency amounts to about $15,--a year, and it was proposed that the Sec-retary buy enough silver to make good this
contraction.

The proposition that was received with the
most favor was that the Tieasury should be au-
thoriaed to buy at once all silver in sight of
American production. The amount cannot be
ascertained. It seemed to be the general opin-ion of the meeting, and it was encouraged by
Windora, thst even if the amount was above
515.000.000, this course would be prelerable to
the free coinage bill.

About the. amount of silver that might have
been purchased uuder this plan, Mr. aeligman
said: "I do not I noxv how much there is—l dono: think it Is over $10,000,000; but you might as
well ask that boy there. He knows as much."

Secretary Wiudom and persons who consulted
with him were agreed on one pomt—that no
definite action be taken.

"Ac a result of tht conference, the only thing
yon can say." S=ligman remarked, "is that tho
Administration is willirg and ready to relieve
the situation."

A banker, discnismg the situation, said."There Is no doubt about the position of the
Government. The free coinage ot silver is op-
posed, but a larger use of the white metal is fa-
vored."

Therefrom.

PuiLADELi-aiA. Deoomber 14th.—An unusualoperation >as performed in a clinic at thePhiladelphia Hospital to relieve a young man ofblicdnefs, deafness and loss of taste, together
with convulsions. Communication with theman was made with considerable difficulty
Writing slowly ou his hands was the only means
of conveying any notion whatever to his mind.
He vowed that to live in his present condition
ivould be far worse than death and freely con-sented to the operation.

Before a large class ofphysicians and student",
Dr. Hearn, the surgeon, began the operation,
Dr. Keene aud Dr. Porter assisting. Lines weredrawn carefully acro.-s the smoothly shaven
scalp, in order to clearly define the position ofthe nsDures of the brain. Aftera large trianeularnap of the scalp had been removed, the "bonewas quickly trephined, leaving a large opening
into the braiu. Upon cutting the membranesover the brain the substance of the brain wasseen to bulge very greatly from the opening inthe skull, and when a trochar was thrust into
the brain substance out flowed three ounces ot
brain fluid, and the brain sank to its normalposition.

Horse hairs were now inserted to drain awayany excess fluid which might accumulate, andthe scalp was once more drawn over ihe wound.The future willtell the success of this operation.It is hoped, as has occurred in previous opera-
tions of like character, that his sight and hear-
ing willreturn, and that he will have no more
convulsions.

CONGRESSIONAL.

Programme Tor the Coming Week as at
Present Outlined.

\u25a0Wash;nc;ton, December llth.—What willtake place in the Senate this week is largely de-
pendent upon the Republican caucus tomor-row or Tuesday. To morrow will be the twelfth
day cf the pendency of the elections bill, audthe probabilities are that unless the caucus de-cides to take a decided 6tep towards its ewedy
termination, the pressure for financial legisla-
tion will become too great to be resisted.

In the House the reapportinnment bill will
be called up on Tuesday. There will be no
concerted opposition on the part of the Demo-crats, and the fight, which at the beginning of
the session was generally predicted, will notcome off.

Cutcheon purposes to call up the army appro-
priation billon the first opportunity.

The friends of ihe shipping bill Have been as-
sured of a friendly disposif.ou on the part ofthe Rules Committee towards their measure,
ai.d it is possible the reapportionment biil may
be disposed of quickly enough to permit thechipping bill to come up this week.

The Djrsey bill to reduce the compnlsorv de-posit of bends by national banks, and to au-
thorize the issue of circulating notes, etc., will
be urged forimmediate consideration.

SORGHUM SUGAR.
Kesult of Chemical Expeilmentg Made

by the Agricultural Department.
Washington, December 11th.—The annualreport ol the Chief oi the Chemical Division of

the Agricultural Department contains an ac-
count of the process recently perfected at theAgricultural Department as a result of the ex-
periments in the chemical laboratory, with
reference to the manufacture of sorghum sugar.

The report of the chemist recites some of the
various difficulties hitherto found in the eco-
nomic manufacture of sugar from sorghum,and indicates that a solution of the question
wi 1 be found in some proce-s that will separate
as nearly as possible the gummy amorphousbodies from the juice without precipitating the

The known property of alcohol to produce
precipitation in the juice was made use of in a

further study ol this problem. Not only has
the removal of the turns oeen effected by the
process evolved during theseßxperiments.bat it
has been shown that thi6 can be effected at a coet
ccmnaratively trill:ng by comparison with the
results obtained. The article used ivprecipita-
tion can be almost wholiy recovered by tubse-
quent distillation.

