QUEER LAW.

In the case of the vacancy in the office
of Senalor, occasioned by the death of C.
L. Pond, of Butte county, who was elected
in November to the Senate, the Attorney-
General has made a queer ruling. He
says: “No election can be held, nor cana
warrant for such election be issued until
after the Legislature meets. There is no
vacancy in the office of Senator from the
Fourth Senatorial District until the Legis-
lature assembles; hence no election can
take place to fill such vacancy.”

Let us see how this kind of logic will
operate when applied in another direction.
There was no vacancy in the offices of As-
semblymen when the election of Novem-
ber took place, but citizens were elected,
under lawful proclamation of the Execu-
tive, to fill the prospective vacancies
which would occur by reason of the expi-
ration of the term of the offices of Assem-
blymen filled by the election two years
prior. Let it be assumed, for the sake of
the argument, that the election of 1890
had resulted so that on joint ballot of the
two houses there would be 61 Republicans
and 59 Democrats. The death of a Re-
publican Senator elected to succeed a Dem-
ocrat would, under the ruling of the At-
torney-General, make the Legislature
stand 60 to 60 on joint ballot. As the
election of United States Senator would
take place before the special election could
be had, the ruling of the Attorney-(Gieneral
would make it possible, by reason of death,
to change the political complexion of the
body and reverse the decision supposed to
have been made by the people at the polls.

Mr. Pond’s death creates a vacancy in
the ranks of Senators elected, but Mr.
Jones, whom Mr. Pond was elected to suc-
ceed, was not elected to the Legislature
which is to convene upon the first Monday
in January next. He was not chosen to
become a member of the body to assemble
on that day, at all. His office, the office to
which he was elected at the preceding Sen-
atorial election, became vacant by statutory
limitation, and the people who were for-
merly his constituents selected a citizen to
succeed him.

Now if there can be no official notice or
information on the subject of the vacancy
until the Senate assembles in January,
how will Mr. Jones obtain official informa-
tion that his elected successor 1s dead ?

If the Governor of the State is not at
liberty to recognize what isa matter of
common notoriety, that the Senator elected
from the district represented by Mr. Jones
and to succeed him is dead, then he is, ac-
cording to the Attorney-General, not at
liberty to know what everybody else does
know to be a fact. It would follow, then,
that the Governor must wait until the
roll-call of the Senate, and since under the
ruling of the Attorney-General Mr. Jones
will respond and hold over until his suc-
cessor is elected and qualifies, the roll-call
will develop no vacaney. Bat if the Gov-
ernor, and the people of California gener-
ally, have no right to claim to be in pos-
session of the knowledge of the death of
Senator-elect Pond, by what right can Mr.
Jones take cognizance of the fact that Mr.
Pond is dead ?

The ruling of the Attorney-General is
not common sense, and therefore it is not
law. As to the statutes quoted by him,
we have long since abandoned the theory
that there is an¥ law outside of the reason
for it.

The Constitution of the State of Cali-
fornia, Article XX., Section 16, declares
that “When the term of any officer is not
provided for in this Constitution, the term
of such officer may be declared by law,
and if not so declared such officer shall
hold his position during the pleasure of
the authority making the appointment,
but in no case shall such term exceed
four vears.,” When, therefore, a term of
office is provided for in the Constitution
it becomes fixed and arbitrary, but that
there might be no mistake as to the tenure
of office four years is fixed as the term of
all offices wherein the Constitution has
not given a longer tenure. The Senato-
rial term is fixed by the Constitution. * In
Section 4 of Article IV. it is declared that
Sevators shall be chosen for a term of
four ysars at the same time and place as

twenty Senators shall become vacant at

the expiration of the second year, so that
one-half of the Senators shall be elected
for two years, Thus a Senator elected for
four years cannot by any possibility hold
over for one day, since the constituticnal
provision is arbitrary and fixed—and ad-
mits of no accommodating construction—
that one-half of the Senatorial seats shall
be vacant at the expiration of each two
years.

