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California—Fair weather, except light rain in
the northwest portion and at Fresno; warmer.

THE RETURNS.

The tabulated returns published by
us on Saturday disclose some curious facts,
Mr. Markhaw'’s plorality over Pond is
7,831; but Bidwell receives 10,000 ; the
result is that Mr. Markham lacks some
2,500 votes of a majority of all the votes
cast. Los Angeles and Orange counties
together show a decrease of 2,303 votes in
two years—that is, between the vote for
the Presidency in 1888, and the Guberna-
torial election in 1890, Sacramento at the
same time shows an increase of 187 in the
two years. The increase of votes in the
whole State is nearly 6,000 between 1888
and 1890. The counties of San Di<go
and Los Angeles decreased about 3,000,
thus making the increase of votes
porth of Tehachapi in the neigh-
borhood of 9,000. The most remarkable
showing, however, relates to San Fran-
cisco. In the State election of 1882 San
Francisco cast 38,913 votes. In 1890 it
cast 55,260, being an increase of 16,353.
The vote for Governor in 1890 is an in-
crease of about 45 per cent. on the votes
of 1882, while the entire increase of the
population of San Francisco, according to
the census, from 1830 to 1890 was 29 per
cent. In a city, then, whose populaticn
shows an increase of 29 per cent. from 1880
to 1860, there is exhibited an increase of
its voting population of 45 per cent. in
the last eight years of that time.

In the decade between 1880 and 1890
the population of Yolo county is said to
have increased but 912. Of these, 812
were credited to Woodland, leaving prac-
tically nothing for the rural districts of
that county. There is, Liowever, a gradual
increase of the votes of that county from
1879 to 1890, as follows: 1879, 2,523
votes; 1882, 2572 votes; 1886, 2,884
votes; 1890, 3,248 votes. The in-
crease from 1879 to 1800 in the voting
population is about 32 per cent. Yolo
county had over 17,000 inhabitants, ac-
cording to the census of 1880. The whole
population increases less than a thousand
according to the census of 1890, while the
voling population in the same time in-
creases 30 percent. The whole population
according to the census of 1890 shows an
increase of but 6 per cent.

Butte county, according to the census,
Tost 817 inhabitants between 1880 and
1890, a decrease of six per cent. The
votes at the State elections in Butte county
ran from 3,426 votesin 1879, to 4,469 votes in
1890, an increase of over 1,000, which upon
the 3,426 votes cast in 1879 is an increase of
over 30 per cent.; or to state this in a more
conspicnous form, a county that has lost
8ix per cent. of its total population gains
thirty per cent. in its voting population.

Yuba county furnishes a more striking
instance of the difference between its vot-
ing population and the census of the total
population. The total population in that
county in 1880 was 11,284; in 1890, 9,356;
a loss of 1,728, or about twenty per cent.
of the population of 1880. Now the vote
at the State election immediately preced-
ing the year 1880 was 2,103; in 1890, it
was 2,511, which is a gain of 15 per cent, '
In this example, a county loses twenty per |
cent. of its entire population in a single
decade, and gains 15 per cent. in its voting
population.

The increased vote in the city of San
Francisco is very suggestive of fraud. At
the same time, we are beginning to enter-
tain serious distrust of the accuracy of |
the census ascertainments when counties
like Yolo, Batte and Yuba, wherein fraud
on the election is almost impossible, show
a decided and healthy increase in their
voting population, when the census dis-
closures indicate a very serious decrease in
the totals.

RESTORE THE MUSEUM.

The late fire in the State Board of Trade
rooms destroyed the greater portion of the
exhibits there gathered. Such of the ex-
amples of California resources as were
saved were, for the most part, badly dam-
aged.

The museum had been laboriously col-
lected. It was a potential agent for en-
lightening the Eastern visitor concerning

advantages. The State Board is not dis-
mayed by its loss. It has taken larger, bet-
ter and more centrally-located rooms in
San Franciseo, and proposes to repew its
museum. It cannot do so unless it hmsI

more than the sympathetic interest of the | K

people. Sympathy will not roll a wheel,
convince an inquirer or advertise the re-
sources of the State.

What is needed is more helpfulaid than
commiseration. The people must send
new exhibits to the Board’s museum. A
good many have done so already, but not a
tenth have even promised, who ought to
be up and doing in this matter. What
we should all do is to make this a per-
sonal concern. Each individual should
feel that something is incumbent upon
him in the restoration of the museum.
No matter if ten thousand exhibits are
forwarded, or twenty thousand, they can
be used to advantage.

