coat pocket, and fired at Majois through thepockrt oi hi< coat without drawing the weapon.
Majors reached fjr a pistol with one hand,
and with the other pushed the arm of Harris
downward. Before he canld draw, however.Harris had fired three shots, each taking effectupon.Va.ors, one making a flesh wound in theleg one entering tte hip and one in the groin.

Mcjo.-a is a crack shot, and his weapon was
scarcely in hand belure he sent a fatal shot toHarris r.eart.

Harris was a single man, about fifty years olage, and had worked in the redwoods about
bere.fi .r.e the early dayß. He was considered
* 'bad man when drunk, aud all bystanders
agree ihu he was the agresior, and very citter
towards Majors.

The auimul wa« tremblingin orery muscle, and there was a bleeding
wound ini*neck, caused by the broken glass
of a lar^e pane, through which it had jumped
ou enttriMgthe conservatory.

The q hole family at once came out to see the
rcaiiirknlile eight of a wild deer in the conserv-
atory liiitdwith rare exotics. While some one
was thinking about getting a gun, some small
t<oy*i in the next yard climbed the fence and
frightened the deer, which made its exit from
the Bthtr side of tie conservatory, smashing
another larye light of glass.

The-terrified animal dashed pa; t the excitedpeop'.e from the hous.' out into the Hreet, clear-
ing the high fecce with a graceful l*ap. It
tb?n tit-j-hed dowli through one of the main
recMenc* streets, and was fiually k.lled by a
crowd of bojs near the slaughterhouse in the
om^kirifuof the city.

Matthew
Crooks died in 1875, and wilied the land incjutfstiou to his wife, Susan Crooks, as trusteea .rinsr ber life, and on her death to revert to
the chi dren. In 1881 she deeded the property
to JamesM Donahue, a-;d he afterwards deed-d
it to tiie railroad company.
