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THE MEISS INSANITY MATTER IN
COURT ONCE MORE.

Ex Judge Holl Did Not Believe Meiss is
Insane, But Did Not Want Him
Discharged.

Last week the RECORD-UN10X published a full
account of the proceedings before Superior !
Judge Armsirong, in the case of Henry Meiss,
8r., the well known rancher, who is supposed
to be insane.

It wil be remembered that Meiss was ex-
amined by two well-known physicians, who
pronounced him insane, and Judge Armstrong
committed the patient to the Stockton asylum.
Henry Meiss, Jr , then made application to .be
appointed guardian of his father's estate. But
when the matter came up for hearing ex Judge
8. Solon Holl suddenly put inan appearance,
and objected to the appointment of a guardian,
saying that the elder Meiss was not insane, and
intimating that 2 movement was on foot to rail-
road the old man to the asylam.

Elwood and Alvin J. Bruner, sttorneys for
Henry Meiss, Jr,, took exception to the attor-
ney’s statements, and informed him that all of
Meiss’ children had agreed that the best thing

to be done was to have him taken care of., and
lor one of them to be appointed guardian of the
esiate.

Judge Holl created consid:rable of a stir by
anncuncing that all of the children had not so
agreed. Heappeare, he said, asattorney forthe
elder Meiss and Edward Meiss, one of the sons,
who had just a'rived from Humboldt, and who
intended to oppose the attempt on the part of
his brothers and sister to send the old man to
an asylum, while he was not insane.

This latter declaration by Judge Hol, has,
since the above proceedings, been the cause of
quite a littie row. Edward Meiss read the pub-
lished account of Judge Holl's remuks, asd in-
dignantly denied that he had employed Judge
Holl, or that he had not agreed with his broth-
ers and sister. He was satisfied, he said, that
his father was in such a condition as to require
care and attention,

Attorney A J. Bruner, when he heard of this,
held a consultation with Judge Holl. The latter
stated then that he had been emploved by the
elder Meiss, and that he believed that the latter
was not insane. Mr. Bruner suggested that the
best way to find out was to have ancther exam-
ination by physicians, and Holl agreed. It was
arranged that the physicians (those selected
were Drs. Gardner, Nichols asd Ciuness) should
make the examination Wednesday (yesterday)
morning, at which time the guardianship matter
would a'so come up in Court.

The physicians were on hand yesterday, but
Judge Holl had changed his mind, and they
were not called upon. Judge Holl's rourse this
time was to demand a jury trial for his client,
in order to decide upon his mental condition.
This was his legal right, and such a proceeding
would carry with it tne guardianship matter.

Attorney Bruner promptly arose and moved
that the former order ot the Court, adjudging
Mr. Meiss insane, be set aside, and the patient
be discharged.

1._ludrge Holl objected to the dischargs of his
client,

Mr. Bruner suggested that it azpeared rather
strange that Mr. toll should not wan® his elient
Qdischarged when he had been c'aiming all
along that he was not insane.

Judge Armstrong ordered the elder Meiss dis-
charged, and set the jury trial for the 12th of
January.

Although the elder Meiss was ordered dis-
charged, he is still confined at the County Jail—
it is said by request cf Judge Holl.

The District Attorney declares that the county
will not be responsiblé tor the keeping of Meiss
now, and that the expense must be borne by
Judge Holl.

Yesterday afternoon the children had a con-
sultation with their attorney. Subsequently
ther stated to a RECORD-UNION reporter. that
the statement to the effect that their father
had not received proper treatment was utterly
false. Wnen he was suffering from the ipjury
which is believeda to have caused his insanity,
he was watched over pight and day by them,
and they employed six physicians to attend
hiry, They said they had no desire to have
their father sent away, but being satisfied that
he was insane, they desired to take care of him,
and that was why they favored the selection of
one of them as guardian. Edward M eiss took
occasion again to declare that he was not en-
couraging Judge Holl to interfere and never
had done so.

THEIR TERMS SHGRTENED.

Governor Waterman Issues a Pardon
and Thirteen Commutations,

ern¢. Waterman on yesterday commuted the
sentences of thirteen convicts confined in Fol-
som Prison. In their petition to the Executive
the Directors set forth that the prisoners were
foremen in the work of co ucting the Folsom
dam, and particularly distinguished themselves
py iaiihfui and efficient work during the two
ears in which the dam was being
y ged that the services of these
prisoners be recognized, as it would have a good
‘ect on the remainder of the i
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in Sacramento county, of the crime of robbery,
and sentenced toserve a term of twenty five
years—commuted to fifteen vears.

