
CALIFORNIA AND THE WORLD'S FAIR.
The Recokd-Umon has persistently

and from the outset, contended that if
California exhibits at the Columbian
World's Fair, it must bs by means ofa cu-
mulative exhibition; that to appropriate
money for a distributive exhibition would
be folly and waste.

The Recokd-Uxio>- has set forth the
reasons for this position with such force
and clearness that they have been irresist-
ible. It is very gratifying to know that
the public mind has come into the same
way of thinking and that the burden of
public opinion now is in full accord with
not only the cumulative exhibition idea,
but with the further proposition that Cali-
fornia's exhibition should be made in its
own building, which should itself form a
portion of the exhibit and be typical of
the State.

Hon. M. M. Estee, Chairman of the
Committee on Legislation of the Califo:-
nia World's Fair Association, and offi-
cially representing that Association, will,
in its behalf, ask the Legislature to make
a proper appropriation for a cumulative
exhibition at Chicago, and only upon that
basis. Mr. Estee declares that il such an
exhibition is not permitted the Associa-
tion will oppose the making of any ap-
propriation whatever. But he adds that
the concession will be made, since the Su-
perintendent of Grounds has already tele-
graphed that California can have sufficient
acreage for a building of its own.

The plan of the committee of the Asso-
ciation which Mr. Estee represents is to
ask for the appointment of seven citizens,
distinguished by business ability, high
character and notable manifestation of in-
terest in the upholding of the State, to
have complete control of the California
exhibit. They are to receive no salary,
but are to be allowed actual expenses of
course. By another bill$300,000 will be
a>ked for, and also an amendment to the
County Government Act, so as to permit
Boards of Supervisors to aid the local
associations and committees in preparing
county exhibitions to be part of the State
exposition.

This is getting the World's Fair busi-
ness into very good shape and very sens-
ible form. We trust that the propositions
willl>e considered calmly, in a broad State
spirit, and looked upon as wise and econo-
mic investments, that, properly adminis-
tered, will return us a thousand-fold of
benefit.

IS THERE TO BE WAR?

There is but one construction possible to
be put upon the news from Ottawa and
London. We are told that the Canadian
sealers have had notice to go on and fit
out for next season in Behring Sea, and that
England will place there a sufficient fleet
to protect them against any possible inter-
ference. There is given for this statement
the names of the highest officials of the
Dominion acd of the home Government.
This means, then, that England will take
no further steps toward amicably settling
the Behring Sea difficulty; that she un-
derstands Mr. Blame as opposed to any
arbitration, since it would involve the
necessity of conceding some rights we can-
not abandon. The Dominion sealers are
told, therefore, to go on and destroy the
seals, exterminate the animal and break
up a business in which two-thirds of the
world feel an interest. The United States
willbeexpected to send her ships into the sea
to prevent poaching, and they willbe met
by English ironclads and then—war !

And this is to be the upshot of all this
Behring Sea matter. Two of the greatest
nations of the earth are to fight over it,
and the stronger i- to be conceded as hav-
ing been in the right. There may be bo

help for it but there should be. It is
altogether discouraging to civilization
that these nations should go to war to
accommodate the greed of a few blue-
nosed poachers. We cannot understand
why Great Britain should be so stubborn
in this matter. She has very littleto gain

out of it. She does not claim to own the
marine territory, and she can have no in-
terest in destroying the fisheries, as her
course is bound to do. It would appear to
be not so much a matter of principle,
since she never has and does not dare to
protect her sealers in invading the Russian
side of what she claims is an open sea. It
is not a precedent she wants to establish
since there is no other place on the globe
situated as is the marine territory referred
to, or over which any such a controversy
could possibly arise. It is English stupid-
ity and pugnacity that is behind the
whole matter. Tt is stupid to go to war
about so little. It is boyish pugnacity to i
provoke a fight with so small cause for it.

On the part of the United States itis a
very different matter. We purchased the
marine territory of Russia. It was de-
scribed by metes and bounds as marine
territory. It had been so held and re-

spected by our grantor for ninety years 'without once being disputed by England (

or any other country, save the United ,
States, which was co-npelied to yield and ;
confess itself in error. Under that pur- j
chase we took and held the territory for !
twenty years more without our right being
disputed. Now we are told that we must j
limitcur claim to a strip within three j
marine leagues ofour shores. That while 'it is true that the seals that breed upon
our shores migrate from one chain of our
islands to another to raise their families,
the English will exercise the power to
take the creatures while three leagues at
sea, and not on land, after the manner of
our fishers, by which selection is made, as
required by law, and the propagation of
the seals not destroyed.

