This boedy would
have just as much right to inquire what the Ex
ecutive keeps in his office as to inquire what
disposition any other official allows 1o be made
of the rooms *under his chargze. The whole
thing, he thought, was out of order, and be-
yond th jurisdiction of the Senate.
