The great pole, which ia lo sustain the gas
lantern one hundred feet above the dome of
the Capital, is 1o be seot up to il place one
day l_]la,_ week, We fear the consequences to
the dome, and to all concerned. The idea of
Mr, Crutehete is certainly a grand one ; hut,
50 was that of Archimides, when he said lie
coull move thie globe with the power of 1he
lever. Archimides had no resting place for his
fulerom, and Mr. Crutehett is even worse off';
for he is goiog tw ereet his lanlero-supporter
upon & bage not only iueapable of sustaining
it, but of being made 10 sustuin 11, in vur view
of the subjeet.

The ribs of the dome, into which the iron
rods furming the step fur the oot of the pul
are inserted, are four by twelve inch tim-
bers, and, originally, placed a1 such o dis
tance a8 only lo susiin the copper roofing.
There is. nothing 10 prevent the weight of
the pole and the lantern from diugging the
timbers inwardly, even if there should be
no vibration of the structure above. But it is
not denied that there will be vibrativn,  Wh
will be the effeer of the least vibration 7 Surely
the loosening and dislodgment of the plastering
of the dome—if nothing wore, Bt there will
be more. The looséning of the copper roofing
will follow, and if’ these things ensue, we see
nothing to hinder the displacement of the dume
and the falling in of the whole siraviure.

But, gays the engineer, the stay rods of iron
from the top and the midile of the pole will be
inserted into the coping of the stone dome, and
they will prevent the vibration 1o such an ex-
tent s not to produce the evils pointed out.—
We dissent from this.view of the subject, and
hold that the least vibration, no mater how
light, will send down the plastering of the dome
and open the copper roofing. 1l this should be
the case the iron stays will have no effict what-
ever in preventing the catsirophe which we
think must follow.

However, ndmitting that none of these things
can “fake place, we are by fo means satisfied
that the iron sinys are sufficient 1o prevent the
struciure being blown over in a high gole, or o
wind storm. ‘I'lie iron stays will be of grea
lengih, and caunot be of sufficient thickness
to wilard & resistance on the leeward side of the
pole equnl to the traciilé force from the wind=
wind., Unless this be the case, the displuce-
ment of the coping of the stone dome must in-
evilbly follow, and over will go the whole
strueture—dome and all.

Such are our views of this thing, but we do
notoppose them to the judgment of the Eugi-
neer. We throw them out for what they are
worth. Lt will rejuice us to find ourselves mis-
taken, for if Mr, Cruichett con sustain his lan-
tern at the height he proposes, hali'of our city
will be lighted with the brillianey of almost
sun light.  He has aur best wishes for his sue-
cess, but we must be permitted 10 tell ki thag
we doubt, utterly doubt the practicability of his
scheme, [t will be well for him, and well for
that pride of our couniry—the dome of ihe
Capitol—that bath his design and the dowe are
not invelved in one common ruin.
