as the circumstances of the case, ami the hest
interests of the country, shall at the lime sug
gest.
As it is now regarded by all right-thinking

minds that a peace with Mexico without the

opposition will set their face against the acquirementof any pau of Mexico, as United
Slates territory. If territory is to be acquired,
the general opposition sentiment according to
our information, is in favor of its acquisition
in the Slate form.

They al) have sufficient
population, and it only remains for any one of
them, if it desires to apply Tor admission into
the American Uniou, to erect a republican form
of Government and to knock al the doors of
Congress, and its application will be heard..
Our Congress, in such an event, would have
nn lifrht. if it pntprtnincil llin nnnlinwf inn In

dictate what institutions or what laws suclt
applying State should have. All that Congress
could do, if it resolved to admit the applicant,
would he to guarantee the Slate a republican
form of Government. Suppose that the State
of New Leon should come to Congress and
ask to be admitted on the fooling of our originalStates into our Union. She would conte

as an independent sovereignty with all her laws
and inititutions. Among these institutions is
the Peouic institution.quasi system of slavery,
but voluntary in its inception. Congress could
not say to New Leon, you must first abolish
this system. Negro slavery, as it prevails in
Louisiana, does not exist in New Leon. Con.gresscould not say, you must admit this instttutilion.And thus, in the debate upon the ad"
mission of New Leon, the Wiltnot Proviso,
would have no application. She is already a

free Slate, so far as negro slavery is concerned.
Southern statesmen, being Southern stales-right
men, could not ask her to alter or modify her
institutions to suit their views. Northern statesmen,who are negro-slave mad, would find
themselves disarmed by the fact (hat New Leon
does not tolerate negro-slavery.

The next question is, how shall the Mexican
States by brought to apply lor admission into
our Union?
