WASHINGTON, August 30, 1847.

Unquestionably a correspondence took
place between the Mexican Government
and Paredes, it whicl the latter tendered his
pervices in the present critical state of his
couniry, asud whicl were sccepled by the
former.

Paredes, being a Mexican at heart anda
man of honor, could no more reconcile it
with his duty to be absent from his country
when she was at war with another nation,
than Commodore Barron could when he
found the United Sttes at war with Gregt
Britain  The Commodore had been broken
of his command: he had gone abroad and
been employed by a foregn government.—
His country had gone to war with a pow-
erlul enemy, and at a rather late day he re-
turned to it o offer his services in ils cause.
He was taunted for his tardiness by Deca-
tur. This provoked the duel which cost
the gallant Decatur his life.

Paredes, i is fvir 10 presume, could not at
such a erisis, keep away from his country.
He tendered hie services in her utmost need,
and they were accepled. He hes passed
through Vera Cruz, either without or with
the knowledge of our government, certain-
ly with the knowledge of British functiou-
aries, and gone on towards the city of Mexi-
eo.
