Death of Col. Martin Scott.
a soldier*« TEARS and a soldierb eulooy.

We have read many incidents of War, but none
more affecting or more beautiful than the following.
It is from a letter to the New Orleans Delta, by the
writer who signs himself"Mustang".Ex. paper.
Passing over the battle-held ot Molino del Itcy. immediatelyalter our victorious standard had been

planted on the enemy's works, where luy the dead
and wounded mingled together, my attention wuh
attracted to different places, by the scenes of griefand sorrow.-scenes which pained my feelings and
shocked my sight.there I found mnny acquaintances,dead and wounded, whom I hud seen but a
short time previous full of health, and with buoyantspirits, marching at the head of their commands, in
the strong hope that they would soon, by their noble
deeds and heroic valor, achieve fame for themselves
and glory for their country. But, alas' how uncertainare the ways of lite.there 1 found the strongyouth and the uged veteran, who fell side by side, to
rise no more. Many of the most noble souls of the
army, and the pride of the country's chivalry, there
performed their lust gallant acts on the stage of life.

After going over u portion of the ground, and
finding here and here u valued acquaintance, my attentionwas attracted to a gray-headed veteran, who
was standing by the side of one who hud fallen. He
leisurely took his blanket from his back, and spread
it over the corpse with great eare. I rode up to him,and asked him whether that was an olticcr. He
looked up, and every lineament of his face betokeningthe greatest grief, replied, "You never asked a
question, sir, more easily answered; It is an officer."
1 then asked him who it was. He aguin replied,"The best soldier of the 5th iniuntry, sir." I then
alighted from my horse, and uncovering the face,the soldier continued, without apparently addressing
iiimaelf to uny person in particular."They have
killed him.they will be paid for this.if it had only
been nie. I have served with him almost four enlistments.butwhat will his poor family say 7" And
as he concluded thus, the tears coursed down his
furrowed cheeks, and the swelling of his bosom
showed how deeply ho was affected by the death
of his veterun and gallant commander. Could there
have been anything more affecting than the grief ol
tills soldier on the,out tie-field I and how truly sublimeand eloquent was his reply to me, that it was
"the best soldier of the 5th Infantry !"

If the greatest'orutor of the age had dwelt upon the
memory of our departed friend, until he had exhaustedhis eulogy and eloquence, he could not have
said anything which would make a greater impressionon our leelings, then did the reply of this soldier.Col. Martin Scott was among "the bravest
of the brave," he fought his way into the army in
our lust war with Great Britain; since that time he
has been one of the brightest ornaments, and hus
signally distinguished himself in the war with Me*i-
co, for which ne haa been promoted and breveted.

The lust intelligence that we have from Englandshows that the Cholera is already ut Riga, on the

Baltic, which seems to be the most easterly point it
hus reached, and through which it extends in a lino
S.S.E. through Kieff (Kiew) to Trcbizond, on the
Black Sea, and further soutii, through Asiatic Turkey,into Persia. It tnudc its lirst appearance in Trebizondon the 8lh of September, and in Riga on or
before the 12th. Thirty cases were reported in Trcbizondon the 11th, described us not " being veryvirulent." About tile same number of cases, daily,
arc reported at Erzorouin, (near Trcbizond,) where
one-third the cases were l'utnl. The mortality in tile
Russian towns is stated at two-thirds the number of
cases. The disease had not reached Constantinople,where it was, however, almost dally oxpcctcd, (a fundcase hud occurred on the stcum packet Sullun,
coming from Trcbizond,) und where a quarantine of
observation hud been already established. Rigid quarantineregulations had been instituted ut Genoa and
Pulermo; and they were talked of ut Multa und Mar
scilles.

before next October, or in America before the summerof 1841).
