Tike Karthquake. |
City or Mexico, Oct. 3, 1817.

An earthquake! we have hud an earthquake! He-
i ween the hours of 7 and 8 yesterday morning, and
when all nuture was hushed in a stillness most profound,suddenly the earth begun to roek with a strange
and most fearful motion. I am living at the house
of Peua y Pena, the headquarters oi lien. Worth,
immediately in iront of the beautiful alameda; una

the first intimation we hud of the dread convulsion
was the violent slamming of the doors, accompanied
by a furious jingling of the gluss pendants attached
to u chandelier hanging and swinging from the ceil-
ing of the room. Soon our beds commenced rock-

nffer the manner of n nhip becalmed
at the close of a storm, and then came the shrieks ol

innumerable women and children, driven, halt-dresred,affrighted into the streets.the dreaded temblor
us the Mexicans call it, was upon us. Most strange,
ami impressive was the scene disclosed from the front
windows, as reeling and staggering we approached
and opened thetu.to walk steady was impossible, so

violent were the upheaving* and oscillations of the
mighty earth. Che tops of the large trees in the alumnia were swaying, the water in the reservoirs was

billowing to und fro, the walls around us were crackingand gaping asunder, the wide street in front was

crowded with women und children as well as men,
screaming and praying, and crossing themselves in
the extremity of their fright, while bur own soldiers
were reeling unsteadily in their midst, astonished and
awe-stricken at the strange commotion. The senti-
nels halted upon their rounds, uncertain und not
knowing whut to do.the caJlejona, or narrow ines
continued to pour forth their hundreds of affrightedinhabitants, ull seeking the refuge of the wider
streets and open squares, lest their own houses might
totter und tumble upon their heads, while on bended
knees they confessed their sins uloud, and earnestlypetitioned forgiveness ere it was vet too late. A
wounded officer in our house, bedridden and apparentlyunable to move since the hard-fought battle of
El Mnlino, came hobbling hurriedly from his room,
driven thence by the cracking of the walls und the

morning, ho profound hud been the repose of nature,
but adaed to the general feeling of wonder and ot
awe.o? consternation perhaps I should term it, n
fear caught from the unions and countenances ol
those 14 native here and to the manor born," those
cradled and rocked amid commotion of a kindred nature.The domes and steeples of the iiiitiiumerable
churches and convents reeled like drunken men.
the lakes hard by rolled their sluggish waters as

though moved by "a elemental strife front above insteadof the earth in which they arc nestled iu her
sore travail. An officer in the street, about to mount
his horse ut the commencement of the commotion,

, suddenly found the animal receding from hint. Astonished,he inquired of a soldier close by the cause;
but the man was as ignorant us himscli. The puddlesin the streets.for there had been a severe showerthe night 'beforo.spread themselves and disappearedupon the pavement, so great was the motion,
while the trees in the nlameda continued to lash
their huge tops as if swayed by unseen yet all-powerfulhands. The shock lasted over two minutes.
perhaps I should say succession of shocks, for the
oscillatory motion of the earth at short intervals becameculm.while the whole scene impressed every
oue anew with the might, the majesty, and the manifoldpower of the Most High.

But if the street and open ways presented a spetaclemost impressive, doublv awful was the effect producedamong the wounded men in the different hospitals.Unconscious of the. cause of the strange
commotion, filled with apprehensions which ever
attack with ten-fold force tlie disabled at^d the infirm,
and drcadiq" results from a phenomenon they musi
have deemed akin to the supernatural, the poor fellowrose and hobbled from their cots.trembling and
stricken by deep awe, yet not knowing whither to

f rty. The armless hurried hither and thither, the leglesshobbled about in all directions, while the bedridden,the prostrate, and the utterly helpless, panicstrickenand desponding, earnestly prayed and pcti(tioned not to be left unprotected.not to be deserted
in an extremity which their ignorance made painfullyterrifying. But by and by the earth became relievedof her mighty throes^ the staggering stfeeple*
resumed their quiet, the affrighted inhabitants rowthankfulfrom their knees, the sentinels recommenced
their rounds.the fury of the dreaded temblor was
spent.

