RESOLIUITIONS,
Submitted by Henry Clay, af the Public Meeting held
in Lesington, Ky.. Nor. 13, 1847,

Lst, Resolved, ns the opinion of this meeting that
the primary eanse of the present unhoppy war exisi-
Ing between the United States of America, and the
Unltod States of the Republic of Mexico, wan the
Aswmxariow or Texas to the former, and the im-
medinte oceaslon of hostilities between the two He-
publics, arose out of the urder of the President of ihe
United Stutes, for the remuval of the army lllll-l‘tt the
comumand of Gen. Taylor, frow it position st Corpus
Christl, n point opposite Matamoros, on the east
bauk of the Rio Brayo, within the territory elaimed
by both Republics, but then under the jurisdiction of
Mexieo, and inhabited by l# citlzens—that the order
of the President for the removal of the army to that
polnt, was idont and Itutivnal, it being
without the concurrence of Congress, or any consul-
tatlon with it although it was in seaslon; but that
Congress, luving by subsequent acts recognised the
war thus brought into existence without it provious
suthority or consent, the prosecution of it became
thereby national.

2. Resolved, That in the ubsence of any formal
und public doclaration by Congress of the objects for
which the war ought to be prosecuted, the President
of the Unlted Stutes, pn Chief Magistrate, and os
Commnnder-in-Chief of the army and navy of the
United States, b loft 1o the guidance of his own judg-
Irent fo prosecuts to such purposes and objects s he
may deem tha honor and interests of the nation to
reyulee,

4. Resolved, That, by the Constitution of the
United States, Congress belng Inveated with powers
1o declare war and grant lerters of marque and re-
prisal, to make roles poncerning ecaptures on lnod
and water, (0 raise pnd support armies, (o provide
and maintain o owvy, and o meke rules for the
government of the land and . naval forees, has the

Congress o declare are the objects, and upon
what terms the war with Mexioo will cense. In mo-
unrchics, the warnsking power fs yeated in the
king. In this country, it rests with the people, thro'
them thelr representatlves in Congross, This is dis-
tinetly avowed in the Constitution. It ia true, the
President has the power of making trontics, but they
are always formed upun ansct or resolutions of Con-
gresa,  Heo peferrod to the resolutions regurding reci-
procity, and upon which some e or o dozen trea-
thes have since been founded. 1 thersfore, on such

vl i by o trade and
commerce the President takes lils Instruetlons (rom
the people, how much stronger is the srgument when
npplied to the prolongation of war, If they remain
wibent, will the President, when war is once declured,
suy what aro its objects, and when it shall stop 1—
Then may you call the President by what name you
plense—he I8 in effect as poweriul ws o Cussar, un
Emperor, or o King, You give to one man 8 power
the Constitution never contemplaied,

Mr. Clay continued to dilate at conslderable longth
upon this topie, expressing as his convietion thit
Congress should doclaro at the coming sossion, what
wre the objectn of the war, snd what, should be the
conditions of peace. If the Prosident then remaln
npposed to o treaty upon the werme, there was o way
by which even he could be reached, and be made o
fieal that the poople's will governed—he meant by im-
peachment.  Mr. Clay sald ho was opposod entirdy
to nonexing Mexican territary-—ono-half of the mil-
llons of seres we had already, we did not want,
though some extending s far as the lmits do, from
the Atiantie t the Pacifie, I Congress elaimed thar
they would be pacified with certaln linits, establish-
ing where they conveded the proper bounduries of
Texns, he did not believe the President should refuse
to aceedo 1o their wishes. Ho wos already half tired
of the war, and would doubtless be glad envugh w
undopt any plan by which peace would bo restored. —
As to any difficuliy which woukl veeur in settling a

fullest complete war-making power of the United
States, und 0 possessing it has a right o deter-
mine upon the motives, canses and objocts of wur,
when onee commeneed, or at any tme during the
progress of fu existence,

4il. Resolved, &g the furthor opinon of the mee
ting, that it ks the daty of Congress to declre, by some
nuthentle aet, for what purpose and object the ex-
isting war ought 1o be further proses cuted; that it
is the daty of the Prosident, in his ofliclal conduet,
1 eonfurm o such o declarution of Congress; aml
if, ofter such declaration, the President should de-
eline vr refuse 1o endeavor, by all the weans, clivil,
diplomatie, and wilitary, in his power, (0 exeeuly
the d will of Congress, and in defi o
ite nuthority should continua o prosecute the war
for purposes and ohject, othor than those declarad by
that body, it would become the right and duty o

As to nnnexing, he consldered it
would be litthe short of madness 1o introduse elght
or nine millions of people, speaking o different lan-
gunge and p g o diff: rollglon i,
to nsaist In governing our Republie, Suppose, said
he, they would not choose to send delegatos, ean we
appoint them? Would that be earrying out our Con-
{tution, which declures that every citizen shall have

