Congress.  Indeed, until very rvecently, it
hus never even been countenanced by politi-
cians as an element in the electioneering
canvass,  Hut at the elections for the pres-
ent Congress, this anti-negro-slavery senti-
ment fastened itself upon the Whig party in
some five or six instances, and its advocates
were returned—not, however, as negro-lih-
erty men, but as Whigs.

negro-liberty partyism without the States in
which m:gm-«‘nvur_v exists will die for want
of food to keep it alive. Let the enemies of
negro-slavery, who do not live in the slave-
states, once understand and feel, that they
have no more right to interfere in the slave-
ry of the slave-stutes, than the slave-holders
have to interfere in the industrinl pursuits of
non=slave-halders, and all couse for dissen-
sion will disappear. The probable acquisi-
tion of Mexican territory will -bring up the
question of negro-slavery in all its forms and
aspects, and in the event that any part of
that territory shall be declared to he onrs, it
will doubtless be preceded by the proclama-
tion of doctrines that will place the subject
of slavery upon a proper footing and beyond
all power to agitate it hereafter by sinister
men.  Political negro-slavery abolition is not
destined for a long career, It died in Con-
gress ere it began to live.  We predict that
the next Presidential election will witness its
ileath and burial out of Congress.

Slavery is u purely local institution. It
existd, and must exist by the word of law.
When the American States met in’ Conven-
tion to form o bond of unien, negro-slavery
existed in nearly all or most of those States.
The liaters of the institution in that Conven-
tion were quite ns decided as ady that can
be found now-n-days, They did not, how-
ever, refuse Lo form a boud of upion because
of the existence of the hated institution.—
They did not regard the holding of one man
in bondage by unother, as a sin against God.
Thit aulﬁi a bondage was an evil, they ad-
mitted; but in o union of thirteen sove-
reignties, this. evil, as well as others, must
be tolerated,  They were tolerated, and the
Union was formed.  They have been stea-
dily tolerated since that epoch, and that
Union is now the glory of our age,  Every
domestic institution of the States, unless sur-
rendered to the power of Congress, was re-
served tor the States individually.  The fo-
reign negre-ilave trade, belonging to the
Stutes before the Union wis mude, was
given up lo, and abolished, after 4 certain
tain period, by the General Government by
virtue of a provision in the Counstitution it-
self, but the institutions of State negro-sla-
very and the domestic slave-trade were ne-
ver disturbed.

To assert that
the people of any one State have a right to
complain, because the people of another State
devote their industrinl  energies to manufiac~
turing, or to raising cotlon solely, and that
the complainants have the right to interpose
by all the means in their power, and force
the other States to break up their tuctories
or eotton plantations, is just us reasonable as
to agree to the doctrines of the negro-libert
udvocates, with Mr.-Pallrey at their head.

“neediul rules and regulations respectin
the territory™ of the United States, but this
power s restricted ex v termini, s as not
to prejudice the rights of the several States.
Tho power to make rules and regulations,
&e., for the territory of the United States,
i ot a prohibitory pawer to prevent the
people of the severnl States from enjoyi
that territory, excepl upon comdition; for if
it were, then Cangress might forbid the mar-
ried white women of n porticular State from
emigrating into and eccupying the said Uni-
ted States territory.  The power to prohibit
the introduction of negro men, in o state of
slavery, into United States territory, is equi-
valent to the power to prohibit the introdue-
tion of white meny in i state of marriage,
into such territory. 1f the inhabitants of any
one State, who owns negro-slaves; can be
prohibited from emigrating into U nited Staten
territory, on pain of his negro-slaves being
made free, then can Copgress hinder the
emigration of persons into such territory with
their children, on the penalty, that they shall
be free from abedience to their parents
