It provides that the act shall go into effect on the
fourth of July, 1840; that all contracts with persons
for any part of the claim brought before the board
bhall be void, and that (as purposed by Mr. Wood¬
ward) it shall not be lawful for a member of Con¬
gress to act as an agent, attorney, or solicitor, for the
prosecution of claims against the United States;
and if any such member of Congress, or other ofli
eer, shall be retained, or he presumed to act, or to

hold counsel with any member of the board, to influ-
cnce his action orjudgment on claims pending before
the board, he shall be deemed guilty of a misde¬
meanor, and on conviction thereof shall be fined two
thousand dollars, etc.

Piracy an«l Murder.
The French schooner of war Venus, returning

from the Uruguay, the officer in command was re¬

quested by the Montevideo commandant, Ledesma,
to be allowed to send on board 15 men of his detach¬
ment, for tho purpose of being conveyed prist ners
to Martin Garcia, or Montevideo, on account of hav¬
ing been recently concerned in setting fire to some

property at Vaguari. The request being granted, the
men were sent on board. The schooner having got
aground on the passage down, the 15 men, while the
greater part of" the. crew were engaged aloft, rose,
and killed the officer in command, M. Cirand, and
one seaman, ahd wounded the purser, M. La Cois-
pellie, and two sailors.
Having thus taken possession of the vessel, they

spiked the guns and threw them overboard, lowered
tne long boat, and taking with them all the arms on
board tne schooner, and also the pilot, whom they
obliged to follow them, steered their course up the
river. Disputes havinu arisen in regard to the plage
of destination, five of these malefactors separated
and landed on the coast; the other ten, headed i>y a
notorious character named Vivorita. continuing their
course to the island of the Boca Falsa. Other quar¬
rels having subsequently taken place, Vivorita was
killed by one of his own followers, a mere lad, while
sitting by hi^ side in the boat, and the body thrown
overboard. The rest separated at the Bora Falsa,
whereupon the pilot and one other returned to Va¬
guari, with the boat and the arms taken from the Ve
litis, which they there delivered up to the intrusive
authorities..JJueno* Ayrta Packet, .Yvr.

Tat Titles In Illinois.
The District Court of the United States for the

District of Illinois was iceently in session at Spring
field. Among oiher cases disposed of. was one iri
relation to tux titles in this Mate. The St. Loui
New Era uives the following repoif of the points in
volved in this case
The suit was an action of ejectment instituted by

Anoweurth against Burlinglu to recover 160 acres of
laud In Adams county, III. Messrs. Williams and
Lawrence being the attorneys for the plaintiff, and
Messrs. Browning an Bushnell attorneys for the
defendant. The argument ami trial consumed six
days, and both sides wa« conducted with consumate
ability.
The plaintiff showed good title derived from the

I nitcd States, and poss* s*ion by the defendant, and
rested his case.
The defendant relied upon seven years' possession,the payment of taxes during thai lime, and a c >r.-

nected titli» from the Auditor of the State on a sale
in 1629 for taxcs{ und< r the act of IB27. The Audi
tor's deed dates in 1831. Such was his title.
The defendant maintains that he i»» protected bythe Limitation Laws of 1835. It' not by that; thi n

he is by the Law of 1838..'<9, "to quiet possesionand c wfirmed titles to land."
A" to the act of 1835, the Court decided that pussession without t.tte would not avail; that iNh

preme Court of Illinois, in 18J7, In the ei-e of Go
r«'H vs. Hipping, had derided that the Auditor's deed,unaccompanied with proof of (lie performance of the
essential requisites of the law, runrtyed no title.
Therefore the defendant is not protected by that law.
The Court also dueided that the law of 1839-9 was

unconstitutional ami void, because it purports to
convey to ope man the laud of another. The Court
furthej decided that the Auditor's deed, tinaccorniiu-
nicd.an in the ease ai the bar, by proof that he Imd
performed all the requisite,** of law authorizing him
to sell the land lor laxe couvi v# no title. Therefore
I lie defendant is not protected by "claim and color
of title made in ptwdjailh" in the meaning «>f the law.
The Court defined the "claim and color of title made
in good faith under this law, to be such a title as in
liw would pass the estate prima fori*, If a better ti tl«-
be not shown. That il in a question of law, and not
depending upon the opinion of the occupant, other
wi*e thedefinee would depend upon the capacity of
the man lo judge; in which ease ii would protect
one and not avail another, who might be more Intel-
ligent.

