Returning from his third expedition, und'
being no longer in the public service, Mr.
Fremont has undertaken a fourth one, at his
own expense. Attended by the devoted
men who had been with him so long, and un¬

willing to leave incomplete a work in which
he had been engaged for seven years, he has
now gone, as far south as the head of the
Rio Grande delNoite, to explore the passes
at the head of that river, and the approxima¬
tion of the waters of the Colorado "I the
West. Though without government assis¬
tance, yet, with the aid of his old comrades,
he will complete the examination of the
mountain passes, and of all the country be¬
tween the Mississippi and Pacific, and thus
fulfil the original purpose *ur which he sought
and obtained this distant and perilous work,
in preference to being employed about the
cities, and frontiers.

It is appropriate to say, Mr. President,
that it seems to have been a Providence that
a man with alicad and a heart for this woik
should, upon his own application, have un¬

dertaken it seven years ago; that it should
have attached to his person thirty men, the
children of the mountains, who were able to
show him everything, and who did show
him everrything ; who still adhere to him,
and by their joint exertions, they have,
at the very moment of need, at the very in-
slant when the public mind has ripened up
to the point of commencing the work, we

have all the information upon our hands
which the occasion requires.

Without disparagement to any one, I may
be allowed to say that a young man, who
solicits this work, who take? these hardships
and dangers in preference to the work of the
frontier or the city.who goes into it as a

matter of love, of choice, and not of duty
and obligation, who carried with him a spirit
of exploration much greater than could be
found in the mere execution of an older,
with thirty such men with him.would give
to his explorations a thoroughness of exami¬
nation which is not to be expected from any
detailed officer with his detail of soldiers.
The great point upon which 1 now rest,

Mr. President, is, that there is nothing more
to be learned or known ; that, bv a kind ol
Providence, there has been brought to our

knowledge everything that is necessary to
be. known to enable us to act, and that the
great idea which has possessed every power
which has ever been dominant in North
America, that of an inland communication
across the continent, is now ripe to be realized.
It is in view of the fact that we are now

ripe for action, that I ask leave to bring in a
bill for action..Mr. JJeiiluii'a Speech.

liiarovrrlcM In the Arctic Octmu.

Some discoveries have recently been made
by the captain of a Sag Harbor whaler, that
possesses no little interest to the geographer.

Capt. Royce, for a long time, has believed
that a new and more profitable whaling
ground existed to the north of Bhering's
Straits, an opinion he formed from reading
the voyages of Capts. Cook, Clarke, Beechv
and others. The principal reason which in¬
duced him to put awav for that ocean was a

remark which he recollected to have read in
Beechy's Voyages, viz:." Oil here we saw

a great many black whales, more than I re¬

member ever to have seen, even in Baffin's
Bay."
The Captain, describing his voyage, says:
" I entered the Arctic Ocean about the

middle of July, and cruised from continent
to continent, going as high as lat. 70, and
saw whales wherever 1 went, cutting in my
last whale on the 22d of August, and return¬

ing through Bhering's Straits on the 28th ol
the lame month. On account of powerful
currents, thick fogs, and near vicinity of
land and ice, combined, with the imperfec¬
tion of charts and want of information re¬

specting this religion, I found it.both difficult
and dangerous to get oil, although there are

a plenty of whales. Hereafter, doubtless,
many ships will go there, and I think some

provision ought to be made to save the lives
of those who go there, should they be cast'
away.they should not be left to perish among
the Indians who inhabit these regions."

During the entire period of his cruise
there, no ice was seen, the weather was or¬

dinarily pleasant, so that the men could work
in light clothing. In most parts of the ocean
there was good anchorage from 14 to 3f>
fathoms. During a part of the time that the
vessel was there, she lav at anchor. The
first whale was taken at 12 o'clock at night!
It was not difficult "to whale" the whole 24
hours ; so light was it, that at midnight it
was easy to read in the cabin. The whales
were quite tame, but entirely diflerent from
any which Capt. Royce hail ever before
taken. He took three dillerent species, one
of the largest yielding 200 barrels of oil..
The first species much resembled the Green¬
land vvhale,yielding about 1(!0 or 170 barrels ;
the second was a species called Polar whale,
a few of which have been taken on the N.
W coast -, and the third small whale pecu¬
liar to that ot-ean. The lu.-t three whales
which were taken yielded over tiOO barrels.
The American coast has been explored,

