sional trip to Oregon fot flour, or to the Sand¬
wich islands for sugar and other supplies!.

Smaller posts are stationed at
many points along the coasts all the way to the
peninsula of Alaska, and thence even along
the chain of Aleutian islands, which form na¬
tural stepping stones to' Siberia. Recently
some posts have been formed on Behring's
Straits to protect the fur trade on the east
side from the Schuktchi. These are the dwel¬
lers on the western side, and once a year at
the great fair at Ostrovno\e, in Siberia they
purchrse tobacco and othe'r articles, and with
these they are powerful competitors, every
summer, with the Russian company, among!
the extreme northwestern Indians of our con-'
tinent. I

The climate of Russian America is milil
lur its latitude, like Western Euiope,. in!
both cases the prevailing westeilv winds from
the ocean temper the land. No part of the
coast north of Oregon grows wheat, but po-
titoes and other garden vegitables are abun-J
dant, even to Cook's Sound and Aleshka
Cattle thrive well.

America Behring's Straits have been
lound by the familiar observations of our

Northern neighbors, to be at the remotest
point onlv 4;") miles across, with continuous
chains of islands from side to side ; the wi-
dest space between them being only seven
miles! And the depth of the water is no¬
where more than 30 fathoms! Covered tel-
egraph wires may therefore easily be laid
across, and much before we are generally
aware, the lightning lines will flash from

j New York to London for a distance of 9,000
miles through the Russian Empire These
two races.the Anglo-Saxon, and the Rus¬
sian.will occupy nearly the whole volume
ol future history. Their two languages
will he spoken by much more than three-
fourths of the human family ! But let us
not digress from Behring's Straits. It is
crossed every summer by numerous native
canoes. Still there are reasons for believing
that the Northern inhabitants ol out conti¬
nent, crossed originally ovei the Aleutian
Islands. The passage is quite as easy, and
the mountains, and rivers, and climate of Si¬
beria are such as naturally to have led them
the latter way.
The aborigines of South America have

originally crossed from the Malayan Islands
through the South Pacific. This is evident,
among other things, from their language in
many points. 1'or instance, the Malays,
double a word to form the plural. "Rum-1
ma" means a house; "rumtria rumma"
means houses. The following are examples
of the same thing from Tschudi's work on
Peru ; he has given them accidentally in
mentioning the names of things, without pro-
bably being aware of the fact; "Colo, colo,"

To return to Russian America. The ol-
dest settlement on the western coast ol
America, north of California, is the village
of Kodiak, containing 400 inhabitants, and
situated on an island, at the extreme north.
It was founded in 1783, just at the close ot
our Revolution, and as we began to settle
the valley of the Mississippi. What a coin¬
cidence?" The great west was entered upon
almost simultaneously bv the Spaniards in
California on the south,'by ourselves on the
east, and by the. Russians on the northwest,
These extensive movements of the masses
of mankind to "replenish the earth and sijb-
due it," have ever been plainly under the
direction of Providence, as when the Isia-
elites migrated from Egypt, under the gtii-
dance of the pillar of cloud by day and the
pillar ol fire by night. At the present date,
the Russian American Company, who have
the entire government of the country, do not
encourage emigration, as it tends to destioy
their monopoly of fur. But a change must
come with the general increase of population,
and that boreal region will be filled with
human life, and enjoyment. Mr Moore,

The seasons at the Isthmus of Panama
are thus described in a letter Irom F H.
Hassler, esq , formerly American Consul at
Panama :

In reply to your letter ol the ^5th ult.,
asking information in regaid to the Isthmus
of Panama, I have to say that the seasons
are divided into dry and wet ; the first com¬
mences about the end of December and lasts
tliree months, the latter continues Irom April
to December The quantity of water tai¬
ling, during this period, far exceeds the an¬
nual quantity of that upon a like extent^ of
surface in any part of Europe or of the Uni¬
ted States, and is probably as much as ninety
inches; the estimated.average for middle
Europe and America is about forty inches.
In April, the weather becomes cloudy at
meridian, but alter drizzling lor an hour
clears up. In Mav, it to 11, it is dull, w ith
slight rains, the afternoon being still line ;
as the season advances, the rain graduallyincreases, and is incessant throughout July,August, September, and October. In iNo-
veniber, the nights are always wetandclou.lv,Viul through the day the skv begins to break.
December brings further improvement, and
in January, l-Vbrtiary, and March, rain is
uncommon, or about as frequent as in yourcity, but not much at a time. At Panama,the thermometer in the. rainy season does
not lise higher at night than nor in the
dav than 87° ; the winds are variable and
cool ; no stagnation occurs in the air, conse¬
quently no epidemic sickness. In the dry
season the thermometer rises to 90° and 93°,but at night the land breezes are cool, and
render the nights quite as agreeable, in lacl,
more so, than is often the cane with us .
The. unhealthy season is the wet, and fevers
of different kinds are prevalent; but 1 do not
think that the cases are more numerous than
in many paits of our western country, (I
mean Panama,) and in most cases are con¬

sequent upon some negligence, but it ii cer¬

tainly the contrary at the village and on the

the seals, the tellers examined the votes,which were
announced to be nine in number, all of which were

given for Lewis Cass, of Miehigan, as Presidont of
the United States. The same number of votes for
ihe Vice President were given for W. O. Butler, ol
Kentucky.
'The President next delivered to the tellers the

votes of the electors of New Hampshire, ami of all
the other States of the Union in succession, in the
same manner, and they were examined by the tel¬
lers, and the result was announced with the same

