laws. The above extract from that sound
national Whig journal, the Lanauler, Pa.,
Tribune, is a specimen of the manner in
which the blessings of the new administration
are recounted as surely to come )o pass..
Our contemporaries, we presume, have been
so used to seeing the power of the federal
executive exerted to pass laws, that they can¬

not divest themselves of the idea of its con¬

stitutionality, and hence they seetn involun¬
tarily to tall into the error of predicting that
such and such acts of legislation will take
place under the new administration, as il\
President Taylor had the passing of them,)
or would go into Congress with a party at
his back to force.IViem through.

PVesident T a ylor has iterated and reitera¬
ted that he will not interfere with Congress in
the exercise of its exclusive powers.the
powers of legislation. He will recommend,
as the constitution requires, but he will not
insist that his recommendations shall be en¬

acted into laws. Congress will be left to
exercise its exclusive powers of legislation
without let or hindrance or permission of the
executive. When the &cts of -Congress
shall come to itim for signature he has said
that he will deal with them according to the
obvious limitations of the constitution and
the laws upon the executive power. Ques¬
tions of policy regarded as settled, he will
not disturb. He will exercise his power
over bills presented to him for signature, not
with a viewol advancing party interests and
party opinions..the sole source hitherto of
the abuse of the veto power.but with no

jtker object than the promotion ol the public
interests.
Now, the Lancaster Tribune must have

forgotten, in its enumeration of what will be
done under President Taylor's administr*-
tion, that, even if the friends of the new ad¬
ministration should get and keep a working
majority in the House of Representatives,
who would send to the Senate bill* modify¬
ing the tariff and the sub-treasurv agreeably
to the programme it sets down, there is no

potsibility of their passing the Senate in
which there will be a positive opposition ma¬
jority.

Ho
considered copper coin demoralizing.
Mr. Palfrey offered an amendment to reduce the

rates of postage, after the first of April, to two cents
and to abolish the franking privilege. He gave, as
his opinion, from what he could.gather, that a two
rent postage would yield more revenue than a
three-cent postage,^because the number of letters
through the malls will be increased.

PRESIDENT TAYLOR'S SPEECHES
At StuhtUU

rJovEBNoa;.I feel great embarrassment In at¬
tempting to make a suitable reply to (he Aatterlng
language whlrh you have just addressed me. If T
possessed the talents and acquirements as a public
speaker, which you, Governor, and many other cit¬
izens In this Stats enjoy, I would be better able to
satisfy public expectation by the appropriateness of
my response, but I have been" for more than forty
years in the military service of the nation, a voca¬
tion in which 1 was called upon to act and not to
.peak. I am, therefore, at n loss for words eqtt.il to
the expression of nil the gratitude which has been
awakened In my mind by the manner In which you
have spoken of eventa of great national Interest with
which my name is connected..But, I must be per¬
mitted. in frankness and sincerity to state, that iu
large share of the honor of the victories which yoit
have ascribed to my skill, is due to the volunteer and
regular troops whose valor won them, and In this
connection I will add, that no corps exceed In merits
the gallant regiments of Tennessee.
Your State was settle] by the hardy men of the

revolution.pioneer* In extending the area of Inde¬
pendence and civilization.who encountered difficul¬
ties as great as fall to the lot of mortals to endure.
Their descendants have Inherited the stern virtues
which enabled them to undergo the severest trials.
Since her admission Into the Union the sons of Ten¬
nessee have occupied a distinguished position in.the
councils of the country and upon the field of batlto.
One of them whose services can never be forgottenwhilst the Republic lasts, has left behind him a mili¬
tary fame which Is not eclipsed by that of any of the
great captains of (his or other times.
We are emphatically a nation of soldiers. With

our mother's milk we imbibe lessons of patriotism..The duty of defending the country is Inculcated as
the first duty a freeman should learn and the last he
should forget. The women of America send forth
their sons to battle with instructions to return "icith
or upon their shields.' They would rather theyshould never come back than return without honor.
No mail can ever prove recreant in lhs° hour of dan¬
ger whilst such is the national sentiment. We have
thus grown strong not only to defend and protect our
own country, but to invade the territory of an enemy,
when ImpelUd to do so by public necessity. For
this strength we are indebted as much, or perhaps
more, to the noble teachings of the matrons of
America than to any other cause.
In regard to the new theatre' of action upon whichI shall soon enter, I may be permitted to distrust my

ability to fill the post which has been assigned me
by the partiality of my fellow-citizens. They have
bestowed upon me the highest reward within the gift
of a free people. If I commit errors, as I doubtless
shall, I trust that my acts will be Interpreted with
the indulgence with which my conntrymen have ever
considered my conduct. They will do me the jus¬
tice to think my errors will be errors of judgment.
If I shall be able lo meet their expectations, even to
a partial extent, It will repay me for any anxiety or
labor I may have to undergo In discharging the du¬
ties of the trust they have confided to me. They
bestowed honors upon me without solicitation upon
my part; they deserve all that I can do to serve them,
and I trust iney will deal generously by me when my
utmost exertions fall short of what I owe them.

In conclusion. Governor, I beg leave to tender to
you, and through you to the people of Nashville and
Tennessee my sincere thanks for the cordial greeting.
Were I otherwise doubtful of my reception nere, the
bright eyes and beaming countenances of the fair
daughters of the Stale, by whom I am surrounded,
would assure me that I am welcome.

He
represented the American mother and sister In tears,
ss they gave to the son nnd brother the parting hand,
anil, w iili n swelling heart and heaving bosom, bade
him go and ussert and maintain (he rights of his
country, nnd to return with laurels of victory on
his brow, honor lo his character, and glory in his ac¬
tion, or not return at all.
