Last night, at a late hour, the Senate passed the
General Appropriation bill, with many amendments.
This morning, Mr. Badger presented the resolu¬

tions of the Legislature of North Carolina, on the
subject of slavery.
Mr. Green presented the resolutions of the Legis¬

lature of Rhode Island, ugainst the extension of
slavery and In opposition to whipping in the nnvy.

Mr. Wcstcott presented the credentials of his suc¬
cessor, Jackson Morton, Senator elect from Flori¬
da.

Mr. Benton, front the Committe^on Military Af¬
fairs, reported in favor of u gtoat National Central
Railroad from St. Louis Mo., to the Pacific ocean.

Disclaiming the minute information requisite to

the trnming of a bill, we would suggest that duties
should be apecilic, aa far as practicable. The ||,re-
aent duties upon cotton goods should be increased to

TV*!'!'; ,W" d°tb"he wisdom of the policy
which ahall bring Into the country, as It did last vmi
cotton goods to the value of *18,400,000, where we
have the raw material, and all the facilities for pro¬
ducing the domestic article. The duty upon coarse
cottons by the tariff of 1812, was unnecessarily high
and sound policy does not require its enactment?-
Not, however, that those high duties actually Im
posed ony tax upon tin consumers of coarse cotton

The fact was that these duties were prohibitory
and thut circumstances drove our own manufacturers
into the production of those very articles, and thin
domestic competition brought the prlcps down to
he lowest living nolnt. We believe that the reduc¬
tion In price has been greater on the coarse than on
any other cotton good. The Eastern manufacturers
do not ask the restoration of those rates. If the
South and n est, where cotton manufacturers are in
their Infancy, nak the restoration of such rales, they
might be restored. A\e do not however, believe that
they are necessary.
We believe that on some articles the rates of 1842

m ghl be reduced more than one half, on others one
third, and on other* one fourth, and still leave the
manufacturerthat protection which would enable him
to compete succeasfullv with foreign febrics If
these duties could bo made specific, rate for twent'v-
V K.mlrly "P"" "X- '""'"I prices would

probably be sufficient.
The duty on woolens by the present tariff Is thirty

per cent., and the present depressed stats of that
manufacture shows lhat it is not sufficient to sustain
that interest, unless the duly could be made specific
and sure.
