This day, at 12 o’clock, General Zacia-
’Y Tavron, President elect of the United
States, delivered to the Senate and Mem-
bers of the House of Representatives af the
United States, and thousands of assembled

[ citizens, in front of the Capitol, the following

InavcurarL Aupuess:

Llected by the American Peaple to the
highest office known to our laws, 1 appear
here to take the Oath prescribed by the
Canstitution ; and, in compliance with a
time-honored custom, to aldress those wh
are now assembled, 4 ’

The confidence and respect sliown by
my countrymen in colling me to be }Im
Chief Magistrate of » Republic holding
a high rank amang the nations of the earth,
have iwired me with feelings of the most
profound gratitude 3 but, when I reflect that
the acceptomee of the office which their par-
tinlity has bestowed imposes the discharge
of the most arduous duties, and invelves the
weightiest obligations, | am conscious that
the position I have been called to fill,
though sufficient to satisly the laftiest im-
bition, is surrounded by leatful responsibili=
ties.  Happily, however,in the performance
of my new duties, 1 shall not be without
able co-operation.

THE PRESIDENT DELIVERING MIS INAUGU=
RAL.

About half-past 12 o'clock the President,
the Ex-President, the Vice President, Fx-
