XJV. Provided alwuys, and be it enactcd. That {i

the Legislature, or proper Legislative Authority of
any such British Possession shall puss an act or
muki* an ordinance authorizing or permitting the
conveyance of goods and passengers from one partofsu"fi Possessions to another part thereof in other
than British ships, or if the Legislatures of any two
or more Poccasion* shrill p^s any acts or rdi-
nan'.es for the purpose of regulating the tru le be-
twetn them, so far as relates to the Vessels in w lileh
it is to be carried on, and shall transmit the same in
the proper manner to the Secretary of Stale, In order
that the same mtybe submitted to Her Majesty, and
If Her Majesty shall l>« graciously pleased to approve
of such acta or ordinance*; then In such case it shall
be lawful for Her Majesty to issue an order iuC'oun-

ll declaring Her Royal assent thereto, and upon the
proclamation of such assent in the colony, such acts
or ordinance* shall come into operation, except so
far as may he otherwise provided therein, or as may
be otherwise directed by such order In council, any¬
thing hereinbefore considered to thecontiary thereof
notwithstanding.
XV. And with rejard to the coasting trade of In¬

dia, lsj it enacted, That it shall be lawtul lor the
Governor General of India, in counsel, to make reg¬
ulations authorizing or permitting the conveyance of
goods or passengers from one part of the* posses¬
sions of the Kast India Company to another part
thereof, in any other than British ships, subject to
such restrictions or regulations as he may think nc-

cessiiry; and such regulations shall be of equal force

cry ship, fevepi ships required to be wholly nuvigc
ted by British seamen) which shall be navigated bt
one British seaman for every t\rent>i ton* of burden «»l
-Mich shin shall be deemed to be only navigated, al-
though tne number of other seamen may exceed one
\fouTw of the whole crew; provided also that it &
due proportion of British seamen cannot be nrocur-
ed in any foreign pott, or In any place within the
limits of the Hum India Company's Charier, for the
navigation oi any British ship, or if such proportion
be destroyed during the voyage by any nnavoidablc
circumstance, and. ihe master of such «hip make
pro-iP of the truth of such fact** to the satisfaction of
'he Collector and Controller of the customs at anyBrit.ah pot ', or of any person authorized in anv oth-
rr fieit of the world to inqttfre info the navigation of

fgnied.
XVII. And l*e It enacted, That no person shall be

deemed to be u British seaman, or to be duly qualified
to be master of a British vessel, except persons of
one of the following classes: (that it to nay,) natural
born subjects of her Majesty; persons naturalized by
or under any act of Parllumerit, or by or under any
aets or ordinance of the Legislature or proper legls-
lutive authority of one of the British Possessions, or
made denizens by letter* of denization; persons who

under the denomination of light duties, pilotage, bal¬
last, buoyage, und beaconage rates, hoi bor duties,
wharfage, tonnage, und other duties on foreign ships
or vessels, and on goods Imported or exported in
foreign ships or vessels, over and above the rates and
duties (if any) which the said corporation, bodies
politic or corporate, and other persons, are author¬
ized to levy aud receive on British ships.

.m the. publication thereof by Her Majesty In coun¬
cil, and divers provisions have been made by certain
acts of Parliament, (that*is to say,) by a certain act
passed in the llftv-nlnih year of the reign of King
George the Third, intituled " an act to carry into
effect a convention concluded between His Majestyand the United .States of America, and a treaty wUn
tho Prince Hegent of Portugal 5" and hy on set
passed In the session of Parliament, hidden in the
eighth and ninth years of thefrelgn of ller present
Majesty, Intituled ,k an act for granting duties of
customs, for the repayment to the said corporation
ofthe Trinity House, and to the add bodies politic or

corporate, and other persons, of the amount ol the
Mima t»f money of which they may be deprived by
reason of their being forbidden to levy such d fibre*
tial duties und charges aw aforesaid. And, w hereas,
it if expedient to empower Her Majesty to reduce
the differential duties and charge*?, so payable as

aforesaid, to the said corporation, bodies politic or

corporate, and other person", in certain cases in
which no treaty exists; Be it therefore enacted,
That it shall be lawful for Her Majesty, from time to
time, by Arder in council, to declare that no higher
or other duties or charges are to l»e levied upon the
vessels ot any foreign country or countries, to bo
named in such order, nor upon goods imported or

exported in the vessels of such foreign country or

countries, than such um are levied upon British ves¬

sels, or upon the like goods imported or exported in
British vessels; and thereupon, and so long an such
older shall continue in force, the sold corporation,
bodies politic or corporate, and other persons, shall
levy upon the vessels of such foreign country or

countries, and upon goods imported or exported
therein, only such duties and charges us they levy
upon British vessels, and upon the like goods im-
ported or exported in British vessels: and the
amount of any sums of motley of which the said
corporation, liod.es politic or corporate, and other
persons, may bo deprived, by this enactment, shall')be repaid to them, in the same manner, and subject
to the same regulations as the othount of the sums
of money of vv hicli they may be deprived by
the said recited acts, or either of them, i* by the said
recited acts directed to be repaid.

