The resort to popular eleciionafor the choice of

If Ihe people cannot or will not cleol
loembera of ihelr Qeneral Assembly In wbese In¬
tegrity they may have confidence i If they will per¬
sist in sending corrupt men a* their representatives
to make laws for Jlieru, how can ll be expected that
Ihey will establish a different standard of choice
when they eome to elect their judges 1 The evil in
Us origin must be in themselves, But we are free 10
confess the belief that the plan of appointing judges
by the Legislature I* open to many serious objec¬
tions There is such a diffusion of responsibility
among ihe numerous members, and such Induce¬
ments for combinations destructive of a just discrim¬
ination and a proper freedom of selection, that many
grave abuses ana much corruption might b« ex¬
pected to steal Into such a system. F.jeruilve ap¬
pointment, after all, may fairly claim to be the b*st
mode. The selection ot an unworthy judge would
be an offence to the community for which any Gov¬
ernor would be called to account at the bar ot public
opinion nor could fie share the responsibility with
any one.
Where u low standard of public virtue prevails,resulting from a vitiated and ignoble public spirit,

ony changes In the mere machinery of the political
system will be of little moment. Corrupt Influences
und thu subtle workings of Intrigue will have ihe
control iu any form which Ihe elective appuratua
may take. To the masses of the people, Indeed, we
must look for the elements of purgation; and when
they aru Intelligent and patriotic, tlioae who are re¬
sponsible to them In official positions will be likely
to act worthily, whether iney were put in their
places by executive, legislative, or popular appoint¬
ment..
