States.

I have seen $250,000 worth in bars and washing*,
th* proceeds of two cargoes, "the Undine" and the
"Virginia," sold by Ward & Smith at Sin Francisco.
The "Virginia" returned with the gold, and the "Un¬
dine" hud sailed for Canton; more ih'tn 20 cargoes
have been sent from this port, and 17 are now snip¬
ping for San Francisco.

1 met my son's partner, Mr. VV. hare, on his way
home with gold. Mr. W. lias been over the gold re¬

gion it occupies six hundred miles, and companies
are at work at the distance of eighty miles from each
other. This is a beautiful city, amphitheatri* ally
built, houses low, because of earthquakes, which are

continually annoying the Inhabitants. An excellent
American and English society exists here, wherein I
feel quite at home.. More than 2.000 people belong¬
ing to this port have taken passports and gone to
California. The shores of the Pacific are becoming
depopulated, as well as the Polynesian Isles. It is dif¬
ficult to get pluces to sleep in ut San Francisco, and
living is very dear. Houses are being constructed
here to be consigned to Ward &. Smith for sale.
Several have been sent and sold for 300 per cent
profit. Lots there which cost 817 and S39, have
been sold at 85000, and houst s built upon them.
Indeed, it is difficult to get a good location at nny
price. This Is to become a Liverpool, or a New
Vork. ?. . . * *

First Close qf Cases.
By the firat aection ofthe law it la enacted:
"That any field, or staff, or other officer, mounted mili¬

tiaman, volunteer, ranker, or cavalry, engaged in the mill-
hS".?6 °* ,ht United ainea the IKth of June,
1812, or who shall hereafter be In said service, aud has su*.
tained or shall sustain damage, without ai.v luuli or negli¬
gence on his part, while In aaid service, by the loss ot a
liorae In battle, or by the low of u horse wounded in battle,
and which haa died, or Khali die of mid wound, or belli*;so
woutided ahali be abandoned by order of hie officer aud
lost, or aiiali sustain damage by the losa of any horse by
death or abandonment, because of the unavoidable danger*
of the sea when ou board a United Stateu transport Vessel,
or because the UnitedStatea tailed to supply transportation
for tlie horse, and the owner was compelled by the order oi
his commanding officer to embark and leave him, or in
consequence of the United States tailing to supply sufficir ni
forage, or hccauae the rider was dismounted and separated
from his horse, and ordered to do duty on foot at a station
detached from his horse, or when the officer iu the imme¬
diatecommand ordered or ahall order the horse turned out
to graze In the woods, prairies, or commons, because the
Unired States failed, or shall fail to supply snificirnt longe,
aud the loss was or shall be consequent thereof, or for the
losa of neceas&i y equipage iu consequence of the loss of his
horse as aforesaid, ahall be allowed and paid the value
thereof, not to exceed two hundred dollars; provided, that
if any puymeut has been or aliall be made to any one afore-
said for the use and risk, or for forage after the death, loss,
or abandonment of his horse, said payment shall be de¬
ducted from the value thereof, unless he satisfied or shall
satisfy the paymaster at the time he made or uhall make the
payment, or thereafter show by proof that he was re¬

mounted, lu which case the deduction shall only extend to
the lime he was on foot: and provided, also, if any payment
shall have been or shall hereafter be made to any person
above mentioned on account of clothing, to which he was

not entitled by law, such payment shall be deducted irom
the value of his liorne or accoutrements."
To establish a claim under this provision the claimant

must adduce the evidence of the officer under whose com¬

mand he served when the loss occurred, if alive; or, it
dead, then of the next surviving officer, describing the
property, flit- value thereof, at the time oi entering the ser¬

vice, the time aud manner in which the loss happened, and
whether or uot it was sustained without any fauit or negli¬
gence on the claimant's part. The evidence should also, iu
case the claimant was remounted after the lots, state when
he was remounted, how long he coutluued so, aud explain
whether the horse whereon he was remounted had not been
furnished by the United Stales, or been owned by another
mounted militiaman or volunteer to whom payment for the
uwu and risk thereof, or for its forage, whilst in the non-
session of the claimaut, may liave been made and if if liati
been thus owned, should uamo the person and the com¬
mand fo which he belonged. And in every instance in
which the claim may extend to equipage, the several arti¬
cles of which the mime consisted, ana separate value of
each should be specified.

Sccond Class of Cases.
The second section of the law enacts:
"That an? person who has sustained or shall sustain

damage by tlie capture or destruction by an enemy, or by
the aDandonmeiit or destruction by the order of the com

mauding general, the commanding officer, or quarterma*
ter ol any horse, mule, ox, wagon, cart, boat, sleigh, or bar
ness, while such property waa iu the military service ol
the United States, either be impressment or contract, ex¬

cept In cases where the risk to which the property would
he exposed was agreed lo be Incurred by tlie owner, and
any person who has sustained or shall sustain damage by
the death or abandoument and lot.* of any such horse,
mule, or ox, while In the service aforesaid, inconsequence
of the failure on the part oftlie United States to furnish the
same with sufficient torjge,aud any person who has lost, or
shall lose, or has had or shall have destroyed by unavoida¬
ble accident any horse, mule,ox, wagon, cart, boat, sleigh
or harness, while such property waa in the service afore¬
said, shall be allowed and paid the value thereof at the time
he entered the service: provided, it shall appear that such
loss, capture, abandonment, destruction, or death, wa*
without any fault or negligence on the part of the owner of
the properly, und while it was actually employed iu the
service of the United States "
To establish a claim under tnis provision it will, in addi¬

