Since the inauguration uf President Taylor, the
selSsh snd Interested motive* of the Locofoco party
hav* been completely unmasked. While basking in
ths sunshine or power snd patronage, they profe»*ed
to be gnlded by certain high and momentotte princi¬
ples of polhv, snd talked much of "democracy,"
''popular rlgnte," "Jeffersonian doctrines" snd the
"resolutions of 96." But with the installation of a

new President, their feigned devotion to the funds-
mental articles of their political creed teem* to be
completely forgotten lit an insensate eagerness to
hold on to place, and u clamorous outcry against re¬
movals. The ex-offi.'lal paper takes the lead In thla
wretched system of cringing mendicancy, and In¬
dites article upon article. to convince tht President
that he would act well and wiselv in allowing one
hundred Ihouaatid democratic office-holder* to re
tain their position, and In denying to the great party
which elected him the slighest participation in the
favors at the dieposal of the Kxcctiilve.
Now all ibis Is exceedingly pitiable. A large and

Imposing party which for twenty years have held
nearly all exclualvc control over Ihe patronage ol the
kderal government, are for once dlacomflted, and lo
no sooner are their opponents Inducted Into office,
than the democracy wliinc like whipped school boys,
becausc forsooth, they dread heing deprived ofgovern¬
ment pap. Instead of accepting their loi with manly
fortitude, they whimper and snivel over their misfor¬
tunes. Instead of proudly awaiting their eviction,
or boldly anticipating It by resignation, they, through
their organ, descend to the meanness of imploringExecutive grace. They would, honest and dlalnte-
reeted soul», be entirely content with a Whig Presi
dent, If he would only Icttve them their fut offices.
Their democracy Is so very compressible, so Infinitely
elaetic, that if secured In the enjoymenl uf ihe crumbs
that fsll from the table of the While House, it would
b* readily condensed Into the smallest posslUn com¬
pass, and would cease to be either noisy or promi¬
nent.
This, then, l« democracy, tested by a IWy ordeal.

It has resolved itself Into a love of in* spoils, grasp¬
ed covetously while Its exponents were In power, and
rlung 10 with unyielding desperation, even when its
foes nave triumphed. We have rarely witnessed a more
humiliating sp^ciabls than is presented by the daily
lucubrations of the Washington Union on this sub¬
ject. Principle* appear forgotten radical difference*
of sentiment between Ihe two psrtles are unthought
of. All that perplexes and tortures the Union 1* the
question whether General Taylor will or will not In¬
dulge In Indiscriminate proscription. The editor Is
sorely agitated by alternate hope and fear. He cares
not greatly what measures the President may recom¬
mend. Even the slavery question is viewed with
romparatlve indifference, and sesreely provokes a

passing paragraph. But the question of removals Is
a spectre that la continually conjured up by hi* ter¬
rors. He dreadelcst patronage of office be bestowed
upon Whigs. Dissijnte this horrible Incubus trtin-
qullliie his mind on thla single po nt, and he Is pre¬
pared to treat the new administration with lenity
snd Indulgence. How contemptible must this sor¬
did spirit appear to those highmlnded aod honorable
members of the opposition with whoin "party" is a
synonym of "principle," sqd not of "spoil*.'1...Vein
Orleans D».

For California*
The desire to emigrate to California, has for some-

time been rnanifeated by a number of the young
man of Georgia, but for want of concert and co-op-
.ration, only a few hat* yet indulged their inclina¬
tions. That we have the right in common with our
i'tllow-chizen* in other aectiona of the Union, to
oartlcipute In all the edvantsges presented by that
ich territory to the industrious and enterprising, is a
;iropoeitlon which sdmita of no doubts or legal diffi
cuities in the opinion of intelligent men. And thoae
of ua who wish to emigrate to, or visit the country
for the purpose of shitring the gold, which ftom all
iccounrs must be abundant; or for enjoyment of
any other privilege which (lie country aflorae, should
not be deterred by trifling obsiuele*. To be sue-

cessfal, we must have itrength, which enn only be
secured by associating in sufficient numbers for per¬
sonal security. and for the protection of private prop¬
erty against all ordinary encroachments.
To facilitate these objects, I propose to all who

ars disposed to vasiY or emigrate to California, an or¬

ganisation which, in the absence of law, alone can
secure to (hem the full enjoyment of their constitu-
tlonal rights.

