The machine v is driven by a ste-im engine of 400
horse power. The consumption of anthracite coal
is 6] ton* per dayi to geueinte stesin for the el .-

gine for the mill and machine shop. t<> warm tie
mill and offices for drying, nuking sizing, and all
other purposes. The arrangement of the ma¬

chinery is made on the most simple and economi¬
cal principles, and the whole is geercd from one

upright shaft, which takes its motion dircc'Iy fio n

the main wheel. Oil the side of the street oppo
site the factory are two beautiful blocks of brick
houses for the accommodation of operatives, 'i hey
i*re, together, of the same length of the mill, ai d
cost the company about $35,000, exclusive oj the
land. The entire establishment, iucluding these
dwellings, the machine shop and three or four
wharf lots, cost the company nearly £000,000..
Yet, such is the quality of the goods, and the re-
diicrd cost of manufacturing, that the in I! has
run at a handsjinc profit during the tote hud
hints.

This mill wus planned and constructed by our
fellow townsman, Gen. Charles T. James, and
ha* been in full operation since February, 1847.
Though in the ptime cf life. Gen. James is a vet¬
eran in his profession. He has devoted more than
twenty years to it, and witti trie aid of a first rate
genius of his own for mechanical and mathemati¬
cal science, has labored most assiduously to per-
!. ct himself in a knowledge of its scientific ami
practical department. He has been eminently
successful, and as, emphatically, a self made me¬
chanic, manufacturer, and engineer, deserves
much credit. In proof of this, we will adopt the
rule he uniformly practices on wheu'application*
are made for hi* services, that is, refer all inquir¬
ers t j his past employers, and to the works of his
hand". Another rule to which he uniformly ad¬
heres, may also he recommended to eveiy good
mechanic. To have nothing to do with what is
called a ihi'jjj estuWiihment. a-t a good reputation
can never he established on the ba is of had work.
His csution to mill owners in, and to which they
would do well to lake heed, that the ultimate loss
of thousands frequently results from the incipient
tavings of hundreds.

During the period which Gen. James has de¬
voted to his profession, he has constructed, either
wholly or in part, more than twenty ration milli,
and put ia operation hro hundred and thirteen thou-
tand spindle Some idea maybe formed of the
extent of hii business and its arduous character,
from ihe fact that, for some three years past, he
has paid out for contracts he has personally uiadi*
with machinists, builders, &e., for machinery, ma
terials, labor, &c., ou an average of about $500,-
000 per aununr, and besides which, he has con¬

stantly had on his hands the business agency
and general supervision of two or three cotton
mills. Ad led to this is the fact that the m ils he
has had in hand during that period, some of which
are completed and others of which are now in
progress, are situated, some in Massachuset's,
some in Connecticut, one iu New York, some in
Pennsylvania, one on the Ohio, 130 miles below
Louisville, Ky., and one in Cliaileston, S. C..

Fhrsvel's Diorrnic Lights..Scientific men
have of lute years directed much attention to the
best mode of illuminating li&ht-houses. Various
plans have been tried, and among thein that dis-
covered by a Frenchman named Fresnel. His
dioptric lights are now in use in many of the Eu¬
ropean light-houses, and with advantages of the
most decided character. We will endeavor to

explain the principle. The ordinary reflecting
lights contain a parabolical i Hector, with a lamp
iu the focus thereof. Kven \> icn made in the best
manner, b'it asm II portion of the light is reflected
to the horizon. If the instrument be out.of adjust¬
ment, which is frequently the case, or if the figure
or form be imperfect, or if the surface be soiled er
scratched.but little light comparatively, of the
whole quantity produced, is made available. IlyFiesnel's Dioptric or Kata*Dioptric plan, the
light is placed in the centre cf a scries of glass
lenses, or prisms, not teadily explained without a
diagram. 7'lte lamp is a carrel, or mechanical
lamp, and contains either a single wick, or two,
three, or four concentric wicks, constantly sup-
pi ed with oil by a series of pumps, regulated bv
clock work. Nine-tenth* of all this light producedis rendered available, and is sent out to the whole
circle of the hori/ou. More than three hundred
of these lights are now in use in Europe, where
they are rapidly succeeding the oil reflecting
lights. By the Fresuel invention, the intensity of
the light is vastly greater; and if the instrument be
placed hijh enough, the light c.n be seen as far as
the curvature of the earth will permit..Fhila.

