EUROPEAN AFFAIRS.
lleveaiuc Iletui'iis.

Tlie revenue returns (or the financial year
anil quarter ending on tlie f>tli, show a contin¬
uous, though not very great, improvement. It
is true there is a decrease on the quarter ol
£264,093, hut this has been occasioned by
tlie stoppage of the China money, which added
£455,021 to the return for the correspond¬
ing quarter ol last year.

Tlie returns show anincrease of £1,169,-
554 in the customs revenue for the year

1848-9, as compared with that of 1847-8;
in the excise revenue an increase of £569,-
632. There is an increase of £39,000 in
the crown lands. In all other branches of
the ordinary revenue there is a decrease; the
most considerahlei item being one of £719,-
581 upon stampa. The excess of increase
over decrease on the total revenue ol the
year, (ordinary and extraordinary) is £867,-
289.

The result of these returns is, that in the
customs revenue of the year just ended,
as compared with that of the preceding year,
there has been an increase of more than a

million; in the excise revenue an in¬
crease of hiore than half a million; in
the revenue from stamps a decrease,
of nearly- two-thirds of a million; and
in all other branches of revenue, incon¬
siderable variations.in a downward direc¬
tion in all of them except the crown lands.
The customs revenue is obviously recover¬

ing with most rapidity from its depression.
This n altogether satisfactory, and shows
that the country is slowly but, we trust,
surely recovering from the. depression of the
disastrous years of 1846-7.

Commercial Mmicri.

The Hank of England returns during the
last fornight show the jreneral business of
the institution to be in a normal state. The
bullion in the vaults is about £15,300,000;
so that any drain which may arise from the
United States, in order to correct the pre¬
sent inequality of the exchanges, may be
amply met without any present alarm being
excited that the efflux of bullion can piwsi-
bly revive the circumstances of Octol»er,
184#'. Considering the new imports of Iml-
lion from California, it can scarcely he a

mutter of supprise thai some portion of it
.should find its way from hence to the United
States. Money lias somewhat incicated in
vahie; the lowest bank rate is 3 per cent.,
hut with private banks the best bills can lie
dene at about 2 1-2 ]ier cent. The April
dividends now due will probably keep it
about the present value. There is still an

uneasy feeling respecting the threatened
hostilities in the Noith of Europe; but if the
.Danish quarrel could be adjusted, nothing
material would stand in the way of a perma¬
nent prosperity in commercial affairs. The
Hoard of Trade returns, ending 5th ol
March last, exhibit very satisfactory proofs
of the commerce of the country having now

returned to a. prosperous condition. The
exports of tha two first months of 1849
show an improvement upon those of last
year, which is satisfactory, as they were the
two month) preceding the French levolu¬
tion. The impoit of coffee seems to have
enormously increased, the excess being
mainly foreign. In the two months of 1848
only 410,000' lbs. of foreign coffee were im¬
ported, whilst, during the same period in the
present yea; [lie quantity of foreign impoifed
was 3,200/>80 lb:;. The ini|iortation ol
breadstuff* ( ontinues upon a gigantic scale,
and the same may be said of all kinds oi
provisions. The imports of cotton wool
have increased from 3,148,000 lbs. in the
two months of last year, to 4,173,000 lb*
in the same period of 1849. The quanti¬
ties of ah.iost all duty-paid articles used foi
home consumption have increased, escep
a slight flailing otf in tea. The weekly ac¬
counts of the Bank of France show u pro

fressive improvement of the trade ol Paris

MluUtrrUi Navigation Dill*
The Government Navigation Bill has un-

dergone a very material change since our
last. In order that our readers may unJer-
stand clearly the exact position of this im¬
portant measure, we may here repeat that
the principle of the Government plan for
removing, with the least inconvenience, the
present anomalies and restrictions on British
shipping, was based upon a reseived right
"to retaliate" upon those foreign nations,
which, after the bill was in operation, re¬

fused to concede those advantages to our

trade which we freely accorded to them
Mr. Gladstone, disapproving of this reserved
right of retaliation, which he thought would
involve our Government in perpetual dis¬
putes with foreign nations, had a pet scheme
ot his own to effect the object which the free
traders Fought to accomplish, and the right
honorable gentleman has now propounded
his views. He proposed to divide the, law
into two branches; the one to apply to our

foreigu trade, and the other to smbrice our

colonial and coasting trade; and to'make our

bargain with foreign countries "conditional"
upo.j their granting equivalent advantages to
uur own. Sir. Bouverie had a third plan to
secure reciprocity in a way which nearly all
paities deemed impracticable.namely, by
our restrictions being only removed nfitr a

declaration that the British trade was exempt
from .similar restrictions in any foreign conn-

try. The "most favored nation" clause ren¬

dered this impossible, and only 1.r> members
supported Mr. Bouverie's amendment,
whilst 132 voted for its rejection. We,
therefore, dismiss his plan frim further con¬

