The Union threatens (ien. Taylor with

the vengeance-of the. Democratic party, il I
he dare persist in purifying the federal offi-1
cial corps It bids liim cease his praise¬
worthy effort* Co restore the personnel of the
Government, to its original purity, and ac¬

companies its commands with an insulting
tone of defiance. It dares him to proceed a

step further, in the prosecution of his just
purpose, to purge the federal offices of faith¬
less, incompetent, dishonest ;md untrust¬

worthy incumbents, if those incumbents be
Democrats. It points to the election of
Democratic Representatives to Congress
fiom Connecticut and Virginia, as the pop¬
ular response of the determination of the old
Hero, to execute bis inaugural pledge in
relation to appointments.

He is not to be hur-
lied bv the honest or intemperate zeal of
friends, to do any public act hastily, with¬
out sufficient consideration; nor is he to be
hindred from doing what he resolves upon,
after due deliberation, by the threatenings
of his opponents.

In this connexion, wc refer to a very sen-

sibl« article, elsewhere, Itom the New V«r*

Tribune, upon the subject of the influence
ot members of Congress in giving a bias or

direction to the acts of the appointing power,
Though we do not agiee with all the jjoai-
tions, assumed by the writer ol that article,
we think, .that, in the main, there is a good
deal of force in the objections, which are

laised, to permitting an undue influence to
be exercised by members of Congress, in
controlling or directing appointments of pub¬
lic officers. While General Taylor will
not allow himself to be cajoled or threatened
into acts, by his opponents, he is the. last
man in the world, to be nnduly influenced
by his friends, whether thev be in or out oi

Congress. We do not agree with the Tri¬
bune, that the Executive ought to make his
appointments of Federal officers, entirely
above and beyond and without the opinions
or advice of members of Congress There is
not, of necessity, a corrupting influence exert¬
ed over the Executive, because the members
of Congress are consulted or are allowed to
be heard, in the selections ol Federal officers
witj^n their bailiwick Not does it follow,
therefore, that the members, so advising,
should become or da become the creatures
ot the Executive. We know that the policy

of past Executives lias tended to convert
this just relation, between tlie appointing
power and the legislative, individually, into
a corrupt power, which has been used for
oppressing the nation by the enactment ol
laws at the dictation of the President ; but
there is no danger that any such result will
lollow, or indeed, can follow the policy of
General Taylor iii regard to the relations,
that, he has prorluiined, shall subsist be¬
tween him anil the legislative, while he is
President Krrois inay be committed in
depending too confidently upon the advice
of members of Congress, in the exercise of
the appointing power, ami those errors may
be the result of honest judgment oil the part
of the advisers ; but, it it should ever be
fuund that the appointing power lias been
purposely misled, the oppoitunity for tnis-
leading will never again be a Horded, Hon¬
esty is the best policy, and We, predict, that
before General TaVlorV Administration is
a year old, false friends.if there lie anv

such- and open enemies, will be satisfied,
that nothing is to be gained in their inter¬
course with General Taylor, public or pri¬
vate, bv departing from the practice of that
old-fashioned truism.
To the t 'nion, then, and to all who may

feel disposed to pursue the tactics of that
journal, we have only to say, in conclusion,
that no threatening^, no cajolings, no device
of any kind will induce General Tayi.or to
deviate from the honest and straightforward
course of administrative policy, he has laid
down for his guidance.

of this Board.
* Every memorial so filed must be addressed to the
Commissioners, and must set forth minutely and
particularly the facta and circumstances whence the
right to prefer such claim is derived to the claimant,
and it must be verified by his oath or uftirmution.
And, in older that the claimants may be apprized

of what is considered necessary to be averred in eve¬
ry such memorial before the same will be received

Ordered, Thar in every such memorial it shall be

tlfieil by him that such is the case. The credibility
of the affiant or deponent, if known to such magis-
trate, or other person authorized to take such testi-
mony, must be certified by hint, and if not known,
must be certified on the same paper upon oath by
some otlier person known to such magistrate having
no interest in such claim, and not being the sgent or

attorney of any person having such interest, whu*e
credibility must b* certified by such magistrate. The
deposition must be reduced to writing t»v the person
taking thc'»ame, or by some person in his presence

2. Depoel lions taken In any city, port, or placewithout the llinltn ol' the I'nlted Stuit-fl, may be tu
ken before-tiny ronaul or other public Irll officer ol
the United Siaihi resident in such eity, uorl. orplace, having no interest, ami not Mng agent or
attorney of any person having an Intereat in th«
claim to which the testimony ho taken relate*. In
ail other caaea, whether in the United States or in
any foreign place, the right of the person taking tlu*
same to administer oat ha by the lawn of tlu- place
must be proved.

3. Every allium or deponent must be required to
Htate in hia deposition his age, place of birth, resi¬
dence, and occupation, and where wan his residence
and what waa Ida occupation at the time the events
took place in regard to which he deposes and muat
also state If he have any, and if any, what lniere*<
in the claim to support which hia testimony ia ia
ken; and if he have any contingent interest in the
same, to what extent, and upon the happening of
what event he will be entitled to receive any part of
the sum which may be awarded by the Commis¬
sioners. He must also be required to slate whether
he be the a^ent or attorney of the claimant, or of
any peraon having an intereat in the claim.

4. Original papers exhibited in proof muat be veri¬
fied aa originals by the oath of a witness, whose
credibility must be certified as required in the first
of these rules, but when the fact ia within the exclu¬
sive knowledge df the claimant it may be verified byhia own oath or afftrmuiion. Papers in the hand¬
writing of any person who has deceased, or whose
residence is unknown to the claimant, may h« vcrl
fied by proof of such handwriting, and of the death
of the party, or hia removal to place? unknown.

B. All testimony taken in any foreign language,
and all panera and documents in any foreign Ian
guage which may be exhibited in proof, must be ac¬
companied by a translation of the same into the En¬
glish language.

6. When the claim arises from the aeiv.urc or ioas
of any ship or vessel, or the cargo of any ship or

vessel, a certified copy of the enrollment or registry
of sucli ship or vessel must be produced, together
with the original clearance, manifests, and all other
papers ami documents required by the laws of the
United Slates, which she possessed on her last voyage
from the United States, when the same are in the pos¬
session of the claimant, or can be obtained by him ;
and when not, certified copies of the same must be
produced, together with hi* oath or affirmation that
the originals are not in lih possession, and cannot be
obtained by him.

7. In all ease* where property of any description
for the seizure or loss of which a claim haa been
presented, was at the time of such seizure or loss In¬
sured, the original policy of insurance, or a certified
.opy thereof, muat be produced.

H. If the claimant be a naturalized citizen of the
United Statea, a copy of the record of hia naturall
zation, duly certified, must be produced.
And to the end thut the uttention of claimants

may be diatincily called to what ia necessary to be
done In order lo obtain books, records, or documents
which may be deemed necessary to the just decision
of any claim presented to the Board, and which are
in the possession or power of the Mexican Republic,
the last clause of the fifteenth article of the aforesaid
treaty of February 2, 1848, and the last clause of the
third section of the said act of Congress of March 3,
1349, arc likewise, pursuant to trie order of the
Board, herewith published jExtractfrom Articlt XV. of the treaty between-the

United State* and the Republic of Mexico of 2d
February, 1848.
