THIS " UNION**" JOUE71AL1SM.
The political and personal journalism of

the Washington Union, since the advent of
the present Administration to power, is,
perhaps, without a parnllel in the annals of
partisan warfare. It is the concentration of
the gall of bitterness against the People's
victor, the distillation of all the evil passions
of human natnre. The desire for revenge
has obscured, and still obscures, all its per¬
ceptions of right ond justice, to such a de¬
gree, that it pursues no path but that lead¬
ing to the fulfilment of its wicked desires.
The expression of its features is Satanic,
and its readers of the same faith even shrink
back with terror from the unnatural it are of
its evil eye. The spirit of ihe murderer
dwells in every one of its lineament". Its
ferocity ia only equalled by it" thirst lor re¬

venge. Hatred.unmitigated hatred of ho¬
nest Z'.chary Taylor and his powerful and
upright Cabinet.is at the bottom of every
thought that appears in its strictures upon
the Administration. The President is a

demon in its eyes. All his virtues are viccs,
and his political destruction, and that nf his
associates in the Government, is the grand
aim and purpose of this central Democratic
newspaper's diabolical journal sm.

The contributors of editorial articles to
the Union's columns have drawn their wea¬

pons from the armorv of evil. To hurt, to

pull down, to destroy, to trample under foet,
to kill, are their sole objects, and they are

in daily use of the. appropriate arms to effect
these monstrous purposes. Nor is ir the
Heath of the political reputation ol the Ad¬
ministration, which is thus compassed, but it
is ihe death also ;.f its personal reputation.
These two objects necessarily widen the
range, and increase the points of attack,
Arrows dipped in the most malignant poi¬
sons are thus sped at random, under the pre¬
sumption, that they will strike somewhere,
and inflict*a wound. Errors of administra¬
tion it is not their purpose to expose, and by
exposing, correct. It is to prevent a suc¬

cessful administration of public qffairs, to

make all the acts of the President appear to
be evil acts, to persuade the People that the
nun of their choice is unworthy of their con¬

fidence.to hold him up as a devil incar¬
nate, in whom truth resides not.to utterly
confound and destroy him and his Cabinet,
politically and personally.
The main weapons of attack for the pro¬

duction of such dire results, may be readily-
conceived. They are falsification of acts,
misrepresentation of motive, accusation of
corruption, charge of want of virtue. These
are. precisely the very instruments, by which
the Union has been and still is endeavoring,
every day, to effect its unpatriotic and wick¬
ed designs.

Boldly, unblushingly, shamelessly, do its
editorial writers, every morning, falsify eve¬

ry public and private act of the President
and his cabinet, of which they may chance
to obtain a knowledge or inkling. If they
announce official information of the acts of
the Administration, they take every occa¬

sion to accompany it by comments ol the

grossest personal insult, to the Executive and
hi- chiefs, and to falsify it by the most vin¬
dictive glosses and explanations. Not con¬

tent with this display of malignity and false¬

hood, they proceed with the utmost coolness
to attribnte to the Administration, the mo¬

tives for its acts, and we have not yet met

with a single case, in which they have not,
either ignorantly or purposely misrepresented
those motives, in the most inexcusable man¬

ner. To believe these writers, whose con¬

tribution# are greeted with so much fiendish
delight by the Editor of the lTiiion, as to
secure for them the highest and mo«t el¬

igible place in his paper, Gen. Taylor ia
do better than a common hangman, and the
members of his cabinet, unworthy of as¬

sociation with any man pretending to even

oidinary decency. Tehse servants of the

people are titled, bv the Union's editors,
with appellations, which the poi.unrdti of
Paris would be ashamed to use. They are.