Auothtr feature is that the gummy substance
separated by the process is itself fermentable,
yielding almost halt its weight in alcohol.

Iv oidir that the new method may becomo
possible, the report suggests the necessity for a
modification oi the revenue laws, so hs to allow
the preparation of alcohol used in the process to
be carried on without a tax. to be made under
bond by the manufacturer that it will be usedonly for this purpose.

The Discovery Made by Two Fresno
Farmers.

Fresno, December 14th.—Yesterdiy two men
named Packwood and Barrott came iv from
Cantua canyon with a remarkable curiosity,
namely, a petrified man. The men are from
Frisco, but have land at Cantua canyon,which
they w^re engaged in caltiva ing. One of
theu saw a foot protruding from the ground,
and, upon investigation, they unearthed the
body ol a man. They fouud that it was petri-
fied when they attempted to liftit, it being as
much as they could do to carry it to their
wagon. As it was, they let it fall, and a footand leg were broken off.

Packwood and Barrett brought their strange
find to Fresno and deposited it in the rear roocn
of a drug store here, and but a few are per-
mitted to see it. The body is remarkably well
preserve! and even the lines on the back of the
band are visible. The left hand rests on the
breast, the right on the stomach, which is de-
pressed. The head is of a good size and the
features are of the Caucasiau type. The man
measures nearly seven feet in length.

Physicians have seen the petrilaction and de-
clare it genuine, but have not determined
upon tha race he belonged to. A reporter ex-
amined the portion broken off and found it
somewhat porous. From appearances the pet-
riri&d man is a genuine curiosity. He was
found in a district that ia noted for its petrifac-
tions.

BEHRING SEA.
Another CrisU Reached in the Nr_o-

tiatioss.
New Yobk, December 11th.—A World special

from Washington says: It appears that another
crisis has been reached in the negotiations be-
tween this Government and Great Britain with
regard to the seal fisheries in Behrlng Sea. It
is learned from areliab'e source that Slaine in-
tends to send to Congress within a few
days a special report on the subject, which will
declare another failure of the two sides to agree
even upon the mode of proceeding to effect a
final agreement.

Both sides, it appears, are willing to leave to
aroitration the question of States sovereignty in
the waters of Behring Sea, and consequently
the right of United ttates revenue cutlers to
seize or interfere with Canadian sealing vessels
outside of the three-mile limit. But they can-
not agree upon a method of getting at this arbi-
tration, and they cannot agree upon a temporary
regulation applied during the time which must
elapse before the result of the arbitration can
be known.

The British Minister proposes that fora tern
porary period it shall be understood that all sea
hunting in any part of Behriug Sea 6hall be en
tirely prohibited during May and June, and
from October uotil December, and that duriL'g-
July, August and September no marauders §hall
be permitted to land on the seal island?, and nosealing vessels shall be permitted to approach
within ten miles of the islands.

Blame is utterly dissatisfied with this propo-
sition. From July to September he regards as
the very best poaching season.

RAILROAD NOTES.
gome Projected Improvements In and

About Oroville.
[From the Mercury, December 12th.]

When the Northern California Railroad,
running between Oroville and Marysviile
was purchased from Rideout & Binney by
the Southern Pacific Company, it wasagreed by the latter that the road would bebuilt anew and that a new and suitable

depot would be put up at Oroville. The
visit of General Superintendent Fillmore
and his associates of the company here
yesterday recalls this matter to mind.

Knights Landing, to San Francisco, to be
known as the Orbville and San Francisco
Express, limited. Ido not know when
these improvements are to be made, but I
do know they are contemplated. Ibelisve,
too, that they willbe trlected in time.' 1

Senator Joces mentions will meet with the
geutral approval of oar citzens. It is just
what Orovilie needs. When the express to
San Francisco is put on, cur citizens can
leave here in the morning, reach tbe city in
time for luncheon, attend to any business
which they may have, and return home ateight.

Lakes Drained.

Whittlesea Mere, a considerable lake in
Cambridgeshire, England, has been drained
within the memory of living men, and its
bed is covered with excellent farms: but
Whitt^esea West is etill semi-laccstririe.
Geologists in England have given the name
of Lake Cheviot to a prehistoric lake basin
in Northumberland. That region, long be
fore the advent of man, was the site of sev-
eral tather large lakes. But its existing
lakes are small and not very many.