Here is a constitutional vacancy which
Senator Jones cannot by any distortion of
law fill. The Attorney-General of the
State has blundered in a most inexcusable

way. It is to be hoped that the Attorney-
General-elect is familiar with the organic

law.

FreExcH yachtsmen are seriously dis-
posed to build a yacht to come over and
contest for the American cup. France
has never taken much interest in interna-
tional yvacht contests. If she now engages
in them it will make the racing greatly
more interesting. If the Frenchmen
come they will have a hearty welcome,
but it is not at all likely that American
boat-builders will be beaten by any of the
craft of France. . We have the lead in
speedy yachts and will probably keep it.
If the French enter the lists it will have
the effect to spur English and Scottish
yachtsmen to new endeavors, and the

- sport will thus be greatly enhanced.

Tue death of the Sioux chief, Sitting
Bull, is a fitting and tragic close of the
threat of an Indian war. The misgunided
red men, by their division in council and
the alacrity with which they are coming
in and yielding to the Federal authorities,
are confessing the folly of their recent
menace. The policy of the Government
should now be the disarmament of the
savages and the output of endeavor tv
settle them upon lands as individuals and
not as tribes—to allot them small tractsin
severalty and aid and encourage them to
follow the useful and peaceful vocatiouns
for which they may be outfitted.

CONGRESSIONAL PROCEEDINGS.

Discussion of the Election Bill—In-
dian Reservations—Duty on
Fish—Etc.

(EPRCIAL DISPATCHES TO THE RECORD-UNION.]

CONGEESSIONAL.

IN THE SENATE.

WASHIXGTON, December 16th.—In the course
of the morning business in the Senate, Senator
Hoar read a letter from Johm I. Davenport,
making a vigorous denial ot the charges pre-
ferred against his conduct as a Chief Supervisor
of Elections, and expressing a willingness to ap-
pear before the Senate Committee and answer
the charges.

The pending business was the considecation
of the Dolph resolution, providing for an iuves-
tigation whether the right to vote was denied or
abridged in any State, with the Vest amend-
ment extending the investigation to the inquiry
as to whether by State legislation any mean is
denied the right to work on pu!lic works by
reason of his color.

Morgan, in opposing the resolution, called at-
tention to the Fifieenth Amendment to the
Constitution, criticising it and contending that
the foundation of the countr{ would be much
beiter had the Government heen content with
the Fourteenth Amendment.

Pending further debate the Senate proceeded
to the consideration of the election bill, Morgan
concluding his speech ageinstit, Discussion
was then temporarily suspended, and Pugh gave
uotice of an amendment requiriug Deputy Mar-
shals, ete., to be of good moral character and
able to read and write.

Blair presented petitions from labor organiza-
tions praying Congress to set aside considera-
tion of the election bill so that the labor legisla-
tion might be acted upon.

Dolph took the floor, but soon yielded to a
motloa to adjourn.

IN THE HOUSE,

WASHINGTON, December 16th.—In the House

to day Mills of Texas, as a privileged question,
offered a concurrent resolution providing for a
holiday recess from December 22, 189, to Janu-
ary 3, 1891. Referred to the Ways and Means
Committee.
Dunnell of Minnesota called up the appor-
tionment bill and briefly explained its provi-
sions. There was a diversity of opinion among
the members of the House as to whether the
resent representation should stand or whether
t should be increased.

Flower of New York protesied against the
passage of the bill, and severely criticised the
census returns of New York city.

Mills of Texas said he believed New York had
lost enumeration to which she was entitled, but
her loss was not as great asthat of his own State,
which amounted to 500,0.0,

McEae of Arkansas gave notice of an amend-
ment increasing the representatives to 359.

Outhwaite of Ohio stated that great injustice
had been done in his State in taking the census.
Under the census Illinois has become the third
Stale of the Union, It was nottrue that Ilinois
had grown so rapidly, nor Ohio had tallen off to
such an extent. The whole census ought to be
retaken, so the representation could be appor-
tioned aceording to the population and not ac-
cording to schemes o political advancement,
Frank of Missouri earnestly advocated the
bill, which was based upon a biil originally in-
troduzed by himself.