Of course,it would be wise to notify the
Board in every case of what 1t is proposed
to send, that it may not be put to cost and
trouble in receiving articles unfit or too
many duplicates. The new collection
cannot be made complete for several
months, because the seasons must come
and go, in order to secure examples of the

products in each. But the people should |’

take thought concerning the matter now.
‘Woods, minerals, preserved products, tex-
tile staples and some other articles can be
forwarded now as well as later.

The State Board of Trade, through its
intellizent method of advertising Califor-
nia; by the confidence it has inspired; by
the aid given by its famous “California on
Wheels;” by ils authenticated literature !
upon California; by its counselings, de-
bates, advice and open house. has done
more to bring Califorpia into favorable
notice in the last two years, than all
the efforts put forth for a decad2 pre-
viously. The pevple owe it to themselves
to give the State Board all possible assist-
ance. Itis not ofien that a people have
such en umtirivg and energetic body to
iabor in their interest, without any reward
except that gratification which follows the
consciousness of public-spirited effort, well
directed and maintained.

THE ALLIARCE AND
EVIL.

The Farmers’ National Alliance, at its
gession at Ocala, Florida, on the 3d inst.,
did that which political parties have not
had the ccurage to do—it unanimously
adopted strong anti-lottery resolutions

rupting youth, stimulating the spirit of
gaming and robbing industry, by insidious
temptation, of its hard earnings. The
Alliance held that it is the duty of the
people of the entire country, as well as
their privilege, to oppose all agencies of
the lottery order as a matter of self-
defense, and that the organic law should
probibit any member of the Federal
Union from maintaining lottery-gaming
institutions that feed upon the thrift of
the people of the other States.

The Alliance appointed a committee to
correspond with all similar organizations
and move them and the people generally
to petition Congress to submit the amend-
ment indicated. The attack the Alliance
makes is therefore straightforward, as it
also is vigorous and couched in terms that
are unmistakable, and indicate a deter-
mined spirit that will not brook refusal.

This is really the first organized ef-
fort of moment outside of the State of
Louisiana to make war upon the lottery
gamblers. There is reason to believe that
it will succeed. There is not a State in
the Union, excepting Louisiana, in which
it would be possible to secure a lottery
charter from a Legislature. The senti-
ment of the people generally isso pro-
nounced in antagonism to lottery dealing
that no body of representatives would
dare to grant a lottery franchise, even
though the Constitution of the State did
not expressly prohibit such legislation.
It is, therefore, not vain to anticipate that
if the proposed amendment is submitted
it will receive the affirmation of all the
States, excepting only that one which is
held beneath the thumb of the most pow-
erful lottery corporation of time.

Nor do we believe that Congress will
decline to submit the proposition. There
will be advanced some opposition to the
scheme—not in friendliness to the lottery,
but upon the ground that the proposed
amendment is a step further towards de-
priving the States of inherent rights of
sovereignty. But we do not loock upon
such probable opposition as of much force.
Governments are what the people choose
to have them, either by direct action in
amending the organic law, by acquiescence
in retrograde tendencies or by the revolu-
tion of viclence. The people understand
clearly that lottery gaming is a nefarious
business, and, as the Alliance phrases it,
“grossly unfair, even from the standpoint
of gamblers.” If the people of the several
States are prepared to surrender the right
to countenance such an infamous business,
the amendment will be iheir expression,
the declaration of the governed and the
governing, and therefore one that can be
safely adopted, and that will not in the
slighest degree limit human right that is
conservative of human good.

THE fight on Tuesday at Ballinakill
Ireland, between the factions of the Irish
Home Rule party,led by Parnell and
Davitt, respectively, was a disgraceful af-
fair and reflects dishonor upon both the
leaders and the people engaged. Davitt
was cut about the head, and Parnell was
nearly blinded by lime thrown into his
eyes. Such scenes as are described by the
full reports will drive from the party its
copservative elements, and alienate such
sympathy as has been felt for the Irish
party outside of Ireland and England.
Parnell’s course in forcing his party, when
it is so widely divided upon the question
of his leadership, must result in the break-
ing down of the influence he once exer-
cised, and the defeat of measures proposed
for the political pacification of the Irish
peopie.