Milton McGee—Convicted in June, 1886, in
Butte county, of the crime of burglary, and sen-

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DEATH OF LAWYER MARTIN.

A Well-Known Member of the Local Bar
Passes Away.

Edward M. Martin, the well-known attorney,
died yesterday forenoon at his residence, Sixth
and I streets. During the past year or more
Mr. Martin has been in bad health, and of late
failed rapidly.

The deceased was at one time oneof the
most prominent attorneys in Sacramento, and
was well thought of by the members of the bar.
He was born at Muscatine, Iowa, in 1845. Seven
years later his family removed to California,
arriving in this city September 24, 1852 Mr.
Martin was educated first in the pubiic schools
of this city and afterwards attended the Napa
college. He was a student in the office of Cof-
froth & Spaulding. On October, 1567, he was
admitted to practice by the Supreme Court.
For a time he held the position ot Court Com-
missioner and for several years was a member
of the City Board of Edaucation. :

MRS. SHIELDS AND MRS. MILLER ON
THE EVICTION STORY.

Both Deny That Mrs. Nelson was Treated
Inhumanly, and Give Their Ver-
sion of the Story.

Last Tuesday the ‘tollowing item appeared
in the RECORD-UNION, under the heading,
“Woman’s Inhumanity to Woman :”’

Mrs, Nelson, a destitu e widow, who is almost
blind, and receives assistance from the How-
ards, was, it is said, turned out of her home on
F street the other dey by the owner of the
house, a Mrs. Shields, who kept the 4
woman’s stove and her smail stock of fuel for
rent.

The above was published on the authority of
Richard Dale, President of the Howard Benevo-
lent Assoziation of this city, and that gentle-
man probably cbtained his information from
Mrs. Nelson, the woman who was alleged to
have béen shamefuliy treates.

Mrs. Shields called at this office yesterday and
stated that there was no truth in the item. She
said that when her tenants, who cccupied the
house several wecks ago, concluled to leave, an
elderly lady named Mrs. Nelson was living with
them She was in destitute circumstances, and
asked permission to live in a portion of the
house until Mrs, Shields found parties who

would rent it. The land.ady cocsented, and
Mrs. Neison was allowed to remain, free of
charge, together with her little daughter. On
Tuesday, Deeember 16th. Mrs. Shields rented the
house to a family named Miller, and Mrs. Nel-
son was notified that she wou!d have to find
other quarters.,

Mrs. Shields stated that she did not force Mis.
Nelsen to leave in any unnatursl or uukindlg
way, and did not keep anything that belonge
to that lady. She asked that a reporter be sent
to interview Mrs. Miller, the new tenant, who
was present when Mrs, Nelson moved, and
knew just what transpired.

A REecoeD-UNION reporfer called on Mrs.
Miller yesterday and from her obtained the fol-
lowing story: "

“] picked up the REcorD-UsiON about 7
o'cleck on Tuesdey moruvicg, December 16th,
and noticed that Mrs. Shields’ houce was ad-
vertised *‘to rent” and that parties could ex-
amine it by calling 6n the premises. I went
up that morning immediately aud found the
lady, whom I agerwards learned was Mrs. Nel-
son, occupying & room off the kitchen. I told
her I had come to look 2t the house with a view
of renting it, ar d she permitted me t0 examine
all of the rooms without accompanying me. I
asked her when she would be able to move out
and she rep ied that she could not possibly go
until after Christmas. I told her I wanted
to move in right away if con-
cluded to rent the house, and that
I understood she was to vacate as soon as a
tenant was found. Mrs. Nelson replied. ‘Yes, I
know I agreed togo asscon as Mrs, shields
rented the place, but I can’t go for & while." I
then went to Mrs. Shields’ home, and the two
of us went to the house on Wednesdsy, and also
on Thursday. Mrs. Shields told her just how
the matter stood, and in a kindly way asked
her to find another house where she might stop.
Mrs. Shields, Mrs. Nelson and myself all
assisted in packing what little she posse:sed,
end we got an express wagon for herand di-
rected her to the piace where she is now living.
Mrs. Nelson looked somewhat displeased, atd
at times declared she would not go, but when 1
spoke to her, she said she would do so for my
sake. Mrs, Shields kept nothing that belonged
to the lady. It istrue that thereis yet some
wood and an old stove in the cellar which be-
long to Mis, Nelson, but she did not bother
about 12king these articles away. Shecan have
them any time if she thinks they are worth
taking.”