And to carry out this policy England
proposes to convoy the Canadian seal
poachers with ironclads and cruisers, and
help them in their jteaiing expeditiuus
by the use of powder and shot, which
leaves to the United States but one course
—to do the best we can to prevent poach-
ing and if we are assaulted in our effort to
arrest poachers, to strike back to the best
advantage. As for the outcome of war no
man can speak : only we do entertain the
suspicion that if these con-ins get at it in
earnest things will become very unpleas-
ant for the Canadas.— \u25a0 \u25a0\u25a0\u25a0— im-i i \u25a0— \u25a0

We are pleased to welcome our contem-
porary, the Bee, to the cause of good
sewerage. The Record-UxiOS has been
persistent and consistent in urging the
subject upon the consideration of the
people of the city for years. We renew
once more the plan suggested a few weeks
ago. That the Trustee:- raise a commis-
sion, of say fifteen citizens, who willagree,
for what they owe the town in which they
live, to devote two years to thorough in-
quiry into the whole question of sewerage
and the disposal of waste mitter. That
they shall get into communication with
all the world, if need be, and com-
pile all the experience of all the
towns and cities of America and Europe
upon drainage and disposal of waste-
matter. That they shall, from all the
testimony taken, report what they deem
the three best plans for a city situated as
is ours. Then the people will have some-
thing to discuss; there will be no groping
iv the dark; no waste of money in specu-
lative experiments; no folly in trying
new-fangled devices gotten up merely to
sell. Certainly there can be found in this
city ten or fifteen citizens who willconsent
to act as the recipients of the information
desired. Not much of their time will be
taken; the work will mainly devolve upon
their secretary, and his expenses for two
years' service need not exceed $I^soo. We
could not expend money for a higher or
more economic purpose. The result of
such examination as the commission makes,
would be worth to this city hundreds of
thousands of dollars in coin, and countless
benefits in the adoption of the very best
possible system of disponing of sewage.
The plan is worth trial. We have entire
confidence in its success.

The formation of the reaper and mower
trust frightens Mr. Secretary Rusk, and
well itmay.

with a broom. Tbe Dutch bave been j
wiser than this. They ere slow and de-
liberate people. Desperition may use'
brooms, but deliberation prefers clay and ;
soiid masonry. e<o, slowiy and ee'iberntely,. i
tbe dykes, those great hiiliike walis of c"c- I
mem and stone, have risen to breast the j
buffeting wavts And tba funny part of it i
is they a'e so skillfullyBlasted and waved I
on tbe outside with flat stones that the ef-
forts of tbe thumping wares to best them
down only pjake them all the rlrmer.

Those Holland dykes are among the won-
ders of the world. I cannot say for how
ruaoy miles they srretch along ttie coast
and throughout the interior, writes Mary
.'.-.,'- Dodge in St. Xichvlas. but you may I
be sure that wherever a dyke is ctceitatv !
to keep back the encroaching wa'ers there
it is. Otherwise nothing would be therr,
j-t least nothing in the form of land; noth-
i::a but a feir.'ul illustration of the law of
hydrostatics—water always seeks its level.

Sometimes the dykes, however carefully
built, will "spiins: a leek,-' and if not at-
tended to at once terrible results are sure to
follow. In threatened places guards are
stationed at intervals, ana a steady watch
is kept up night and day. At the first
signal of Hanger every Dutchman within
hearing of the sartling bell is ready to
rush to the rescue. When the weak spot
is discovered what do you think is used to
meet the emergency? What bat straw;
everywhere else considered th* most help-
less of all things in water! Yet straw, ia
the h&nds of the Dutch, has a will of its
owd. Woven into huge mats and securely
passed against the embankment, it defies
even a rushing tide, eager to sweep over
the country.

These dykes form almost the only per-
fectly dry land to be seen from the ocean
side. They ate Iran and wide, with fir.c
carriage roads on top, sometimes lined
with buildings and trees Lying on oue
side of Ihew and snarly on a level with
the edge is the seawiake, canal, or river.
as the case may be; on the other the flat
Seldl strechina damply along at their
base, so that cottaee roofs are sometimes
lower than the shining line >..f the wa'.er.
Frogs squatting on the shore can take
quite a bird's eye view of the landscape;
and li*t!e fish wribv!e their tai',3 higher
than the tops dl the willows near by.
Horses lor.k complacently down neon the
bell-towers; and men in skiffs and canal-
boats sometimes know when they are pass-
ing their friend Dirk's cottage only by see-
ing the smt;ke from its chimney; or
perhaps by the cartwheel that he has
perched upon the peak of its overhanging
thatched roof, in the hope that sjme stork
wiilbuild her nest there, and so bring
f,ood luck.

Irrigation of the Crimea.
A St. Petersburg paper complsins that

the Crimea, though rich in natural re-
sources, is neglected by the Government.
The editor remarks : " Some Crimean peas-
ant digging in the ground has discovered
coal, another h:'s found a well of naphtha,
a third has stumbled upon a layer ot sul-
phate of soda, a fourih has shoveled up
some gold dust; but we hear little of spe-
cial scien'ific commissions appointed to ex-
plore the mineral wealth of cur peninsula.
Year by year t~e irrigation of the Crimea
is getting worse: the rivers are drying up,
and nothing is done to cbeck the evil.' The
quicksands from tbe deserts overflow large
tracts of arable soil, miles of fecund lands
are covered by them every year, and noth-
ing is done to stop their encroachment,
either by irrigation or by the planting of
trees on tbe'r present limits. Swarms of
locusts and other destructive insects destroy
the best crops every year, and no effort is
made to couuteract this evil."