Innumerable anecdotes, and some of them amusingenough, are told of the earthquake and its effects.

After a succession of battles, each one of which may
be counted a forlorn hope.after a succession of victories,each one of which was obtained over an immensesuperior force.after formidable works, each
otic of which seemed impregnable, hnve been stormed
and successfully carried.here, amid the "Hulls of
the Montezuinas," the numerically insignificant band
of Anglo-Saxons has found a partial rest from its toils
and its dangers, a breathing place after its innumerabletrials and perils. Nor the chronicles of ancient
wars, nor the prowess of modern achievements, furnisha parallel to the second1 conquest of Mexico,
while the lustre which hung around the name of Cortesand his hardy adventurers, burnished by theglowingdescriptions of Prescott, becomes dimmed by the
deeds of these latter days.
You in the United States cannot be made to feci

and appreciate all that stern and unflinching courage
has effected in the beautiful valley of Mexico since
our little army firs! entered it.words are inadequate
to give even a faint picture of the brilliant succession
of events which have ended in the subjection of this
proud capital. The deeds of Cortes, brave and vigorousas they were, must suffer by a comparison. The
hardy ami adventurous Spaniard, surrounded by his

« hosts of Tlascalan and other allies* brought agencies
then deemed supernatural to the work, had ail the enginesand appliances of modern war at his disposal,
and fought against an enemy superstitious and awestricken,and provided only with theruder implementsof battle. Grant fhut they were brave.but their braverywas of a piece with that of the Hindoo widow,
who fearlessly and unresistingly chaunts her own
death song on the-grave of her lifeless husband. The
followers of the Aztec monarch#, of Montezuma and
of Guatemozin, offered themselves as sacrifices to
their Idols. The mass, when all hopes of victory had
vanished, still continued the fight, it is truej but in
their onslaughts upon the iron ranks of the Chris-jtians they were but fulfilling their own destiny, und
rushing upon a doom that was inevitable. The altars
of their gods demanded yearly nnd even daily sacrificeslong before the advent of the strangers.the demandswere now increased, yet the victims were ever
ready. True, a follower of the cross occasionally fell,borne down by some avalanche of pagan warriors;but for every drop of Christian blood a river would
flow, and well did Cortes know that in the end he
must conquer. His calculations were based uponmathematics, and In the problem of life nnd death he
foresaw that the result would be in his favor. Sci-
once, severe uiicipunr, nirungu animals bestrode bypowerful man, invulnerablo nrnior, all the appliance*which make war terrible, love of gold, and blind reliflouateal.these, all these, were pitted against unIsclpUned,untnalled. and comparatively unarmed
masses.and the results of.such encounters were
known even before the eyes of the shrewd and calculatingCaatilian rested upon the rich vallies of Annhuac.
But widely different wan it when, n short two

months since, the second conquerors first came in
sight of tho dome and turrets of Mexico. In sonic
respects the cases may have been parallel. The onglo-Maxonswere cut off from nil succor and support
from home, and had naught but their own atout heurts
and strong arms to depend upon; but they had not
coats of mail and fire-arms, in the days of the first
conquerors so terrible, with which to oppose cotton
shirts and bows and arrows. On the contrary, they
had to contend with a proud and implacable enemy

i an enemy provided with the same means of attack
and resistance 'as themselves, strongly fortified immenselysuperior in numbers, pretending to the highestadvancement of civilization, chivalry, and valor,
fighting for home nnd> fireside, and insolent in his