Congross to adopt the most off o
wrrest the further progress of the war, taking cure to
make ample provisions for the honor, the salety, and
security of our armles In Mexico in every contin-
geney; and If Mexico ahould decline or refuse to

" conelude n trenty with us, stipuluting for the purposs,
and objects so dinluired by Congreas, (b woulid be the
duty of the Govermment 1o proszcute the war with
the utmost vigilunce, until they wera atained by o
treaty of peace,

Bth, Resolved, That we view with serious alarm,
and are utterly opposed L any purpose of bnness-
tion of Mexico to the United States, in any
mode, amd especlaly by conquest —that we
belieye the two nations could not be happlly govern-
ed by one common authority, owing 1o their greal
difi of race, lnw, | e ond religlon, aod th
vast extent of thelr respective territories and large
amount of their respoctive populutions—that such o
unlon aguinst the current of the exasperated Mex-
ican people, eould only be eifectod and preserved by
large wanding armics, the constant application of
military force, in other words, by despotic sway ex-
ercised over the Mexican people in the first instance,
but which thers would be just cause to apprehend

a volee in governing himmself?

Mr. Clay avowed himself strongly opposed to the
extension of slavery—deplored it existencs, but ro-
marked it us an ynnvoidable evil, He considered the
refusal to aceept new territory as the best means of
uverting the difficultics’ that surrounded this lmpor-
tunt but delicate subjest,

The spoech occupiod two and a half hours In e
delivery, and the foregoing is but a sketeh of its most
inportant points,  The speaker adhered very closcly
to his reaolutions, and they embody all the great
pringiples which he adyvocated nnd discussed. The
resolutions were adopted by seclamation, and in them
and in the outline herewith sent, the reader will be
able to nnderstand the position of the great stutes-
man of Asidand.

Mr. Clay then commenced his remorks, by ex-
presaing his oppositon 1o the report snd publication
of his speech, imtil it had undergons his own super-
vigion, a8 the subject upon which he wus about 1o
mpeak was one upon which he wished not (o be mis-

d . He then ¢ ded 1o i th
gloomy stato of the weather to the present condition
of the country, We were now, he sald, engoaged in
a bloody war, that most desolnting of terrors, which,
when assoclated with pestilonce and fumineg, wis

* placed 1o the foremost rank. Many persons had ot
pared the opponents of the present war with those
who had vpposed the war of 1812 with Girest Britain,
but he denied that such & comparison was just, o
1812, the wor was one on our part from the aggres-
mions of England, 1t was o war whose obijecis wers
ot hiatlcally, and truly o up in these few
words, * Freo trade and salors’ rights.”

when, a day or two agp, we stated precisely
the same positions dnd drew precisely the
same inferences from them, we were told by
a distinguished Whig, that they were not
Whig positions. What will that gentleman
say, now that Mr. Crax has proclnimed the
same senliments-and stated the same facts ?

The second resolution is true, but it is a
hypothetical resolution. The law of May
13th, 1846, is entitled, ** An act providing
for the prosecution of the existing war be-
tween the U. States and the Republic of
Mexico,” It declares, in ita first section,
*“That for the purpose of enabling the Gov-
€r t, (not the President,) of the United
States to prosecute suid war to n speedy and
successful termination, the President be and
he is hereby, &c. &¢.”” Now thislanguage
is * a formal and a public declaration by Con-
gress of the objects for which the war ought
to be prosecuted ;" and if we had the power
we should most unquestionably punish the
Presidont to the extent the Constitution pro-
vides, for not obeying this injunction of the
law—making and war-declaring power of the
government.  He has failed, purposely failed
to prosecute the war to o speedy and success-
Jul termination. Every soldier in the army
would testify to the truth of such a charge.
The whole c'.ountriy now testifies to it with a
loud voice., While, therefore, the truth of
this resolution is cbvious, it seems to over-
look the fact that Congress did on the 13th
of May, 1846, make a formal ahd a public
declaration of the objects for which ' the war
ought to be prosecuted.

But the vindication of the power of Con-
gress set forth in the third resolution is com-
plete. Congress can undoubtedly alter the
nct of the 13th of Muy, 1846, and change
the objects for which the war shall be con-
tinned, This is Whig doctrine, and for
aught we know, Demoeratic doctrine too,
until it shall suit the Demoeratic leaders to
deny it. We do not understand Mr. Clay
to charge that the last Congress did not de-
clare the objects for which the war was to be
prosecuted, tho' the second resolution might
savor of that charge indirectly, and will, no
doubt, be made to appear as sustaining it;
but, we take it, the second resolution was
introduced to lead to the principle nsserted
in the third, and if so, every man in the
country, who is not eaten up with purty pre-
Jjudice, must acknowledge the justice and
truth of the sentiments expressed. ;

The doctrine of the fourth resolution will
be acquiesced in by every- Whig in the Un-
ion, we are sure, and by every Democrat,
too, who loves his country above his party.