"The digging nmi washing for gold continues to

increase on the Sucrumento placer, so far aa regurd*
the number of persons engaged in the business, and
the size and quantity of the metal daily obtained. 1
have had in my hands several pieces of gold, ubeul
twenty-three carats tine, weighing from one to two

pound*, and have it from good authority, tlmt pieces
nave br.cn found weighing sixteen pounds. Indeed,
I have htiurd of one specimen that weighed twenty-
five pounds. There are many men at the placer, who
in June last had not otic hundred dollars, now in
possession «»f from live to twenty thousand dollars,
which they mads l»y diguing gold and trading with
the Indians. Several, I lielieve, have made more,
A common ealico shirt, or even a silver dollar, has
been taken by an Indian for gold, without regard to
size; and a half to one ounee of gold say to $ll>
-is now considered the price of a shirt, while from

three to ten ounces is the price of a blanket. One
hundred dollars a day for several days in succession
was and is considered a common remuneration lor
lite labor of a gold-digger,, though few woik over a
month at a time, us tin- fatigue is very great. From
July to October one-half of the gold-hunters have
been utilised either with the ague and fever or the
intermittent fever, uud twenty days absence from the
placer during those months is necessary to escape
these diseases. There have not, however, been many
fatal easts. The gold is now sold, from the smallest
imaginary piece in size to pieces of one pound in
weight, at $16 per troy ounce for all the purposes of
commerce but those who ure under the necessity of
raising coin lo pay duties to the government are

obliged to accept from $11) to #11 per ounce. All the
cuiti in California is likely to be locked up in the
custom-house, as the last tariff of our Congress is in
force here in regard to tin* receipt of money,

" The placer is known to be two or three hundred
miles long; and as discoveries arc constantly being
made, it may [trove 1,000 miles in length; in fuel,
it is, not counting the intermediate miles, vet unex¬

plored. From five to ten millions of gold must be
our export this and next year. IJow many more
yeais this stale uf things will continue, I cannot
say.

" Nothing, sir, can exceed the deplorable slate

of things in Upper California at this time, growing
out of he maddening effect a of the gold mania, i
nm sorry to say thai, even in this squadron, some of
the officers are a little tainted, and have manifested
restlessness under moderate restrictions, imperious¬
ly demanded by the exigencies of the times. I am,
however, happy to say that I have not been disap-
pointed in the good effects of lhe means employed
to prevent desertion, and to maintain order in the
squadron, as but one desertion has taken place since
the rush of eight from this ship on the' evening* of
the 18th instant; and that the views and opinions
of the few officers who were skeptical as to ihe right
or efficacy of the means employed toprevent offences
and to punish crime, have undergone a most favor¬
able change, whereby I shall be enabled to keep on
this coast until the whirlwind ofanarchy and confu¬
sion confounded is superseded by the establishment
of some legal government, potent enough to enforce
taw, and to protect life ana property, which at this
time is in great jeopardy every where outside our
bulwarks."

Flag I.iiip Ohio, Bav of Monturev,
(No.3li) November 2, 1348.

Sir: In my letter No. 24, from La Paz. I recorn-
mended the retention on this coast of all ciuising
ships of the Pacific squadron, and pointed out how
they could be kept in repair and manned without re¬
turning round Cape Horn lo the Atlantic States.!
When that recommendation was made, 1 had no
conception of the state of things in Upper Califor¬
nia. For ihe present, and 1 fear for years to come,
il will be impossible for the United Stales lo main-
lain any naval or military establishment in California;
asai present, no hope of reward nor fear of punish¬
ment is sufficient lo make binding any contract be-
iween man and man upon the soil of California.
To semi troops out here would be; needless, for theywould immediately desert. Among the deserters
from the squadron are some of the best petty officers
and seamen, having but few months to serve, and
large balance# duo them amounting in the aggregate
to over ten thuiuand dollars.

There is a great deficiency of coin in the country,
and especially in the mines; the traders, by taking
advantage of ihe pressing '-heccHHify of ihe digger,
not unfrequently compelling him lo mcII his ounce of
good i'old.for a silver dollar and il has-been bought,under like circumstances, lor fifty cents per ounce,
of Indians. To ihi* stale of dependence laboringminers are now subjected, and must be until coin Is
more abundant. Disease, congestive and intermit¬
tent fever, is making great havoc among the diggers,
as they are almost destitute of food and raiment!and.
for the most pari, without houses of any kind to
protect them from the inclement season now at hand.
Tlie commerce of this coast may be said to be en-

t'rcly cul offby desertion. No sooner does a mer¬
chant ship arrive in any of the ports of California,than all hands leave her; in some instances captain,
cook, and all. At this moment, there area number
of merchant ships thus abandoned at San Francis¬
co. and such will be the fate of all that subsequentlyarrive. This state of things is not confined to Cali¬
fornia alone. Oregon is fast depopulating her In-1
habitants pour into the gold diggings, and foreignfrom the .Saresidents and runaway sailors from the .Sandwich is¬
lands are arriving by every vessel that approaches
ibis coast.