surveyed, and found to lie inhabited. Capf.
Royce discovered that the Asiatic coast was
also peopled by numerous Indian tribes, and
he expresses the opinion that they are well
supplied with valuable furs,.that could be
eaaily purchased. There are no good charts
of the Asiatic coast, unless they are in tbe
possession of the Russians.
On entering the straits, feven canoes,

containing forty men each, were seen cross¬

ing from the American to the Asiatic coast.
There are three small islands situated in the
passage, hence rendering it extremely easy
for the dwellers on the American and Asia¬
tic continents to pass and repass, ('apt.
Royce did not hold any communication with
the Indians, as his vessel was but partially
armed, and in one instance the Indians
showed tint they Were disposed to make him
a hostile visit when becalmed, but a favora¬
ble breeze springing up soon carried the ves¬
sel beyond the region of danger.

The ninth article of the original treaty stipulated

for the Incorporation »f the Mexican inhabitants of
the ceded territories, and their admission into the
Union, "as soon as possible, according to the prin¬
ciples of the Federal Constitution, to the enjoyment
of all the rights of eitl7.cn!> of the United Slate*."

ll provided, ulso, thai in il)e mean time they should
be maintained "in the enjoyment of their liberty,
.their properly, and the civil right-, now vested in
them according lo the Mexican laws." It secured

to ill.in similar political rights with the inhabitants
of the other territories of Hie United States, and al
least equal to the inhabitants of Louisiana and Klor
idu when they were in a territorial condition. It
then proceeded to guaranty that ecclesiastics and
religious corporations should be protected in the dis¬
charge of the offices of llieir ministry, and the enjoy¬
ment of their property of every kind, whether Indi
vidual or corporate rind finally, that there should be
u free communication between tin* Catholics of the
ceded terrilorlas and their ecclesiastical authorities,
" even although such authorities should reside with-
in the limits of the Mexican Republic, as definsd by
this treaty."
The ninth article of the treaty as adopted by the

Senate is much more comprehensive in Its terms,
and explicit in its meaning, and it clearly embraces,
in comparatively few words, ull the guarantees in
serted in the original article. It is as follows-
" Mexicans who, in the territories ^foresaid, sii ill not
'preserve the character-of eitliens of the Mexican
Republic, conformably with wlint Is stipulated In

i the preceding article, shall tie Incorporated Into the
'Union of tile United State-, and I- admitted, at Hie
.proper time, (lo be jtidired of by the Congress of the
'United Slates,) to lit.- enjoyment or all the riglns ..I
'citizens of the United Slates, according to llie prill
'ciplesof the Constitution and in the mean time
'shall be maintained and protccti-d In the free enjoy
'litem of their lllierty and properly, and secured in
the free exercise of their religion without restric
lion.' This article, which was substantially copied
from llie Louisiana treaty, provides equally with the
original article lor the admission of these Inhabitants
Into the Union ; and, in the mean lime, whilst they
shall remain in a territorial stale, by one -weeping
provision declare* that jliey "shall tie maintained
'and protected in the free enjoyment of limit liberty
'and properly, and secured in the tree exercise of
' their .religion without restriction."
This guarantee embraces every kind ol property,

whether held by ecclesiastic* or laymen, whether lie
longing to corporations or individuals. It -ei-uresto
these Inhabitants the free exercise ol liielr religion
w ithout restriction, whether they choose to place
themselves under the spiritual authority ol pastors
resilient within the Mexican Republic or the ceded
territories. It was, it is presumed, to place this con
struclion beyond all question, tliut the Senile super-
added the word-, " without restriction" to the rclig-
lous guarantee contained in llie corresponding aril-
cle of llie Louisiana treaty. Congress Itself does
not possess llie power, under the Constitution, to
make any law prohibiting the free exercise of reli¬
gion. If tin- ninth article of the treaty, whether in its
original or amended ferm, had lie.-n entirely omitted
In the treaty, all the right" and privileges which either
of them confers would have been secured to the in¬
habitants of the ceded territories by the Constitution
and laws of the United States.
The protocol asserts that "the American Oovern-
ment, by suppressing the lentil article of the treaty