formalities. *

The President ofthe Senate rose and said thai the
whole number of votes given was 290; of which 146
makes a majority. Zachary Taylor, of Louisiana,
had received 163; Lewis Cass, of Miehigan, 127; and
the slate of the vote for Vice President is.for Mil¬
lard Fillmore, 163; for W. O. Duller, 127. Ho then
added, ! do therefore declare, that Zachory Taylor, of
Louisiana, having a majority of the whole number
of electoral vole is duly cleeied President of the Uni¬
ted States for four years, commencing on the 4th
day of March, 1949; and that Millard Fillmore, oi
New York, having a majority electoral votes, Is duly
elected Vicc President of the United States for four
years, commencing on the 4th day of March, 1849.
He afterwards stated that the business for which

the Houses had been convened having been accom¬

plished the Senate would return to its chamber
The House accordingly rose, the Speaker resumed

the chair, and they remained standing until the Sen¬
ators had retired in the order in which .they entered
the House of Representatives.
A Committee of two on the part.of the House, to

act In conjunction with a Cornmitteo of the Senate,
was ordered to be appointed, to wait on the President
and Vice President elect, and Inform them of their;

(Xo. 44.] Flag-ship Ohio, San Francisco,

December 22, 1848.
Sib:.My letters from Nos. 33 to 42 inclusive,

despatched from Monterey by Lieut. Lanman, and
from this place by the Lexington, will fully Inform
you of the operations of the pquadron since our de¬
parture from the Gulf of California. Nothing mate¬
rial has occurred since my last date. Desertions are
less frequent, the Ohio having lost but one man since
her arrival here, and I think the disposition to desert
is not so general; but that mav be owing to the in¬
clemency of the season, which, for a while, must
suspend the digging and washing for frold, except by
sucn persons as arc most amplv supplied with good
houses, and all the necessaries of life requisite for a
winter's campaign in a rigid climate, affording noth¬
ing for the use of man but fiotd. Incredible quan¬tities of gold are even vet daily collected; and scarce¬
ly a week elapses without some new discovery otthe precious metal more startling than any previous
one. It is said that a small party of five or six per¬
sons, a few days past, struck upon a -pocket, as they
term certain deposites, from which, in two days,they obtained 830,000 of pure gold!

I have been living on shore at San Francisco now
two weeks, and have had ample opportunity for ex¬
amining the subject, and I am more than ever satis¬
fied that the disposal of the gold regions in the terri¬
tory of California is the best, if not the only practi¬cable disposition that can be made of them in the
present disorganized slate of society oyt here.

The worst forebodings of evil consequent upon the
want of certain and energetic administration of jus¬
tice in this territory are almost daily realized. Within
the last three weeks we have certain accounts of
fifteen murders. In one instance nn entire house
hold of ten persons.a respectable ranchero, his wife,
two children, and six servants. The man, whose
name is Reed, hadbicn very successful in the diggingsduring the summer, and had returned to his home,
near Santa Barbara with a large amount of gold.His house was surprised by an armed party, and the
whole family, as above slated, were barbarously mur¬dered, and the house rifled of its golden treasure.

both person** and property are insecure in Upper Cal-
ifornia at this time; ana I am sorry to add that, in
iu all cases nf outrage and violence, as yet discover-jcd, emigrants from the United States, disbanded vol-
unteers, runaway sailors, and deserters from the nr-!
mv and navy, are believed to be the perpetrators.The mutinies, attended with murder' to which
alluded in my latter No. 43, have been fully confirm-
ed, and.not without good reason.has caused much
uneasiness to shippers of gold from this coast.
To guard each and every vessel sailing hence with

large sums In gold dust, would require every ship of'
the nwv y. The be*.t that I can do is to keep the ves-!
wis of this squadron at sea as much as possible, ply-
ing between the ports most frequented by our iner-
cautile marine. Enclosed Is a copy of a circular
(No. 6) which I have found it necessary to issue
and make public, in the hope that it may have some
tendency to prevent a repetition of such acts as have
recently occurred on board the English schooner'
.tmllla and the Chilian barque Adclina.
A recent arrival from Callao reports that the Ade-

Una had been taken Into that port, and the mutineers,
eight in number, promptly secured.

I had received a request from the Governor ol
Valparaiso, through Mr. Moorhead, our counsel at
that poit, to arrest and safe-keep the AdclinA should
I be fortunate enough to fall in with her on the
Mexican coast, where It was supposed the mutineer*
might lake her.

Berlin, Junuary 7, 1949.
One day last month, Kossuth, the Hungarian Gen¬eral commanding the insurgent troops, employed a

naturalized American citizen of Hungary to proceed
to the Americun Charge d'AH'aires at viunna, Mr.
Stiles, with a letter to that gentleman, requestinghim to address a letter to thc General commandingthe Austrian army in Hungary, and solicit, in the
name of humanity, a suspension of hostilities, that
an arrangement might be made for settling the un¬fortunate war.
Mr. Stiles accordingly wrote the Austrian General,and otTered his intervention to aid in accomplishingthis desirable end, and sent his despatches to the

Austrian General by ih}snaturallzed Hungarian Amer¬ican, giving him a courier passport.This bearer of despatches proceeded to the Austri¬
an army and delivered his despatches to the com¬manding General. \The General asked him who he wa««, when he re¬plied, that he was a Hungarian by birth, but now anaturalized citizen of the United States. The Aus¬
trian General then said to him :.

"I give you ten days to leave the Austrian territo¬ries, at the expiration of which time, if you are tobe round within my reach, you shall have n mughome for your future residence.
This naturalized American immediately loft Austria,and came to Berlin. Some time after this, the Aus¬

trian General addressed a communication to our
charge at Vienna, Mr. Stiles, with this laconic re¬
ply .

"Austria, sir, never ireataby negotiation with reb¬els."
Thinkin. that this little diplomatic incident mightbe lost to the world, and hid away in the recesses of

some bureau, unless published in the Herald, I con¬cluded to detail it to your readers. It Is too good to
be lost.