Air. Lauocciiksk, in his speech upon the Intro-
ductlon of the project ot tin* repeal of the Navlga-
tlon Laws, spoke of the probability ef u reciprocal
convention with the United States, respecting the
coasting trade. Being questioned on that point, lie
distinctly said, or is reported to have said, that in an
Interview with Mr. Bancroft, that gentleman, the
American minister, "spoke of Ills desire that such u
convention should be signed:" and that Mr. Ban-
croft further added, "he should bo willing the next
day to decide upon unv convention which should
include the coasting trade."
To this precipitate and unqualified declaration the

British statesman replied that on such a question he
did not think he ought to anticipate the decision ot
the House; th 11 It was a question upon which Parlia-
ment should decide.

It is not usual in any well ordered government for
the treaty.making power to attempt to ctiange or
subvert any existing system of legislation upon
which on established policy rests. Some legislative
action in advance, authorizing negotiation within
certain limits, or the recognition by law of some

general principle which would cover the ground of
the question involved, is generally considered a ne¬
cessary preliminary..If the late Administration gave
instructions to Mr. Bancroft, such as would warrant
his declaration to Mr. Labouchere, a strange as¬

sumption is implied. To diplomatize out of exist¬
ence the laws regulating our coasting trade would
arcuean arrogation of Executive power which might,
with equal propriety, be exercised in modifying our
tariff laws by treaty.
How for this (lovernment might be disposed to

go in the way of reciprocal convention with Kngland
011 this subject.a convention which would have to
be extended also to all the countries which stand
upon the footing of "ihe most favored nations".it
would be time enough to determine when Knj^land
shall have acted, as she is about to act independently
of us. She ask* no other equivalent for the repeal ol
her Navigation Laws than the reduced rates ol
freight which she supposes the new competition will
cause. That Is the benefit she seeks; it is that
which her manufacturers demand. She is pursuing
her own policy. Let her go on. We are ot liberty
to pursue ours. When a new condition of circum-
stances shall have arisen we shall bo able, in view of
the changed aspect of thine", to ascertain clearly and
considerately what our best interests require.-and
then it will be lime, not lor our Ambassador at Lon-
don, but for the American Government, "to decide
upon" any convention whit'It should Include the
coasting trade." Volt. Amir,

The following Regulation* respecting the trans-
mission of sealed proposals to Cuba, recently made
by the Government ol that Island, have been com¬
municated to this Department by the Legation of
Spain in this city, and are now mads public for the
benefit and information of all whom It may concern:
Gore rament and Captaincy General of the evev-faith-

Jful hiand of Cuba.The great Injury sufteroi by the royal revenue
from the mails, In consequence of the transmission
of correspondence otherwise than by mail, or In the
packages sent by the administrators or despatch
agents, although'such transmission is punishable by
law, and also from the introduction by private Indi¬
viduals of correspondence from abroad, in contra¬
vention of the existing royal orders and dispositions
of the Government, has caused me to direct my at¬
tention specially to this important subject, for the
purposo of adopting such measures as may tend lo
re-establish In force the regulations which Have now
fallen into neglect or disuse; anil to this effect, hav¬
ing examined the report of the general administra¬
tion of the malls, in order to prevent all contraband
transmission of correspondence in future, which is
not only done by many from ignorance or mistaken
kindness, but also by many others, in order to con*
ceal letters and printed papers, circulated with mali¬
cious and criminal intent, 1 have determined to use
the powers which I possess as her Majesty's CaptainGeneral und General Sub-Delegate of the Depart¬
ment of the Post Office, and do agree as follows:
Article 1. All persons, whatsoever.be their qual¬

ity or condition, without exception, are prohibited
by the 20th title of the royol ordinance respecting
malls, now in force, from carrying letters or sealed
papers in any other way than In tho malls, unless bv
express order ot the authorities, under penalty of
thereby subjecting themselves to the forms and pun¬ishment* therein declared: provided that in placeswhere there is no post office or despatch agent, let¬
ters and papers may be carried to the nearest postoffice or despatch agcncy in the direction towards
which they arc destined, with the understanding that
persons who mav be found to have passed by such
olnt without delivering the letters or papers, shall
e frnbje ted to a fine of a ducat for eacn letter.
Art. 2. I'rinnd papers in sealed packages can¬

not be carried otherwis .: than by mail; and they
must be enclosed in a Mingle envelope, such as to
allow the examination of the papers without break
ing the covering, on which shall be written the title
of the printed paper or newspaper within, and Its
direction. Newspapers or loose printed sheets
placed in the post or despatch offices, without these
precautions, will not be transmitted.
Art. 3. The concealment of letters or papers of

any kind, whether manuscript or printed, drawings,
engravings, or lithographies, other than those des¬
cribed on the envelope or annexed to such, Is con¬
sidered fraudulent, as regards tho packages ot
printed papers, to which ths preceding article refers.