tion to the testimony required under the head of First
Class of Cases, be necessary in cases where the property
lost was iu the service by contract or impressment, to pro¬
duce the testimony of the officer or agent of the United
States who impressed «r contracted for the service of the
property mentioned in such claim, and alao of the officer
uuiler whose command the same was employed at the time
of the capture ,'d estruction, loss, or abandonment, declariug
In what way the property waa taken into the service of the
United States, the value thereof, whether or uot the risk to
which It would be exposed waa agreed to be incurred by
the owner, and whether or not, as regarded horses, mules,
oxen, ae engaged to supply the same with sufi'K'ient forage,
in what manner the loss happened, anil whether or uot it
was sustained without, any fault or negligence on his part.
The fifth section of the law enacts:
" That In all instances where any minor lias been or shall

be engaged in the military service of the United Slates, and
was or shall be provided with a horse or equipments, oi

military accoutrements, by his partnt or guaidian, and hat
died, or shall die, without payiug for said property, and the
same has been or shall be lost, captured, destroyed, or

abandoned, in the manner belore mentioned, said parent
or guardian shall be allowed pay therefor, on makiug sat

isfnriory proof, as in other cases, and the further proofthat
he is milled thereto, by having furnished the same."
A parent or guardian of a deceased minor will, therefore,

iu audition to such testimony applicable to his claim as is

previously described, have to luruo.h proof that he pro¬
vided the minor with the property therein mentioned, that
the minor died without paying for such property, aud that
he, the parent or guardian, i» entitled to payment for it by
his having furnished the same.

The sixth section of the law enacts
"That ill all instances where any pet son, other than a

minor, has been or shall be engaged in the militrry service
aloresaid, and has been or shall be provided with a horse oi

equipments, ur with military accoutrements, by any person,
the owner thereof, who has risked or ahall take the risk oi

such horse, equipments, or military accoutrements on

himselrj and the same has hern or shall be lost, captured,
destroyed, or abandoned, iu the gianm-r before mentioned.
such owner shall be allowed pay therefor, on making prooi.
as iu other cuties. and the further proof that he is entitled
thereto by having furnished the same und having taken the
risk on himself."
Besides the testimony in support of his claim herein be.

fore required, every such owutr thereof will have to prove
that he did provide the horse, equipments, or military ac¬
coutrements therein mentioned, and took the risk thertoj
on himself, ami that lie is entitled to pay therefor, by hav¬
ing^ furnished the same and taken the risk thereof on him
self; und this proof should be contained in a deposition
of the person who had been so provided by him with such
horse, equipments, or military accoutrements.

Third class ot Cases.
The seventh section of the law enacts:
'.That iu ail cases where horses have been condemned

by a board of officers, oji account of their unfitness for
service, in couscqueiice of the Government failing lo supply
lorage, all Mich horses and their equintute shall be allowed
and paid for, whenever the facts shall be proven by iegai
aud satisfactory evidence, whether oral or written, that
such condemued horse and the equipage was turned ovei
to a quarterinuster of the army, whether any receipt wat

given aud produced or uot."
To establish a claim under thin provision the claimant

must adduce the evidence of the witnesses mentioned under
the head of first class of cases,'satisfactorily proving that
the property therein described was. while in the military
service of ihe United States, condemned by a board of
officer* on account oftheir being rendered unfit for service
in consequence of the Government failing to supply forage,
and that such property was turned over to a quariermatdet
of the United Statea army, explaining when the claimant
was remounted, Ac., as required in said first claps of Case*

In no case can the production of the evidence previously
described be dispensed with, unless the impracticability ot

producing it be clearly proved, and then the nearest and
best other evidence of which the case is susceptible must

le furnished in lieu thereof.
Every claim must be accompanied by a deposition of the

claimaut. "declaring that he has uot received from any
afficer or agent of the United Statea any horse or horses
equipage, accoutrements, mule, wagon, cart, boat, pleigh,
or barney, (as the case inay be,) in lieu ol the property
lost, nor any compensation for the same," and be sup
ported, if practicable, by the original valuation list, if made
by the appraisers of the property at the lime the same was
taken into tlie United States service, and in cases wht re
Ihe loss is alleged to have occurred, because the United
States failed to supply transportation for the horse, and the
owner was compelled by the order of his commanding
officer to embark and leave him, as provided fi»r in the
first section of the law the affidavid of the claimant must,
iu addition to tlie declaration above mentioned, declar
that he did, inalbedicuce to the order of his oflict r, leave

said horse and equipage, and that he never sold or otlor
wise disposed of the said Nbrse or equqmge, and never re¬

ceived any compensation for said horse or equipage Irom
anv person whatever."

All evidence other than the certificates of officers who at
t he time of giving them were in the military service of the
United States must be sworn to before some judge, justice
of the peace, or other person duly authorized io administer
oaths, and of which authority proofshould accompany the
evidence.