1st. it is proposed to associate in . large com¬

pany, ssy from tnrec to five hundred men, Ifc there
be that humber lu ths State diapoaed to engage in
the expidition.
2di That no man be permitted to join, who la not

physically capable of sndurlag privations nnd hard¬
ships, and it ia indiepensable to the success of the
undertaking, that each member be a man of integri¬
ty, aobriety and courage.
3d That each nfinber ehall take icith him al least

one, and not more than four elavea.
4th. That each meinf»eraupply himself with ample

means of defraying the expenses of hitnsell' and Ins
negroes on the route, and for three months after
reselling the gold mines.

5th. To secure to individual Industry and enter¬
prise their just reward, it is proposed that each
member, after reaching the place ot destination, se¬
lect for himself such employment aa may be con¬

genial with his taste or talents, but the Association
shall continue for one year a-ter arriving In Cali¬
fornia, for the purpose of promptly protecting und
defending the persons and property of its members.

6th. That in the event of sickness of any mem¬
ber, it shall be the duty of the whole Association to
consult his comfort and safety, and in case of his
death, to tske csreof his property, and return it, to¬

gether with whst ho may have acquired, to his legal
representatives.

7th. For the purposo of preserving order, and
proceeding with oywtehi and efficiency, it is pro¬
posed that the Association fonn itself into a semi-
military corps, by electing office: s or leaders, and
pledging themselves individually and collectively, (o
be governed by the rules, which they shall enact
in general council before setting out on the journey.

Kill. The object being to enjoy the rights in com¬
mon with other citizens, in a territoiy which be¬
longs to the people of the United States, without
distinction of sections, it is proper they should be
well armed, and while abstaining from all innova¬
tions upon the rights of anyone, be prepared to re¬
pel any and all aggressions.
Strongly impressed with the belief, that such a

company could establish themselves in a delightful
region, without conflict with adverse interests, and
amass for each individual a large amount of golJ, I
propose for all who are inclined to engage in such an

enterprise, to meet at Milledgeville, on the first dayof May next, and if a sufficient number be present,
as shall in their judgment be capable of defending
themselves and their property, then to form a Con¬
stitution which every member shall pledge himself
to support, and make such other arrangements as
will enable the company to march at an early day
(hereafter, by tha most practicable overland routj to
San Francisco.

Manitacturino in Georgia..Mr. Bryant, the
free trade editor of the New York Evening Post,
writes a good tariff letter from the South, which we
copy below

liarn\raU Dietrut, South Carolina. \
March 31, IB49 {

The people of Augusta, Georgia, boast of the beau¬
ty of their place, and not without some reason, The
lireels are broad, and in some parts overshadowed
With rows of fine irees. The banks of the river on
which it stands are high and firm, and woody doelivl-
.les, of a pleasant aspect, overlook it from the west
and from the Carolinu side. To the south stretches
a broad champaign country, on which are some of
the finest, plantations of Georgia. I visited one of
these, consisting of ten thousuud acres, kept through-
nut in as perfect order as u small iarm al the North,
though large enough for s German principality.
But what Interested ine most was a! visit to a cot-

ion mill in the neighborhood.a sample of a class of
ma utacturing establishments, where the poor white
people of this Slate und of South Carolina find occu¬

pation. It ia a large manufactory, and the machinery
is in as perfect order as in any of the mil!* «t ths
fyorih. "Here," said a ger.ileman who aqeompa*
nled uaf as w«j entered the long apartment in the se-
ii'jnd si(»ry, M you will see n sample of the bruuettes
of (he piny woods."
The girls of various ages, who are employed at the

spindles, had, for the most part, a sailow, sickly com-
fuexiou, and in many of their taccs I remaiked that
ook of mingled distrust and dejection which often
accompanies the condition ef extreme, hopeless pov¬
erty. "These poor girls," said one of our par:y,
" think themselves extremely fortunate to bo employ¬
ed, here, und accept work gladly. They come from
ths most barren perts of Csrollna and Georgia, where
their families live wretchedly, often upon unwhole¬
some food, and as idly aa wretchedly, for hitherto
tlure has been no manual occupation provided for
them from which they do not shritiK as disgraceful,
on uccount ot'its being the occupation of sluves. in
these factories negroes are no{ employe^ ae opera*
lives, and this gives the calling of the factory girl u