Thompson, sails to-day at 2 o'clock for Chagrei.Col. Robert T. P. Allen, post office agent for Cal¬
ifornia and Oregon, goes out in the Falcon in
charge of her mails. We learn from Col. A. that
the California mail from this city is of some two
tons weight, and that probably another ton will be
added from the post offices at Charleston, New
Orleans, &c.

Col. Allen goes out as a sort of postmaster gen-eial for our Pacific possessions, having power to
establish post offices and appoint postmasters at
such points as he shall deem necessary, both in
California and Oregon. He will probably make
Uan Francisco his headquarters for the present,
though from the natme of his service he will ne-

ce-sarily be ''in the >addle" for some mouths af¬
ter hit arrival out. He designs making California
his permanent home, and his family will follow
him hi January next.
The Government is fortunate in the choice of

Mr. Allen for this important station. He is a gen¬
tleman of education, enterprise, and thorough bu¬
siness Inbits, and has seen some service, ile
graduated at West Point in l*3ft, served two years
in the Florida war, and was subsequently engaged
as Government engineer and superintendent of
various works on the Upper Lakes. He finally
resigned his situation under the Government and
took the profeisor-hin of mathematics and civil
engineering in Allegheny College, at Meadville,
Penn., which he tilled very much to the satisfac¬
tion of the friends of that Institution, lie has alio
served some three years as a professor in Transyl¬
vania University in Kentucky. Richard Allen, a
brother of the Colonel, and an enterprising young
man, is also a passenger in the Falcon..A', I

ArpoiNTMRKTs .Among the most delicate and
difficult duties of an Administration which has
just come into power, particularly after fo long a

period of pronation and exclusion such as the

The Cincinnati. Chronicle of the 14th

instant publishes an interesting lettel liotli
a gentleman ol that city, who wlit*s f'u<"
Paris uuiler date the 21th ultimo. The
subject of the letter is the trade of the Uni¬
ted States with Fiance. With the doc¬
trines of the writer the Chronicle doe>
not agree, as they are ultra free trade. He
would have the Americans to modify their
tariff upon French silks, cashmeres, velvets,
artificials, peail and ivory, gold and silver
ligintine, marble and house fabrics, sculp¬
tures, arid wines, to such an extent, as to
make the duties nominal. In return, he
expresses the belief that the French would
promptly reduce their tariff upon American
provisions anil animal products to the same

standard.
The writer makes some curious state¬

ments, which it may not be amiss to lepeat.
He says, that at Lyons alone ninety thou¬
sand operatives are engaged in manufactur¬
ing silks, velvets, crape, to the value of
fifty millions of dollars a year, tint at St,
Etienne, a city twenty-five miles from
Lyons, thiity-two thousand persons are em¬

ployed in the manufacture ol ribbons alone,
equal in value to twelve millions of dollars
annually.that in Paris, ten thousand peo¬
ple turn out cashmere and other shawls, to
the annual value of two millions of dollars,
fifteen thousand people produce jewelry val¬
ued at twelve millions of dollars a year,

eleven thousand hands manufacture twelve
millions of dollars worth of bronzes, includ¬
ing clocks, yearly, and nearly as many more

persons are engaged in the production of
pearl, ivory, marble, fringes, artificial flow¬
ers, mirrois and wearing appare.l, whose
aggregate annual value it is difficult to