sideration; and it will be seen that, after all,
the pinch ol the question was, what and
how much we should give up to the Ameri¬
cans to induce them to make corresponding
concessions. It was frankly avowed that if
they would "give up alt," namely, their
coasting trade even,'in return for our colo¬
nial, and intercolonial, and coasting trade to¬
gether, that in the end we should not be
losers. But Mr. 'Gladstone and the free
traders have found that they were too san¬

guine. The. last arrival from the U. States
shows that the Americans are quite averse to
the project of giving up their coasting trade
precisely as we have all along intimated in the
European Times. They ask us to give up
the long voyage, for which they will give
us in return the ight of sending European
and Asiatic produce in British ships to the
United States from our shores; but what
they propose to give us in return for our co¬

lonial trade does not appear. It is easy to

miticipate the consequence of the refusal ot
the cabinet of Washington tp ratify the pro¬
mise held out to us last year by Mr. Ba:
r;roft, " il you will do all we will do all,"
¦which we, at the hazard of giving umbrage
to many of our .readers, stated distinctly
would not be sanctioned by Congress. The
idea of opening the coasting trade ol tin-
United States and the British islands to each
nation respectively, must, therefore, be
abandoned for the present. Mr. Labou-
chere, under the plea that the difficulties to
which we alluded in our last number.re¬
specting carrying duty-paid tobacco, coast¬
wise for instance.are found to be insupera¬
ble in practice, has withdrawn the whole of
the clauses having reference to the coasting
trade; and the Navigation Bill now stands
in much the same position as it did last year
as respects its actual provisions, but with a

reduced majority in its lavor in the House of
Commons. Whether Mr. Gladstone has
been influenced by the reported refusal ol
the Americans to yield up their coasting
trade, which at once demolishes his " con¬

ditional" scheme, or whether he finds it
otherwise impracticable, ,and likely to em¬

barrass the Government if pressed upon the
Commons, certain it is that he has with¬
drawn his proposition, and, as might have
been expected, the Protectionist party have
loudly ridiculed the signal failure of both
the Government and the " conditional"
plans so far as they have been relinquished.
The bill has gone through the committee,
and the third reading is fixed for an early
da)- after the Easter recess. Another strug¬
gle will then take place. The Peelites, if
there is such a party, or, at any rate, that
body which Mr. Gladstone represents on

this question, are now in unison with the
Government; but the Protectionists will
muster their whole strength upon the. next
division and if lliey increase or even main¬
tain their large minority, the ultimate fate
of tlje measure in the Upper House may be
easily conjectured, when it is remembered
that the opinion of the Lords has been al¬
ready expressed against the proposed altera¬
tions'. Whether the Lords will attempt to

modify and improve the bill, or whether
they will throw it out .altogether, wilf, as we

have already said, depend upon the issue ol
the final contest in the House of Commons.

Irlata Aflr»lr».

No one can reproach the British Parlia¬
ment for inattention to the state ol Ireland.
Three-fourths of the time ol the House ol
Commons during the present session have

r been devoted to Irish alfairs, and the last
week has produced from Sir Robert Peel
and other m embers some of the best speech¬
es ever made upon the great problem of re¬

generating t'Jmt unhappy country. Mr.
Bright, hv mrineansa favorite in the House
of Commons, bis also delivered a masterly
and admired o.-ation ; but with all this com¬

bination of shifting talent we seek in vair
for any practical p^an which is at all likely
t0 redeem the depressed tortunes of the sis-
ter country. Sir Robert Peel has lurthei
developed, still in » very vaguemanner, hi:

first, whence are the funds to be derived

and secondly, this commission, is it to be
voluntary or compulsory J If voluntary, it,
is self-evident that the parties who cling to
the land, whether the starving potato-grow¬
ing cottier or the impoverished embarrassed
landlord, will set at nought any Crown com¬

mission. In fact, the Crown has not the
power, by our constitution, to do anything
more than inquire, and even this right was

successfully resisted when assumed by the
Municipal Corporation Commission; and if
it were proposed to give a parliamentary
sanction to such a commission, we ask Sir
Robert Peel whether the Parliament, which
»ith the greatest difficulty passed the Encum¬
bered Estates Act, would consent to "seize,"
as Mr. Bright acutely said, the land which
is embraced under the denomination of the
distressed districts. But we will suppose,
that which we deem next to impossible, that
Parliament conferred despotic powers, and
that it was determined to govern Ireland,
and arbitrarily dispose ol her land* bv the
most summary process. What is to be done
with the people ? It is the surplus starving
population in many districts which so redu¬
ces the value of the land, superadded to the
incumbrances of the mortgagees, whose equi¬
table rights must be respected in some de¬
gree, that, even at a free gift, capitalists
would not become saddled with the proprie¬
torship. We are afraid that Mr. Bright is
but too correct whcn'be says that the pro¬
ject ol a commission in its present form is
impracticable. How can a parliamentary
title exclude the entails on the land ? No
doubt a great deal may be done by simpli¬
fying the processes of the Court of Chance¬
ry ; buPwe do not see how the private rights
of real owners are to be set aside. Mr.
Bright again thinks that there has been emi¬
gration enough, and that labor is actually
wanted to till the soil in many parts ol the
country. At any rate, if it were known
that Government was ready to take the cost
of emigration upon themselves, the funds
which are now transmitted from America to
aid the voluntary emigration going on would
be at once stopped, and the imperial exche¬
quer would be drained of the last farthing to
aid the emigration of those whose labor in
many districts is so absolutely needed to till
the soil. Sir Robert Peel's plan also re¬