charged as being corrupt to the core, as be¬

ing utterly devoid of everyvirtue, as being
worse than wild beasts, whom it would be as

unfit, as unsafe to trust. And yet, this is the

journal that has the consummate impudence,
to advise the National IVhig to be decent
and dignified in its conduct! We have no

doubt, it will reler to this very article, as

proof of our want of decency and dignity,
as evidence of our abuse of the Democracy.
If it does, we will confess, in advance, for its

especial benefit, that the necessity of refer¬
ring, at any time, to that vehicle of slander
and malignity, does render us.but to that
extent only.liable to the charge of lack of
decency nnd dignity, and that, if telling the
truth of the objects and purposes of the Dem¬
ocratic sachems, or stripping the mask from
their hideoua faces, be abuse of the Democ¬
racy, we. acknowledge our guilt, and shall
continue to persevere in the work of laying
bare the designs of the Democratic leaders
and their venomous mouth-piece, the Union,
without feer or favor. We are well aware,
that he, who.errestle* with pots and kettles,
is apt to get blackened in the contest, but as

we never shrink from the performance of du¬
ty, however disagreeable it may be, we shall
not spare the journalists of the Union,

He has removed from office every
man whom he has found to lack the posses¬
sion of the prerequisites, enumerated in his
Inaugural, as he said he should do, and the
Union's editors have set up the howl of pro¬
scription for opinion's sake. Eyery displaced
officer is, in their eyes, a political martyr,
whose room can never he supplied by an}'
appointee, unless he bo a Democrat. No

Whig.tliis in their morning homily.is ca¬

pable of discharging the duties of public
office, from President Taylor down lo a

country postmaster, the total receipts of
whose office are one dollar per annum. The
peoplr did wrong, were guilty of a crime,
sav they, in electing General Taylor to be
their C'liiel Magistrate. His cabinet officers
are hot fit to discharge the duties of a jus¬
tice of the peace in a frontier settlement.
All his appointees, they further charge, are,
without exception, dishonest, incapable,faith¬
less, worthless, villains, importers, enemies
of their country, and better fitted to be in¬
mates of a penitentiary than recipients of the
public confidence. And yet, in the midst of
this sweeping condemnation of everything
that President Taylor has done and is
doing, Democratic office-holders.we have

authority for what we are about to say.
who are subscribers to the Washington
Union, and the warm approvers of its
vile abuse of the Administration, are daily
and hourly applying to the Executive to
be retained in office, and Democrats, who
applaud and approve the disgraceful par¬
tisan and personal warfare waged against
the Administration by this same journal,
are constantly thrusting their impertinent
interference into the counsels of the appoint¬
ing power, nnd boldly seeking to secure the
appointment of their associates to office.
This is a species bf office*-seeking that is en¬

tirely new to this country. It is nothing
more than an attempt of the defeated party
to convert his defeat into a victory. It is a

quartering upon the enemy. It is an. 0|>en
defiance of the/popular will, as expressed at
the ballot-box. It is an impudent attempt
by the defeated to proscribe, the victors. It
is meddling with what does not concern
them. It is not office-begging, for it lacks
the air ot mendicancy. It is rather office-
demanding. They come to their opponents,
whom hey daily hold up through the col¬
umns of the Union as unworthy of the Peo¬
ple's confidence, as unfit to be the servants
of a free people, and demand as a right to
be retained in, or to be appointed to, office,
The Departments are constantly harrasted
with such applications. What are we to
think of men who can be guilty of such con¬

duct ? The least that can he said of them
is, thst they are not Worthy of the confidence
of honest men. We can assure them, that
their efforts either to deceive or drive the
Administration into reposing official confi¬
dence in them will utterly fail.

The conductor of the Union, and his edi-|
toriil co-laborers, as we have already said,,
hsve not only waged a political warfare,
against the Administration, hut they have
descended from the legitimate sphere of
journalism into the arena of persom.l hostili¬
ties. One would have supposed that a jour-
nal which deprecated with so much, feeling,
and justice, too, the personalities of a portion
of the more violent Whig press against Mr.
Polk and his Administration, would never
have laid itself liable to have its own argu-
me.nls against this vice retorted upon itself.
But so it h; it has doiie so. Lining in a

glass house, it has taken tn throwing stones
against the glass houses ot its neighbors.
We confess we have been utterly unable to
account satisfactorily for this voluntary de¬
gradation of our contemporary. Degraded
as it was, as the apologist ol Mr. Polk and
his usurpations, its position then was honor
itself compared to what it is now. It is now
an ontlaw, an Ishmnel, a scorpion, a second
Gottfried, whose delight is to revel in per¬
sonalities, to show no quarter to humnn im-
perfections, to outrage all the proprieties of
society, to poison the fountains of political in¬
telligence. Wey def the production, in any
language, of personal articles, in point of1
savage falsehood, violent assumptions, and
^abusive slander, in regard to public men,
equal to those with which the Union hu been