Not far from the Cimarron riverthereare
certain salt plains which are said to msrk
the cite of a former lake. The celebrated
Lake Regillus, where the gods fought fjr
the Romans against the Latins, no longer
exists. It is cocjveiured that it was artifi-
cially drained. A marshy lake once stood
near Camarina, in Siciiy. The people of
the town consulted the oracle as to the pro-
priety of draining the lake, and got for a
reply: "Do not disturb Camarina." Tne
meaning of this Delphic deliverance being
doubtful, they went to work and drained
the lake. Not long after the town's ene-
mits captured the city, and so "Don't dis-
turbCamarina " became a proverb, as much
a3 to say: "Let well enough alone."

Three yfars ago a lake in the Moo3ejaw
district, near O:tawa, Canada, which was
more than a mile in circumference, disap-
peared entirely from some cause. A farmer
purchased the lake bottom and has this
year raked a magnificent crop of wheat
upon it.—American Xotet and Qaerks.

Harpoon in a Whale Sixty Years
Steamer Beluga, at San Francisco, No-

vember 7th, ircm Arctic Ocean, reports in
August last, in Eehring Sea, the Beluga
killed a large whale, and when it wes cut
up an old harpoon bearing the name of
liontezuma upon it was discovered. The
head of the harpoon was perfectly pre-
served, but the shank had been eaten away
close to the skin of the whale by the
action of the salt wa'er. Every whaleship
has her name stamped on the harpoon it
uses, and the records show that the Monte
zuma quit whalin? in the South seas some
sixty years ago. * She belonged to New
London, and while lyißg idle at that port
during the war she was bought by the
Government and scut with other old
huiks down to Charleston harbor, filled
with stone, and sunk at the ' entrance of
the bay to break up blockade running.
This veteran whale, that carried a harpoon
for more than half a century, proved a for-
midable fighter, and while the Beluga's
men were after it it several times carve
near escaping. One of the boats had to be
cut away to prevent its being drawn under.
Finally, after exhausting all devices, the
old whale was killed.—-Veto Bedford Jour-
nal.

Floral Wedding Handcuffs.
One of the prettiest novelties at English

bridals is that of linking the bridesmaids
together with chains of fl iwer3 attached to
floral handcuffs. Usually there are six
nisids besides the maid of honor. They
walk two by two, those on the right side of
the aisle having the cbsins depending from
their left wrists, the m&ida on the lef: 3ide
having their right wrists connected. Tee
chains are long enough to curve gracefully
from wrist to wrist. The outside hand of
each maid is free to hold her bouquet, posy
or basket of blossoms, and linking the
wrists, that are on the inside eoing up the
aisle, bring the maids in the right order as
they form quarter circles, one on each side,
at the chancel. After the ceremony, in the
twinkling of an eye, the maid nearest the
bride on each side slips ofl her handcuff,
passes it to the secsnd maid, takes the arm
of "her' 1 U3her and falls into line. Maid
number follows suit, and the two who are
last to leave the etiurch carry the chains in
loops on their disengaged ami.—L ilies'
Home Journal •

The Irish have never been able to achieve
independence for the reason that their
bosses were Irish. The English utilize the
Irish to keep the Iriah down. The royal
Irish constabulary are more than a match
for their discontented countrymen. The po-
sition of the Irish is somewhat similar to
that of the Scotchman who was employed
as business manager of a factory, but who
had accumulated no money. He gave as
an explanation of his poverty, that his em-
ployer was also a Scotchman, and watched
him too closely.— Texas Sift ings.

Was the Koran the Work of Mohammed?
The Koran is alleged to be a series of

revelations to Mohammed, made at various
times and varions places. As the visions
occurred, memoranda concerning them
were jotted down by the Prophet, some-
times on palm leaves, sometimes on bits of
akin and parchment, end occasionally on
the shoulder-blades of sheep. The entire
collection was found in a chest after his
death, and edited by one of his followers
How much was added by the first editors
we have no mean 3of knowing, but it is
certain that among Mohammed people the
entire body of writings known as the
Koran ia received as from the pen of Mo-
hammed, and bs entitled to all the rever-
ence ascribed to his name. The Koran is
the Moslem guide, not in religious matters
only, but as a body of civil law from which
there is no appeal.— Globe-Democrat.