Flower of New York offered an amendment
incren.sinf to thirty-five the representation from
New York. .

Spinola of New York said that when the peo-

ple ot New York found that they had been
wronged they applied to the S cretary of the
Interior, but obtained no relief. The Secretary
wrote & blackguard, impudent letter, which
was unworthy to emanate from any man call-
ing himself a gentleman. The census taken by
Superintendent Porter was a crime against the
republic. It wsas a wrong perpetrated by the
Superintendent, and he knew it, and his heel-
ers knew it.
Covert of New York argued in support of the
amendment providing for a recount ot New York
and Brookiyn, and additional representation
for the State should the recount show an in-
crease of 150,000 over the Federal census.

Lind of Minnesota favored McRae's amend-
ment. The apportionment bill, he thought,
should be satisfactory and just to the couuntry.
It was conceded on both sides that there was a
difliculty in regard to the census of New York
city. In order to appease the feeling of New
York (considering its large fracticn), it would
be but fair and just to give that State an ad-
ditional Representative. The same was true of
Arkansas and Minnesota, and this bill, while it
might fit the arithmetic theory of the commit-
tee, did injustice to those States.

Biggs of California complained that San
Francisco had not had a fair enumeration. Not
one ennmerator there had been a Democrat.
Peel of Arkansas declared that Arkansas had
lost 100,000 by tailure to count.

Dunnell, closing the debate, spoke earnstly
in favor cf the bill, and expressed regret at the
attack made on the Secretary of the Interior by
Spinola. It had never seemed reasonable to
the committee that New York should be granted
& special privilege. No other city had come
bere disregarding the law, and he regretted
that the venerable gentleman trom New York
should let fall from hislips an attack on the
Glovemmem to which the latter could not re-
ply.

The hour of 5 o’clock having arrived, Dunnell
demanded the previcus questiou.

Blout of Georgia interjected a motion to ad-
journ, and during the progress of the vote
the Democratic members took their hats and
overcoats and left the hall, showing a disposi-
tion to break the quorum on the next vote.

The motion to adiourn was lost—yeas 118,
nayes 146,

At the suggestion of Blout of Georgia it was
agreed that after two hours’ debate to-morrow
he previous question should be considered as
ordered, and the House adjourned.

ALASKA TERRITORY.

Bill Introduced to Provide for an Ex-
ploration of That Section,
WASHINGTON, December 16th.—The bill provid-
ing for a systematic exploration ot the interior
of Alaska is likely to receive consideration by
Congresssoon. It provides that the Secretary of
War shall send a party into the interior of
Alaska, and apsropriates $100,000 to defray ihe
expenses of the expedition,
It is proposed that the party remain three
years, in order that the observations may be
absolutely trustworthy, and fina'ly set at rest
the various and conflicting reports regarding
Alaska Territory.
The Secretary of War warmly approves the
plan, and recommended the passage of the bill
in his anuual report. When the bill becomes a
law, Lieuteaant L. W. V. Kennon will, without
doubt, be one of the army officers detai.ed io
accompany the expedition.

Duty on Fish,

WasHINGTON, December 16th. — Secretary
Spaulding has informed the Collector of Cus-
toms at Detrois that the department is of the
Obinion that fresh or frozen fish, except salmon
crught in fresh waters, by American vessels or
with nets or other devices owned by citizens of
the United Stateg, are not debarred from the
privilege of free eniry, g8 prescribed by law,
when imported by railway car® from pontigu-
ous foreign countries, provided their identi*™ a8
such catch is satisfactorily estabhished, 5

Indian Reservations,

WasmiNGTON, December 16th,—In the House
to-day the Senate bill was reported, with an
amendment, changing the boundary line of the
Uncompahgre and Ute Indian reservation, and
restoring to the publie domain certain portions
in Utah, to be (lxsFosed of under the homestead
laws. A bill having a similar purpose was ve-
toed by the President at the last session.