BROOMS THAT SWEEP CLEAN.

Thousands Turned Out by a Georgetown
Factory.
[From the Washington Star.]

How many housekeepers in Washington
who do seme sweepiag themselves or have
other people do it for them ever take the
trouble to consider how a broom is made ?
To begin with, the sticks mostly come
from Michigan. They are made of bass-
wood or maple, which grow plentiful in
that State, and afford a material that com-
bines the advantages of lightness and
strength. The wood is turned with lathes
into broomsticks, with a hole through each
end—one of them intended for the house-
keeper’s string to hang the instrument up
by. Some of the sticks are left of their
natural hue and others are painted red, to
satisfy the tastes of all sorts of purchasers.

The rest of the broom is made of straw
chiefly, and this material is obtained from
a sort of corn plant grown expressly for
the purpose. Doubtless you have noticed
the tassel on an ordinary corn stalk. What
the tassel is to the edible corn is found in
the wisp that grows from the top of the
broom corn, which bears no ears at all.
There are two kinds of broom corn,
roughly-speaking—the coarse sort for ordi-
nary sweeping and the fine dwarf sort for
“parlor brooms” and whisks. The fine
stufl'is plucked by hand, while the coarse
variety is cut with the knife. It is in
bales of 300 pounds each that the material
reaches such a factory as there is over in
Georgetown, which produces 75,000 brooms
every year to help sccop up the sweepings
of the District of Columbia.

Perhaps you would like to know how a
broom is made. To begin with, the wisp
tassels cut from the corn tops must be as-
sorted as to length. This process is per-
formed by an expert who takes the wisps
from the bale and distributes them among
a series of compartments. The broom
wisps thus assorted go into the hands of a
man who holds the broomstick in a revolv-
ing vise with its end projecting—the end,
that is to say, which is to be the broom.
This operator first passes a fine wire
through the hole in the end of a broom-
stick, and by the aid of a treadle makes
the length of wood revolve until it has
taken up three or four bindings of the
wire from a great coil below. Then he
grabs a number of wisps of long-stemmed
broom-corn, to serve for what is known
technically as “handle stufl,” fastening
them to the stick high up with windings
of the wire. All the time while the wire
is wrapping the straw upon the stick it is
made to bind more tightly by blows from
a hagpmer. Next is bound around the
embryo broom what is called the “shoul-
der stuff)” with shorter stems, which, as
was the case with thie handle stuff)is
trimmed off close above the wire binding
with a sharp knife. Stalks yet shorter,
from which the stems have been cut off en-
tirely, are finally wound upon the outside
with more wire, and the whole business is
clinched and fastened where the broom
meets the stick with a strong belt of tin-
ned brass, its corrugated edge bound down
with a wire so that the straw is made as
much a part of the broom handle as if it
grew upon it. .

Now the broom goes to the sewer, who
passes flaxen twine around its middle and
pierces the substance of the broom through
and through with a needle provided with
similar flaxen cord, so as to bind the straw
together closely. Now it only remains to
chop the straw ends of the brooms off even
with a sort of cleaver knife, and to comb
the seeds out of them with a revolving ma-
chine armed with teeth in order to make
them ready for market. A first-class
broom is bought by dealers at from $3 25
to 54 a dozen, and sold at from $4 50 to
$4 80 retail. Some brooms, for heavy
sweeping of ships’ decks and outdoors, cost
56 a dozen. The coarse straw is best for
those. You can calculate the profits of
the manufacture for yourself when you are
informed that broomsticks, white or red,
cost $14 a thousand, while the straw is 63
cents a pound for the best of it, and an or-
dinary broom contains 2} pounds of this
latter material. Broom corn that is slight-
ly green is much better for the purpose
than the ripe material, because the latter
is brittle. and, on this account, to deceive
purchasers, it used to be the custom for
manufacturers of brooms to tint their ma-
terial green with the fumes of brimstone.
At present the same effect is mere cheaply
obtained by soaking the stuff' in a eolored
mixture. Supplies of broom corn for this
country are chiefly secured from Chicago
and Philadelphia, to which points the
farmers ship their broom corn produet,
consigning it to commission men, who sell
it to the manufacturers.

One sheep-raiser recently sold at Albu-
quersue, N. M., 200,000 pounds of merino
wocl of the finest textnre. It was brought
to market in sixty-three wagons, eech
drawn by four oxen. Before it was taken
from the wagcuns a street parade was made.
The procession was nearly a mile long.