Mexican Political AfVklrs.
On the 14th of October, Senor Rosa, the Secretary

of State, addressed a letter to the President of Congress,urging upon him the necessity of the immedidiateassembling of Congress, nna informing him
that unlets the DsputlM old soon meet, he should
summon the Council ofGovernment, that they might
name those who were to be associated with him in
the exercise of executive authority. He points out
the necessity of nri immediate assembling of Congress,in order to elect a President, who could form
a cabinet and establish a permanent Government..
Gentlemen were found reluctant to enter a cabinet
which was to last but a few days at farthest.
On the 20th of Octo!»er, Senor Rosa, in the name

of the President, summoned the Governor* of the
Ntnti* of fuebla, Mexico, Queri tarn, Mich.mean,(Juanquato, Jalisco, Han Luis. nm! Zacnteras, to
meet him at Queretaro on the l(Mh of November, oi-
ther In person or by commisslonera, to consult with

have resulted in the choice of a more liberal and betterclass of men thun heretofore, und nearly ull have
signified their anxiety for a speetly peace; however, a

majority of the old Deputies are also known to be In
favor of pence; but the greut obstacle In the wuy is,
that ail parties are anxious to be left in power, or acquiresome advantage over their opponents, before
the consummation of such an evont.
Thus whenever one. party makes an advancement,

the other opposes it because they think it would give
the one concluding such u measure, sumo advantage,
upon the consummation of their design. The Democraticparty are willing nud anxious to make a

peace, if they can overthrow and break down the
privileged Church Establishment und seo some
means by which they can prevent the recurrence
of the state of uffuirs which has alwuys kept them
under the weather; ii not, they opposeit, and therebyforce us, if possible, to occupy the country until
tney recuperate their forces sufficient to enable them
to carry out their views. Kl Razonador, which is
the organ of this party lias several articles on this
subject, which I semi.

All parties as well as the Government agree in abolishingthe military establishment, and attribute to it
ail the anarchy to which this country lias been subjected.For myself, I have no confidence in the honor,honesty, or the acts of any portion of either party,us I have ulwavs found thut there is no relianco to
l>e placed in anything they say or do.there are alwuyssome under-currents running which are liable
to chungo their determination from day to day.furthermore,they are wanting in stability of churacter
and talent.although they write and talk fluently.
When we come to fathom them, the very best of them
are not superior to the mediocrity of talent of our
own country.in judgment they arc wofully deficient.
However, some of our most enlightened men, who,
by their position, should be enabled to judge, make
no hesitation in saying that they ore fully persuaded
that the prospects of arranging u peace are more flutteringat present thun they have oeen since the commencementof tlie war. There certainly has been u
groat chunge produced upon the minds of the Mexicans,whether it is the fenr of having to support our
large army now entering tho field I am not able to
&uy, but think it has had some effect.

Since writing the foregoing I learn that the Democraticparty, having ascertained that there wiU be u

quorum of Deputies present this week, and that the
Aristocracy, as they art! designated, have a tnnjority
in tho old as well ns the new Deputies, have gone to
Oiii»rntnro for the ntirnosn of rmdouvnriiii/ to rrt>fiti>

dissensions and anarchy, and thereby prevent the
present Government from entering into any arrangementsthat will bring about a peace.they fearing, in
such an event, being left in a worse state of corruptionand confusion than they were when we entered
the capital, (t is somewhat remarkable, that the peopleof this country, who entertain tho best feelings for
us, und are desirous to eutablsh a Government fashionedufter our own, are the very persons who are

straining every nerve to prevent the consummation of
a treuty of peace. Their object is to break down the
church unci military establishments, and, in order to
accomplish this they are trying to create a state of
affairs which will force us to occupy tho country.

columns but that Com. Stockton would not yield to
this suggestion, and that it was ufter he had left for
the States, and in opposition to his desire, that the
publication was actually made.
Com. Stockton, In the conquest of California, actedupon his own responsibility. He claims that this

was accomplished before the arrival of Oen. Kearny,
and, this being the aso, that the conditional powers
vested in Oen. Kearny were inoperative, and that he
hnd no authority to act as " commander-in-chief" In
California. He assumes that Oen. Kearny, on his
arrivnl at San Diego, did acknowledge him us commander-in-chief,and offered his services as aid..
That, nfter the arrival of Oen. Kearny at San Diego,