To this alone he owes his want of success, In every
government of which lie has thus fur formed a part.He professes to be at heart a monarchist, yet he has
never found a monarch to suit him. He is said, by

PUIIL1MHKHS AND AUTHOR*.
An interesting urtiele lately appeared in Fraser's

Magazine, on literary alliiirs, of which the following,
suggestive of an occasional "sober second thought
to publishers and of them'/ desperandum to authors,
is quite quotable for its anecdotes.
"Some of our most approved standard works went

begging from publisher to publisher, and were only
accepted by a sort of accident at lust, Pridcuux's
Connection between the Old and the Sew Testament
was, for instance, handed from hand to hand be¬
tween five or six booksellers, for two years. By one
publisher the author was gravely told 'that the
subject was dry it should be enlivened with a little
humor,' At last Kehard recommended it toTon'son.
itvlrinwn Crusoe, it is well known, ran through the
whole trade; finally, a bookseller, more knowing than
his brethren, published it, and realized a thousand
pounds from it. 'J\istram Shandy was offered by
Sterne to a bookscllwr for fifty pounds, and was re¬
jected; Dodsley eventually published it. The pub¬
lic, too, were oftentimes as stupid as the publishers.
For instance, the Rorciad was perfectly unsuccess¬
ful at first; only ten copies were sold in five days;
at length Uaniek, finding his own praises in it, pat¬
ronized it, and then Churchill reaped a harvest from
its sale. Gray's Ode on Eton College, uccording to
Warton, excited very little attention. What may
surprise some people is, that Blair's Sermons were
refused by Stratum the publisher. To turn to anoth¬
er Iupb of works. Bums'h Justice was sold by its
author for a small pum, (or he was weary, as he de¬
clared, of importuning booksellers to buy it; it now
realises an annual income. Buchan's Domestic Med¬
icines was purchased lor five pounds.
In light literature the author was also sacrificed to

his own penury and eagerness, and to the blindness
or cupidity of the publisher. Miss Burney'u Eveli-
n.i, all the world can remember, sold for five pounds;The Wanderer, by Savage, produced only ten
The Vicar of iWikeJitld was purchased, It is true,
for the sum of sixty guineas, but it gained not that
success until the 7Yaveller had made its author's
name famous. The narrow escape which Fielding
had of selling his 'Jbin Jones for an 'old song,' must
not be omitted. He had disposed of the copyright
of that work for twenty-five pounds, when in great
distress. Thompson, however, happened to see the
manuscript, advised his friend to get lid of his bar¬
gain, promising to introduce the novelist to Andrew
Millar, the eminent publisher. Accordingly, Millar
and Fielding met at a tavern. 'Mr. Fielding,1 said
tho publisher, 'I always determine on affairs of this
sort at once.' Ho paused.the heart of the author
sank. Mr. Millar returned 'I cannot offer more
than two hundred pounds for your work.'.200
pounds'' eried the delighted Fielding; and rushing
from his chair he shook the publisher by the hand,
Iiton turning to the bell, summoned the waiter, ami
ordered two more bottles of wine. Alas, poor Fiel¬
ding there was no-suvlng (hut ill-started, Ill-condi¬
tioned, but most interesting man, from ruin. The in¬
dependence of Fielding was of short duration;
eventually he borrowed upon his works five hundred
pounds from Millar, a sum which that generous
man cancelled in his will. One sickens over these
details, which bring to the mind the heartache of
many a true genius, the disappointment, the degra¬
dation, the despair. We dare not dilate on modern
days, one trait of which will perhaps suffice. The
pleasures of Hope were refused by every publisherof London and Edinburgh, and were only published
at last on condition that the author should be con¬
tent with the sum of ten pounds only, and that not
until a second edition had appeared..Lit. World.

Chinese Etiquette.
The Chinese arc so punctilious that their code of

etiquette outvies the most ceremonious courts in Eu¬
rope. As soon as a guest alights from his sedan
cluiir, he is met by the host, who bows his head,bends his body and his knees, joins both hands in
trout, and with them knocks nis chest. When he
wishes to be very polite, he takes his guest's hand
with bis and knocks it upon his chest. This is their
mode of shaking hands. Now follows a polite con¬
tent as to preccilence, which, after various knocking*,bowint'S, and genuflections, terminates by the host
and guest entering the house together. At the sit¬
ting apartment anotherccremony takes place, equal¬ly protracted and irksome The point to be deter¬
mined is where each shall sit, and who shall be seat¬
ed iirft. Etiquette extends even to a decision on the
size of a chair, by which invariably the rank or im¬
portance of u guest is determined. The host now
motions to a large chair, and attempts to take a
smaller one himself. Good breeding compels the
guest, in turn, to refuse this compliment; and, after
a wearying contest of politeness, the point is amica¬
bly adjusted to the satisfaction of the belligerents,either by both parties sitting down simultaneoiu-ly
on the same bench, or upon two chairs of equal dl-
mensions. The fatigue of this courtesy may be ea¬
sily conceived as the same routine is performed on
the anivul of each guest. As soon as the guests are
assembled, tea is nanded round in covered cups,which are placed in silver stands in the form of a
boat. These are fluted and beautifully chased. The
cups on the occasion to which I refer were of that
antique porcelain so exceedingly valued, which is as
thin as paper, pure white, perfectly transparent, and,is ornamented with "Obscure figures, whose dark out-'
lines'are only preceptible when the vessel is filled
with tea. The mode ofmaking tea in China is sim¬
ilar to that In which coffee Is made in Turkey. The
tea is put into a cup. boiling water poured over it,,and instantly covered, to prevent the escape of the
aroma, with a lid, which is used as a spoon to sip the
tea. Thev never use sugar or milk with tea in Chi¬
na. Pub}in University Magazine.