'of Oaudahlpe, did not, in any way, intend to annul
'the grants of lantl made by Mexico in the ceded tar-
ritorles;" that "ihr-e grants, notwithstanding the
'suppression of the article ol the treaty, proserve the
'legal value which they tnay pose, ss; and the gram-
ee* tnsy cause their legitimate titles lo be acknow¬
ledged before the Amorioun tribunals;'' and then

pro*.cede to state, that "coinformably to the law of
llic United State-, legitimate title# to every deacrip-
tioa of property, personal and nut, existing iti the
'ceded territories, ure those which were legitimate
litlfs under the Mexican law in California and New
'Mexico up to the thirteenthDf May, 1846; and in.
'Texas, up to the second of March, lH3ti." The
former was the date of the declaration of war against
Mexico, and the latter that of the declaration of in¬
dependence by Texas.
The objection to the tenth article of the original

treaty wan, not that it protected legitimate title*
which our laws would have equally protected with¬
out it, but that it moat unjustly attempted to reaus-

citate grants which had become a mere nullity, by
allowing the grantees the same period after the ex¬

change of the ratifications of the treaty to which
they had been originally entitled after the date ol
their grant*, for the purpose of performing the con

ditions on which they had been made. In submit
ling the treaty to the Semite, I had recommended
the rejection of this article. That portion of it in
regard to land* in Texas did not receive a single
vote in the Senate. This information was comum

nieated by the letter of the Secreta® of State to the
Minister for Foreign Allaire of Mexico, and was in
possession of the Mexican Government during the
whole period the treaty was before the Mexican
Congress, and the article Itself was reprobated in
that letter in the strongest terms. Besides, our com¬
missioners to Mexico had been instructed that "nei¬
ther the President nor the Senate of the United
'States can ever consent to ratify any treaty con-

taining the 10th article of the treaty of Gaudalupe
Hidalgo in favor of grantees of land in Texas or

'elsewhere." And again: "Should the Mexican
'Government persist in retaining this article, then all
prospect of immediate peace is ended; and of this
you may give them an absolute assurance."
On this point the language of the protocol is free

from ambiguity; but if it were otherwise, ia thor<-
any individual, American or Mexican, who would
place such a construction on it as to convert it into a

vain attempt to revive this article which had been
so often and so solemnly condemned 1 Surely no

person could for one moment suppose that either the
commissioners of the United States, or the Mexi¬
can Minister of Foreign Affairs, ever entertained
the purpose of thus netting at naught the deliberate
decision of the President and Senate, which had
been communicated to the Mexican Government
with the assurance that their abandonment of this
obnoxious article was essential to the restoration of
peace.
Hut the meaning of the protocol is plain. It is

simply that the nullification of this article was not
intended to destroy valid legitimate titles to land
which existed and were in full force independently
of the provisions and without the aid of this article.
Notwithstanding it has been expunged from the
treaty, these grants were to "preserve the legal vulue
which they may possess.'* The refusal to revive
grants which had become extinct was not to invali¬
date those which were in full force and vigor. That
such was the clear understanding of the Senate of
the United States, and this In perfect accordance
with the protocol, is manifest from the fac;, that
whilst they struck from the trcatjTrtTt^mijusf article,
they at the. same time sanctioned and ratified the
last paragraph of the eighth article of the treaty,
which declares that, "In the said territories, property
of every kind, now belonging to Mexicans not os-
lablUhed there, shall be inviolably respected. The
present owners, the heirs of these, and all Mexi-
cans who may hereafter acquire said property by
contract, shall enjoy with respect to it guarantees
equally ample as if the same belonged to citizens
of the United States."
Without any stipulation in the treaty to this effect,

all such valid titles under the Mexican Government
would have been protected under the Constitution
and laws of the United States.
The third and last explanation contained in the

protocol is, that "the Government of the United
Slates, by suppressing the concluding paragraph of