Art. i. All papers or packages not corresponding
with the terms above mentioned, or which from their
great size or other cireumstflncce may induce sus¬
picions of their being in contravention of the Jaw,shall be detained at the post offices or despatch agen¬
cies until the persons interested in them shall come,
or have been summoned by the authorities to come,
and open them in presence of the administrators of
the post office.

Art. 5. The facility with which the contraband
carriage of correspondence may be effected by pas¬
sengers and persons employed on the railway trains,and in steamers, and coasting vessels, being evident,the directors of such enterprises and the consignees
of such vessels shall especially enjoin upon their de¬
pendants not to conscnt to any abuses of that kind
which they may observe, or of which they may be
informed; and they shall fix a notice of this prohibi¬
tion. lor the knowledge of the public, at all the places
on the way ut which there are post offices or despatch
agencies: for the neglect of which orders the direc¬
tors shall be responsible.
Art. 6. Captains of vessels and individuals of their

crews, and passengers sailing from ports of the pe¬ninsula, shall not admit for transportation to this
island any letters or papers not bearing the seal of the
respective post offices.

Art. 7. All correspondence brought by vessels
which orrive in the island, whether national or for¬
eign shall be delivered to the collector of the malls In
the act of his visit by the captain, supercargo, pas¬
senger, or member of the crew, in whose care they
may be.
Art. 8. In the ports in which there is no collector

of mails the captain, supercargo, and passengers, are
obliged to deliver to the post office or despatch agen¬
cy all the correspondence which they may have
biought immediately after the vessel has cast anchor.
Art. 9. Ir. the act of delivering Ihe correspondenceand packages, ns directed in the preceding articles,the collector shall pay as remuneration for each

piece, whether a single letter or a double letter, or a

package, coming from the United Slates or the In¬
dies, one cent, and two cents for those from anyother country. If the correspondence be iu bags or
sealed packages the said naymen shall be made at
the post office; and In each ra«e, on a receipt for the
number of pieces and the amount paid to the person
bringing them.

Art. 10. A fine of one dollar shall be laid for oach
single letter, and of two, three, four, dtc. dollars in
proportion for each double, treple. quadruple, dcc.
letter which shall not have been delivered to the col¬
lator or postmaster within twenty-four hours after
the vessel has ca«t anchor in the port; and. in order
that no one may plead ignorance, a copy of the arti¬
cles containing this obligation, written in Spanish,
French, or English, shall be delivered to each cap¬
tain at the mmnent of the vi«it.
The collector Is authorized to take measures for

having the fines Imposed Immediately paid and in
case of resistance, which is not to be expected, he
.hall require the arrest of the parry making it by the
captain of the port, or the adjutant charged with
visiting vessels, and shall inform the local authority
or the sainc, who may double the fine on those who
resist, or order them to be kept In prison two days
for every letter brought by them, in addition to any
proceedings which may uo instituted, according to
the circumstance# and tho tendency and object of
th* concealment.
Art. 11. All the correspondence Rnd newspapers ar¬

riving sre subjected to tho payment of postage, accor¬
ding to the existing tariffs, excepting those belonging
to the consignee of the vessel wnleh orlngs them, ana
those of the consuls, provided the bundle or package
containing them be registered, and they come in ves¬
sels of their own nation*.
Art. 12. The owners or consignees of vessels shall

be bound to charge the captains and musters under
their responsibility to prevent, by every means in
their power, tho carriage of any correspondence in
any other wuy than in the packages delivered to
them by the proper officer of that branch.
Art. 13. Spanish ships of wur shall likewise de¬

liver to the post office the correspondence which
they mav have received from the post offices of the
places of their departure; snd with regard to foreign
whips of war they shall be courteously requested, ip
the act of visiting them, to give to the collector of
that branch whatever correspondence they may have
brought.

Ast. 14. In all cases of repetition of the offence
the punishments may he doubled but when the in¬
fractions of this law, involve other common offences,
or politics! offences against the established order of
things, and the security and Integrity of the State,
the proceedings shall be conducted by the compe¬
tent tribunals until their termination by the applica¬
tion of tlic sentence according to the laws, or the
offenders shall In; summarily punished by tines of
from one hundred 1o one thousand dollars, and ex-jpulsion from the territory, in virtue of the powers
conferred upon me by the Government of her Ma-
jesty.

Art. 15. The guards, adjutants, and all other per-
-ons charged by the local authorities in ths ports of!
this Island, shall be specially Instructed to prevent
the transmission of correspondence by ttielestltcs*
or malicious abuse of confidence; and to assure
themselves that the captains and masters of retsets
ire made acquainted w ith their responsibility.
And in order that It be made known to the public,

and that no one may plead Ignorance, this decree
shall be circulated, and sent to all the authorities and
corporations, and to the foreign consuls,aud shall be
published in three consecutive numbers of the Offi.
clal Gazette, and shall henceforth he regarded as an
addition to the regulations of the Government and
Police.