ftftaiu dignity. You would be surprised to see the
Change which a ahort time effects in these poor peo¬
ple. They come bare-footed, dirty, and in rugs;
they are scoured, put into shoes and stockings, set
at work, and sent regularly to Sunday school, where
they are taught, what none of them have been taught
before.to read and write. In a short time they be¬
come expert at their work; they lose their aullen
shyness, and their physiognomy becomes compara¬
tively open and cheerful. Their families are relieved
from the temptations to theft and other shameful
couraea which accompany the condition of povertywithout occupation.'1

" They haye o good d<ra) of the poke-easy manner
qf the pfny-wooda about them yet," said one of our
party, a Georgian. It wits true, I perceived that
they had not yet acquired all that alacrity nnd qulck-
naaa In their work which you see in the work people
ef the New England iniils. In oOe of the upper
stories I saw a girl of a clearer complexion than the
real, with two long curls swinging behind each ear,
as she stepped about with the uir of a duchess.
.' That girl is from the North," said our conductor;
"at first we placed «n expert operative from the
North in each stoiy of the budding aa an instructer
and pattern to the rest."

1 have since learned that soma attempts were made
at first to induce the poor white people to work side
by sido with the blacks lu these mills. They utterly
failed, and the question then became with the pro-
prletors whether they should employ blacks only, or
whites only; whether they should tflvo these poor

Kople an occupation which, while 1\ tended to cl*-
te I heir condition, secured a more expert c lass of

work people than the negroes could be expected to
become, or whether they should rely upon the less
Intelligent and more negligent services of slaves.
They decided at length upon banishing the labor of
blacks from their milla. At Grnnitevllle, in South
Carolina, about ten miles from thc*Savnnnah river, a
little manufacturing village has lately been built up,
where the families of tho crackera, as they aro called,
reclaimed from their idle Uvea In the woods, are set¬
tled, and white labor only ia employed. The enter¬
prise is said to be in a inoat prosperous condi:ion.
Only coarse cloths sre made in these mills.strongthick fabrics, auitable for negro shirting.and the

demand for thU kind of gooda, | am told, ia greaterthan tlw supply. Every yard made in this manufac¬
tory, at Augusts, is taken off as aooti ns it lesves ilie
loom. 1 fell in wiih a Northern man in tho course
of the day, who told me that theso milla hud driven
the Northern manufacturer of coarso cottons out of
the Southern market.
"Ths buildings are erected hero more cheaply,"lis continued; there la far less expense in fuel, snd

the wagea ol the working people are less. At first
the boys and girla of the cracker' families were en¬
gaged for little more than their board ; their wages
are now better, but they are still low. I am about
to go to the North, and J shall de my best to per¬
suade some of my friends, who hove been almost
ruined by thia Southern competition, to come to Au*
guata and aet up cotton mills."
There is water power at Augusta sufficient to turn

the machinery of many large establishments. A ca¬
nal from the Savannah river brings in a large volume
of water, which pasaea from level to level, and might
l»e made to turn the spindles snd drive the looms of s

populous manufacturing town. Such it will become,
if any faith ia to be placed in preaent indications, snd
a considerable manufacturing population will be set
tlsd at thia place, drawn from the half-wild inhabi¬
tants of the moat barren parta of the Southern Stales.
1 look upon the introduction of manufactures nt the
South esan event of the moat favorable promise for
that part of the country, since It both condenses s
class of popalation too thinly scattered to ha\e the
bensfit ot ths Institutions of civilized life.of educs-
tlon sod religion.and restores one brsnch of labor,
st least, to Its proper dignity, in a region where msn-
ual labor hss been the badge of servitude and de-j

In (his port of South Carolina, tine# I wm last
hare, tho cultura of whoat ha* been introduced, many
planters now raising enough for their own consump-
tion. The sugar cane is also planted, und quantitie s
of sugar and molasses ure often nmdc, sufficient to
supply the plantations on which it is cultivated.
Spinning-wheels and looms have come into use, and
n strong nnd durable cotton cloth ia made by the
negro woman lor the wear of the slaves. All this
ahowa a desire to make the moat of* the resources of
the country, and to protect the planter against the
embarrassments which often arise from the fluctuat¬
ing prices .f the great staple of the South.cotton.
But 1 have no time to dwell upon this subject. To¬
morrow I sail for Cuba.