ascertain.that there are five millions of
acres of land devoted throughout the Re¬
public to the culture of the vine, one-fifth
ol whose product is now exported to the
United States.that the rearing of domestic
animals for the table is not sufficient to sup¬
ply the home demand, because the flesh
cannot be cured, in consequence of the al¬
most prohibitory duty upon salt, the yitltelle,
which in January last, was four times the
market value of the article.that hams, ba¬
con, sides and shoulders, lnrdand beef range
in Paris, at an average price of twenty cents

per pound the year round.that the expense
ol transporting wine from Cette and Mar¬
seilles to New York and New Orleans, is
no more than transporting it thence to Paris.
Upon the basis of these statements, this

advocate of free trade would have the Amer-
itans to throw open their ports to the above
named twelve articles, at a nominal duty,
provided France will admit our provisions
and annual products at the same rate of du¬
ty, which lie avers lie is authorized to say,
would be promptly done. He anticipates
the objection, that we should be obliged to
extend the same privilege to other nations
who have treaties with us placing them on

the footing ol the most favored countries, by
ur"in", that the manufacture of these twelve
articles, is so exclusively confined to France,
that no other nation could avail itself of the
advantages thus granted. The arguments
of the writer in favor of the proposed modi¬
fication of our tariff, are drawn exclusively
from the interests and wants of the provision
producing Stales of the great West. He
contends that the trade which would spring up
between the two countries, in the e-vent ol
their tariffs being modified according to his
proposition, would be immensely valuable to
both nations, that the Western cattle growers
and provision producers would find a steady
and profitable market for the commodities
which glut the avenuesof Western commerce,
that France would receive in exchange for
the products of her industry and mechanical
.kill, what she is now famishing for, and that
French Republican Institutions would be
consolidated by the influence of such an in¬
ternational trade between the two Repub¬
lics. Such is a rapid resume of this politi¬
cal economist's points of argument in favor
of uniting the United States and France
under one commercial flag, so far as the
above enumerated articles are concerned.

There is a great deal of plausibility about
the proposition, and the arguments by which
it is sustained, but it appears to us, neither
it nor they will Lear investigation. The au¬

thor would have the Americans to open
the way, and then he says, the French will
follow. In none of the propositions, which
the Iree trade party have urged upon the
country for the last five years, has there
been any offering to meet us half-way, on

the part of other nations. The argument
has alw avs been.let us reduce our taxes
on foreign articles of commerce, and other
nations will follow our example, because of
our liberality. The country was hectored
into tliis policy, and the tariff of 1840 was

adopted, but our example has not yet been
followed, to any extent, by other ijovern-
ment*. The abolition of the corn laws of
England had no connexion whatever with
our tariff Icgedatiotl. It was the fruit of a far
different influence, though we know our

free tf.Tilers are fond of attributing it to
the fotce of the example of 1846..
The writer whose proposition we are discuss¬
ing does not intimate once, in his well writ¬
ten le tter, that France will do thus and so,
if we will do thus and so. It is always the
reverse. We are called upon to make the
firs'; movement. We must give up taxing
twelve articles, which enter largely into our

imports, to induce the French to give up
th.eir sources of revenue from salted provi¬
sions and animal products. No guarantee
is offered. It is not proposed to secure re¬

ciprocal advantages by treaty stipulations.
The writer appear* to realize the full force
of the ohjec tion to our surrendering the pow¬
er of Uxatio.l to the keeping of » foreign

joverni. cut. lie s»cms to |,e a|1Vl. tu

leavormg to e«« .ipe liom it, |ie is willing to
see the U. State* direct their federal legisla¬
tion so sis to stimulate Franco to follow then
example. He would see the Aiucricau Con¬
gress provide lor the welfare of France, l>\
its legislation upon the twelve atticles named
above, and leave to the French Congress
the duty of providing for the welfare of the
U nited States by similar legislation upon
our salted provision* and animal products !
¦Such is the. sum and substance of thi* free
trade proposition. Indeed, all free trade
resolves itself into this result. The free
trade between the States of the American
Union, is the result of a distinct and special
surrender of the taxing power of each State
to a general Government, and of an express
piovision establishing such trade. The com-j
pensDtion to the several States for the sur¬

render of the taxing power and the estab-1
lishment of free tiade between them, is the'
enjoyment of a general Government com

posed of the powers surrendered. But free
trade between countries, under independent
and separate Governments, is attended by
no certain and ascertained compensation.
Each is at the mercy of the other.