quires an immense'outlay of public money ;
and will Irishmen ever be induced to work
industriously in cultivating the land under the
supervision-ol the master, who will have his
value of labor tor his money, whilst Govern¬
ment officials will furnish him with the means

of subsistence with the least possible bodily
etfmt. It is well stated that Ireland reqiir.'s
three thing*.repose from angry dilferences
and divisions ; capital and labor; and, third¬
ly, private individual exeition. Our own

opinion is that the greatest ol these is "pri¬
vate individual exeition." Legislation may
give security ; but unless the people of Ire¬
land are stimulated by some means to (xert

themselves, we shall almost despair ol their
regeneration in our time. Sir Robert Peel
says properly that he dreads the success of
the potato sowing during the present season

lest it should again lull all parties into a tem¬
poral but fatal security in 1851. All clas¬
ses, however, cling to the potato as their on¬

ly salvation, and the precariousness arising
out of this infatuation is but too dangerous.
In the debates "the rat ein aid" was almost
lost sight of in the consideration of more

important points. A very important step
has been taken by the Lords' committee,
who have rejected the principle of the "rate
in aid" in a series of resolutions. It is clear
that Ministers do not care much in what way
the money i9 raised ; and, as we before said,
if an income-tax in Ireland is preferred, the
Government would not object. But we feel
quite sure that the people in the towns of
Ireland would. The expense alone of col¬
lecting an income-tax would exceed the whole
"rate in aid" throughout all Ireland, and the
Irish must be taught that the imperial exche¬
quer cannot be further resorted to. The
amendment to throw out the bill was rejected
on Tuesday by a majority of 193 to 138,
and the Government bill was read a second
time. It is not improbable that during the
recess some modification of the views of
Ministers may take place ; but as it is appa¬
rent to every one that thousands in Ireland
will not live to see an August sun unless re¬

lief is afforded them, the whole contest is
confined to the question how the money is
to be raised. They who now object to the
"rate in aid" will find, we fear, a much
greater grievance in an "inquisitorial" in¬
come-tax.

Continental

When we last addressed our readers war
was impending in the north of Italy, and we
were anticipating that either the Aurtnans
or the Piedmontese would cross the 1 icino

boundary, in either case that the ruin of
Charles Albeit was imminent. In a brief

fortnight lie has fought and has been con¬

quered, and is now an abdicated King.an
exile in Palis. The Austrian- passed the
Ticino simultaneously with the Piedmon¬
tese- the latter, however, speedily fell back.
Three successive battles ensued; in the two
latter, on the plains of Vercelli, the Austn¬
ans were completely victorious. 1 he last
battle, on the 24th ult., the main army ot
the Austrians, some fifty thousand strong,
encountered Charles Albert at Olango, near

Novara. The Piedmontese appeared to have
been of more than equal force. The battle
was fought with terrible obstinacy; and al¬
though we hear from many quarters that the
Italians shrunk the contest, certain it is th^t
Charles Albert behaved with the most disr
tincuished bravery. Finding the day going
against him he seems to have sought^everyoppoitunity to meet his death on the battle¬
field . and whatever may be the verdict ot
history as to his past conduc*, certain it is
that nothing graced his public life so much as
the last act, and his quitting it Th«*-Aus-
tiians having completely routed the Pied¬
montese, and driven them to the mountain*,
Charles Albert abdicated the throne in favor
of his son, Victor Emmanuel, and flags ot
truce being sent to the Austrian camp, Mar¬
shal Radetzky ut once acceded to an armis¬
tice. The new King pledges himselt to con¬
clude a treaty of peace; to disband ten mil¬

itary corps of Hungarians, Poles and Lom¬
bards, who are to receive an amnesty ; ten
thousand Austiians are to occupy the terri¬
tory comprised between the Po, the Ticino,
and Sesia, and tlie garrison of Alessandria
is to be half Austiians and halt Piedmon¬
tese. The Sardinian troops are to evacuate
all.the territoiies which previous to the war

did not belong to Piedmont, and the Sardi¬
nian fleet is to quit the Adriatic Other
minor points are determined ; and the Aus¬
trian*, who had Turin open to them, have
magnanimously foi borne to take advan ages
which might have provoked the .usceptibili-ties of France. Charles Albert fled to I ranee,
and is, in fact, in Paris with his mother, the
Princess of Car.ignan. Little is known of
the Gen. Chezanowsky, who led the Pied¬
montese; but his extending his force some

fifty leagues left no doubt but that the Aus¬
trian would come down in a body and cut
I,is army in two.