filled since the 4th of March last. Hea'l ev¬

of slander can produce anything that sha
begin to be equal to them. He-id the < ai >
outpouring* of abuse of the several cab.net
ministers, descending from strictures upon
the exercise of the. appointing power conhded
to them, by law, down to puerile verbal
criticisms, without force or wit, upon then
statu papers, and say, whether the news¬

paper press, since the invention of printing,
has ever ulforded anything even remotely
like them. The annals ofthe lowest and mo.

abject of the Ixmdon or New York personal
press, do not furnish an example of personal
persecution equal to that which the Union
has waged and still wages against Colonel
Warren.
We hare read in books ot the plans and

schemes and measures of banditti, hatched
and perfected in their mountain hiding places,
for the destruction of the life and wealth of
hapless wayfarers, and carried into execu¬

tion on the high-way afterwards, but none

of their plans, schemes or measures have
ever come up, in our opinion, to those de¬
signed by the Editors of the Union, and r.et
forth with Mich deadly intent in the columns,
of their journal, for the destruction of polit.-i
cal and personal reputation. The flood¬
gates of falsehood, the sluices of detraction
and slander against the Administration are

opened, and their black waters, desolating
everything they come in contact with, flow
in river, through the columns of the Union,
and the Democratic leaders shout hosannas
at the spectacle, and freely lend their means

to support the vehicle that goes among the
people freighted with this poison. We hold
every Democrat, who gives countenance to
the Wa-hington Union, who support", it by
subscribing to it, who admits it into his fam-
ilv, to be the approver of its slanders and
defamation oi the Administration. He is

equally culpable with its conductor and it-
Editors. It is no trcnching upon the right
to freedom of speech, upon the ritfht of free¬
dom of opinion, to condemn a vehicle of per¬
sonal and political abuse and slander, such
as the Union is, as unfit to be admitted into
decent society. B»t, without desiring to go
so far as this, in our condemnation of that
paper's political and personal journalism, we
do not hesitate to repeat, that we. regard
every subscriber of that journal, as particrpi
rrMnit, a< the utterer of its foul slanders
against our good President and his Worthy
cabinet and the perfple who voted for Gen.
Taylor. That there are thousands of in-

telligent and reading Democrats, who dis¬
approve of the conduct of the Union, we

have no doubt, and, if what we hear be true,
that paper has begun to realize that disap¬
proval in a withdrawal of Democratic sup¬
port. If that portion of the Democratic party,
which has confidence in Gen. Tailor and
his Administration, would do themselves jus¬
tice, they would at once make the L nion

tcel their displeasure and disapprobation of
its brutal, assassinating and wicked course

of conduct. It is now the mouth-piece ol
an unscrupulous political junta, whose sole

object is, to regain pow<-r in 1852, at any
price, at any sacrifice; and as we do not

mean to let them have their own way, if we
con help it, we shall not cease to denounce
the indecent and undignified journalism of
the Union, as one of the foul means by
which they hope to carry their point, ho
far as the present Administration is con¬

cerned, it will not be turned to the left or

lioht, bv a thousand such journals as the
Union.' Our object in noticing its journal¬
ism at all, is to draw the attention of the
public mind to its character and arouse all

good, just and candid men to its condemna¬
tion.

But what makes it the more inexplicable is,
that the practice, is confined to journals of
high reputation otherwise, for honesty, fair-
dealing, wealth, and wide circulation.

ency upon the free Institutions established among us."

Resolved, Thai our Senators In Congress lie in¬
structed, and our Representatives requested to urge
the passage nf a law that shall put an end to Ine
Slave trade In the District of Columbia without de¬
lay, and also provide for ascertaining the views of
the people of said District upon the question of the
entire abolition of Slavery therein.

Jte'ohed, That the Governor be requested to for-
ward copies of the foregoing resolutions to each of
our Senators and Representatives in Congress.