'article twelfth of the treaty, did not intend to de-
prive the Mexican Republic of the free and unrc

'strained faculty of ceding, conveying, or transler-
'ring, at any time, (as it may judge best,) the sum of
twelve millions of dollars, which the same Govern-
mem of the United States is to deliver in the places

'designated by the amended article."
'i'lif concluding paragraph, or rather sentence, of

the original twelfth article thus suppressed by the
Senate, is in the following language "Certificates,
in proper form, for the said instalments respectively,
in su«*h sums as shall be desired by the Mexican
'Government, and transferable by it, shall be deliv-
ercd to the said Government by that of the United
States."
From this bare statement of facts, the meaning of

the protocol is obvious. Although the Senate had
declined to create a Gcvernment stock for the twelve
millions of dollars, and issue transferable certificates
for the amount, in such sums as the Mexican Gov¬
ernment might desire, yet they could not have in¬
tended thereby to deprive that Government of the
faculty which every creditor possesses of transferring
for his own benefit the obligation of his debtor,
whatever this may be worth, according to his will
and pleasure.

It cannot be doubted that the twelfth article of the
treaty, as it now stands, contains a positive obliga¬
tion, "in consideration of the extension acquired by
the boundaries of the United States," to pay to the
Mexican Republic twelve millions of dollars, in four
equal annual instalments of three millions each
This obligation may be assigned by the Mexican
Government to any person whatever; but the as¬

signee, in such case, would stand in no better condi¬
tion than that Government. The amendment of the
S.naic, prohibiting the issue of a government trans¬
ferable stock for the amount, produces this effect,
and no more.
The protocol contains nothing from which it can

he inferred that the assignee could rightfully demand
the payment of the money in case the consideration
should fail which is stated on the face of the obliga¬
tion.
With this view of the whole protocol, and con¬

sidering that the explanations which it contained,
were in accordance with the treaty, I did not deem
it necessury to lake any action upon the subject..
Had it varied from tfie terms of the treaty as amen-

ded by the Senale, although if would even then have
been a nullity in itself, yet duty might have required
that I should make this fact known to the Mexican
Government. This not being the case, 1 treated it
in the same manner I would have done had these
explanations been made verbally by the commis-
sloners to the Mexican Minister for Foreign Affairs,
and communicated in a despatch to the State De-
paiiment.

THE SLAVERY q,l'EVriON.
We devote a large spuco in our columns thin week

to ill*. addresses of the southern convention on tlio
shm-iy question. This subject hasnow become
deeply interesting, and, in the view of some, threa¬
tens the stability of our happy Union. J' la time,
therefore, that nil who love their country should ie
fleet seriously and prayerfully upon it, ami spcuk and
act a» e one s christian patriot*. Our own views
on the general subject have been frequently given;
but wc regard thin jih a proper moment for referring
again to those considcrations which should induce
the North to avoid all action and hinguage in retir-
cnec t) tluvery, which will unneoessanly Irritate the
South. Among these considerations uie the follow¬
ing

1. Our .loutfurn brethren are nut resj.onxiUe J'urthe origin of the. toil.
Slavery waa forced upon the American people yBritain, to gratify her vile lunt of gold, in opp.ialii n

to the entreaties and remonstrances of the wine and
good in every part of the land, und in eveiy period of
it col-'iilal history.

2. // in not easy noir to get rid of the evil. suddt nly.
Slavery is the fundamental law upon wnich ail the

political institutions of the South nave been based
from the beginning. That law was established by
Britain at tin very commencement of the pol t.eal
xistence of tljose eoniuitinities. It gave to the white

in in despotic power over the negro. It constituted
the whites a privileged rlass.jhe aristocracy of the
land. The abolition of slavery in the South would
be, in othei words, a voluntary surrender by this ai ls
toeracy of the power and privileges which they lu Id
under the ancient law of their country. Ought we
t be greatly surprised if thissuriender should not be
made suddenly, even though demanded by public
sentiment in the North, and in every oilier civilized
country on the globe I Where, in history, is there
au example of the surrender by an aristocracy of
their ancient powers and privileges, however exor¬
bitant and oppressive three powers, and however
earnest the demand for, iheir surrender, when that
demand was not backed by a competent physical
force I No one wishes to see slavery abolished in
the South by physical force, and without physicalforce it would be a moral miracle if It were abolished
suddenly. We must noi be too impatient.