The Navigation Laws or Geeat BaiTAiN..
We give In thin dny'a paper, a very Interesting de¬
bute in the British House of Commons, in relation
to the modification or repeal of the navigation laws
of the United Kingdom, it will be observed that
ailuslon is made particularly to the commercial ma¬
rine of the United States and the principal questiun
at issue Is. the possibility of British shipping com¬
peting with American vessels in the carrying trade
between the two countries. According to eomo of
the speeches made, (he British vessels successfully
compete with vessels of any other nation; and the
argument brought forward by ihose who uppeur to
be ao well satisfied upon that point, In fuvor of a re-
peal of the navigation laws, is, that it would benefit
all the other most important Interests of the country,
more than it would the uavigailon interest. This
mode of reasoning is, no doubty adopted to disguisethe fact that something is required (o sustain the
drooping condition of tue mercantile marine, and the
only feasible way of doing this is to draw other na¬
tions into the most perfect system of free trade in
navigation. If Britiah ahipplng can compete suc¬
cessfully with the Americsns, why give the Ameri¬
cans greater facilities than thty now enjoy 7 For¬
tunately, we see through this movement, and the
hook is not properly baited to catch auch a big fish
as Brother Jonathan. The British government are
endeavoring to draw ue into the trap ao artfully set;and the course pursued by Mr. Bancroft haa no doubt
given the ministry so much encouragement that the
measure haa been pushed forward with the greatest
rapidity.it will be perceived, by the proceeding in Parlia¬
ment, that the bill passed a second reading on the
I2th of March, by a small majority. Previous to the
third reading or, at all events, previous to the final
passage of the bill through the upper Uouse.the
policy of our government relative to this measure
will be known in England; and we have no doubt
it will at once arrest all farther proceedings in the
matter. The only proposition wnich has recently
been officially submitted to the government of the
United Stutes by the government of Great Britain,relative to the navigation laws of iho two countries,
was for a free trade in ships, to be secured by a con¬
vention, by which American vessels would be natu¬
ralized in British ports, nnd British vessels in Ameri¬
can ports. No proposition for a reciprocity of the
freedom of the coasting trade between the two coun¬
tries, has of late years, been made, und our govern¬
ment have stated, in pretty plain terms, what Its
policy is in relation to tnis important interest.

If the government of Great Britain wishes lo re¬
peal their navigation laws, and it can afford to make
the experiment, let them do it, and we will closelywatch iia pperafion; but our commercial marine in
in a condition too prosperous to medd'e with; and
we ask no greater facilities in foreign ports than we
now enjoy. Remarks relative to this inalter will be
found in tho money article in this day's paper; and
we wish those Interested would notice particularlythe statement of exports from Savannah for the
month of March last. A large part »f our carryingtrade between our own and foreign porta is yet in
the hands of foreigners; and, until we can monopo¬lize, at all events, u greater per cent, of this, wc enn
III afford to throw open our coasting trade, nnd In¬
vito competition fiom foreign vessels. The debate
which we publish to-day will repay perusal; but it
will fuil to convince any one what would be benefi¬
cial to Great Britain would be any udvantnge to us.

Canada..The long smothered feeling in Canada

relative to a union of interests with tnis country,
seems now to be breaking forth uncontrollably. Al¬
most all the papers published in the province nro
discussing the subject of n connexion with the Uni¬
ted States. The following paragraph from (he King¬
ston Chronicle, an Influential journal, indicates u
new phase in public opinion. It says

"'Ihe British people of this colony are seriously'casting about in their mind's eye for a new state of
existence.' Some ar« led, partly hy the recent
changes in the commercial policy of the empire, und
partly by the sense of an injurious Franco-Canadian
domination, to seek nn alliance with the people of a
kindred race who inhibit u neighboring country;others.and we believe these constitute ihe over¬
whelming majority of the loyalists of tho country.look to a union ol the British American province,with central and local governments, as offering uil
the advantages which could be realized by n connex¬
ion with tho adjoining republic, together with the
maintenance of those monarchical institutions which
tliey justly regard as affording at once liberty to ihe