But, admitting that the policy advocateJ
by the writer of this free trade letter in the
Cincinnati Chronicle, could be and were

successfully cairied info effect, let us inquire
into the benefits it would confer upon the
United States. Would they be as great,
as the Chronicle's Paris correspondent would
have us believe they would be ? Its bene¬
fits to France, we do not propose to inquire
into They may be estimated, when we

come to know what they will be, which Un¬
united States may derive from a free trade
in the twelve above cited articles.

From these articles, the United Slates,
under the present taritr, if we remembei
aright, derive an annual tax varying from
two to two and a half millions of dollars.
Exactness of figures is not material to.the
inquiry. If we surrender this sourcc of
taxation, it is obvious, we must seek an¬

other source adequate to the supply of the
deficiency. Whither shall we go to find
that source ? According to the doctrines
of the free traders, a revenue tariff, capable
of producing the largest amount of revenue,
must not be below twenty-five per cent, ad
valorem, nor go above thirty-five per cent,
ad valorem. By the present tariff, which
is boastingly styled by its authors, a reve¬

nue tariff, par excellence, the rates of duty-
range, on an average, from twenty-five to

thirty-five per cent, ad valorem, and it in¬
cludes nearly every article of any value in
commerce, except tea and coflee. It is
barely possible, that the deficiency, above
alluded to, might be supplied by a distri¬
bution among the other articles of the
tariff, minus the twelve now proposed
to be admitted free, but whether this may
be achieved or not, or whether it may
become necessary to tax tea and coffee to
make up the deficit, it is evident the tax-
will full upon classes of the population, in a

large degree, different from those who buy
the twelve enumerated articles. What

Iis thi* operation but a burdening of the
consumers of tea and coffee and cloth
and other taxed ai tides, for the special ben-
efit of a favored few ? Such a free trade
would be the very worst of monopolies, of
unjust and partial legislation. Hut, this is
hot all. If the duty on these twelve arti-
cles were repealed and France should, in
return, admit the salted provisions and animal
products ofthe Western States free ofduty, the
annual tax oftwo millions which we should for¬
go from these twelve articles, would be noth¬
ing more nor less than a bounty paid by the
whole American people to the producers of'sal-
ted meats and animal products in the Western
States. I he benefits from such a free trade
would be confined to a few at the expense of
the many. Such benefits are no benefits at
all. Indeed, they are injurious to the gen¬
eral weal. But we contend, that, though
the producer of provisions may get better
prices lor his commodities, by the French
trade being thus thrown open to him, the
benefit is only upparent. The condition
upon which he realizes his increased price,
will force him to pay an increased price for
the ordinary articles of consumption, in com¬
mon with the producers of other things, and
thus his profits would be lessened by the
very operation to which he looked for their
increase. In no view of the case, do we

see that the public interest would be bene¬
fitted by the adoption of this policy. I|
evil would flow to the country from a free
trade in twelve articles of commerce.and
that it would we think we have clearly shown

the reader will readily be able to appreciate
the consequences to result from the adoption
of that system in all the articles of trade.
The whole thing in part or entire, is a

fallacy. It involves the surrender of one of
the highest powers of the federal Govern¬
ment, so far as the United States are con¬

cerned, to the keeping of foreign govern¬
ments, and this is the policy which the party,
just expelled from povrer endeavored to es¬

tablish, for the pur|>ose of buying a foreign
market, which in ifs eyes, was the ne pint
ultru of political economy.