3. Our southern brethren hare (lime more to get rid
ofthe eril than could have been reasonably anticipated.
When we reflect upon the demoralizing character

of slavery, and the obstructions it opposes to all ini
L provement, physical, Intellectual, and moral, we are

prone to think ut the North that there can be noth-
good in a community where such an institution

exists. The census of 1840, however, shows that
there are, as the result of voluntary emancipation, in
little Delaware, 14,000 tree black", or more than five
sixths of the whole negro population of that Stale;
in Maryland, G?,000 free blacks, or nearly one-hull
of the negro population of that Slate in V irginia,
50,000free blacks; in Louisiana, 26,000i and in ail
the slave-holding States, 216.000 free black?, whose
value as slaves, at the moderate estimate of 8500
each, would be more than $100,000,000.more than
the boasted £20.000,000 which Britain paid lor the
emancipation'of her West India negroes.more than
the aggregate of the State debts of the whole slave-
noldlng section of the Union This vast sum is the
voluntary sacrifice made by southern slave-holders
on the aliar of anti-slavery feeling and principle In
making It, thousands of noble minded men have re¬
duced themselves from affluence to poverty. One
would think that such men could be safely trusted
with the management of the anti-slavery cause in
their own States.

4. Christ and hit apostles did not denounce or ii ri-
tatethe slaveholder.
They lived ami preached in countries where the

law gave man despotic power over Ills f« Hows, but
they did not denounce the law or the men who held
power under it. They did not require the despot to
abdicate, or the slaveholder to emancipate his slaves,
without regard to consequences, l'aul did not aid
and abet Oneslmus in his escape from Ills master;
nor did he threaten to cut his connexion with the
master, if he continued to employ the labor of the
slave, lie used no harsh epithets." He called Phil¬
emon, slaveholder as he was, his "dearly beloved fel
low-laborer" in the gospel, and thanked God for his
"love and faith." and all his noble Christian graces.
He sent back tne penitent runaway slave to his mas¬

ter, with a courteous, conciliatory, and affectionate
letter, calculated to soften the feelings, arid render all
the future intercourse of the parties pleasant und
profitable.

5. The tiible. method ofdealing with slavery and
slarehoUUrs is the best method.
The llible is the source of all the rational liberty

we enjoy. Wherever its principles are heartily eni-

braced, slavery, or at least the evil of slavery is sure
to die. But how does Helled this-7 By denouncing
the law, and stigmatising all who hold power under
it .' No. It does not seek to change the law as the
lirst and great thing. It seeks first to change the
heart of the master. It goes to him, and, in theac-
cents of Christian love and kindness, tells him "that
his slave is his brother; made In the image of (Jod
his father an object of his Saviour's most t< nd« r

love; endowed like himself with an immortal soul;
possessed of powers which will expand forever; ca-

pableof being fitted here, in this momentary life, to
enjoy ineligible glory with God in heaven, through
endlessoges, and that such a being should be in nied
with all the consideration due to his near relation¬
ship, his vast capacities, anil his lolty destiny." It
addresses not the fears, not the pride of the master,
not the noblest feelings of his nature and when
i' has thus gained the master, It trusts to him in due
time to change the law, and, until the law is changed,
to deprive it of its power to harm. This is the Bi¬
ble way of dealing with slavery, and it is the true
way.
The policy of the North U a'"masterly inactivity,"

a "let-alone," "do-nothing" policy.
The only paragraph bearing upon our possessions

on the West Coast of America, relates to the arrival
of the U. S. ship-of-the-linc OhioXJonimodore Jones,
ut Monterey, having on board 350 Mexican emigrants.
Several launches had arrived at San Francisco from
Monterey, filled with emigrants, all bound for the
gold mines.
