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At three o'clock In the afternoon on Monday last,
the new, swift, :mrt elegantly furnished steamer Mai¬
nmort, under the command ol her obliging agent,
Copt. Geo. Mottingly, left the wharf ut Georgetown
for the site of the ancient city of St. Mary, on Sr. Ma¬
ry's river, Maryland. She had on boord her charter
party, the Phllodemlc Society of Georgetown Col¬
lege, and A number of citizens, who availed them-
selvea of the invitation of the society to accompany
them on their excursion to the locality of the old
lly of Saint Mary, where they proposed to cok-

hrate, in a becoming manner, the landing of the pi),
grim fathera of Maryland, on the bonk of Saint Ma-
ry's river. An hour afterwards she touched at the
steamboat w.lutrf of Washington, where she received
on board an accession to her numbers, in thr persons
of several of our citizens, among whom we hail thu
pleasure of being one. After slopping at Alexandria
a few moments, we got fairly under way for our den-
tinatlon, by five o'clock In the oftcrnoon, and though
the wind was ahead, and blew very briskly, we on-

chored at midnight in the waters of the Saint Mary's
river opposite the residence of Rev. Joskpii Casbbsv
the superior of St. Jnigoes. The Phlloduinic .Society
were accompanied with their skilful orchestra, con¬

sisting chiefly of members of their own body, under
the lead and direction of Mr. Kapiutu. The .Ich
strains of classic music they gave forth duriug the
voyage, on tile several occasions of leaving" the
wharves of the three cities, pn passing Karl Wash¬
ington, Mount Vernon, ond some other points
served to enliven the usual monotony of steamboat
Irs veiling. The utmost 2eui was displayed by the
members of the Phllodemlc Society to mako both
themselves and their arrangements agreeable to the
eoni|>ony, who hail the good fortune to be present.
Tile accomplished and courteous President of tieorge.
town College, the Rev. Dr. Jas. Ryder, was the master
spirit of ihe scene, and Illsjoyous family of 90 youths
(.fleeted not only credit upon themselves by their ex-
erllent deportment, but did their principal infinite
honor. And here, we cannot refrain from exprcs-
sing our hearty approbation of the manner in which
the comforts and conveniences of so large a company
were attended to, by the worthy captain and his as¬

sistants. The capacity of his boat, it is true, is ad

j inirably suited to the accomplishment of his best de-
alree 10 BccomtiKdale his company, but without a

wish and nn eflorl to moke their time agreeable and
pleasant, a palace could not supply the deficiency.
Hut the flailimort Is a floating palace, nnd her agent
Is the very man to command her. We are sure, the
Phllodemlc Society, will one and all endorse our

opinion.
The morning of the Kith of May, 1849, the anni¬

versary of the day, when the Pilgrim Ships sailed
over the tame ground that held our anchor, broke
from the east In unusual brilliancy. Before the sun

peered above the horizon, the shout ofwelcome was
a«nt up from on board ol our bout, In the midst of
soul-Inspiring music, as the aleanter PUuittr front
Baltimore, freighted with a largo parly or visitors,
came to anchor alongside of the JlaUimore. A few-
wood vessela lay around us, and as the sun rose, the
breeze began 10 freshen Irbm the west, and sll things
seemed to conspire together to make the occasion
one of the greatest enjoyment. Soon every ship's
boat, that could be pressed into service, and every
shallop and scow In the vicinity, were in motion,
for the purpose of landing the passengers. This
movement, not being a part of the contemplated or

tangements, was occasioned, it seems, by an indis¬
position on the part of the proprletora of tho land
and adjacent grounds, where the old city of Sainl
Mary a stood, to permit their use for the purpose of
allowing the celebration to be held on that sucred
spot. The objections urged, ns we learned, were,
that most of the site of tlie old city was sown in
wheal, and that the pail still In sward was occupied
by the new Slate Female Seminary, the Kplacopal
Church and ila grave yatd. It was thought that the
aaeernblage of a crowd, would Injure very seriously
the growing wheat, and that injury might ensue to
the premises occupied sa just described. An ofler
was however made, on the part of those concerned,
to permit the use of the grounds, if the Phllodemlc
Society would he responsible for any damage or In¬
jury to the premises. This condition not having
been acceded to, It was determined to celebrate the
occasion at the church of Saint Ignatius, distant
about a mile eastward from Mr.C-t a si: ss r's residence,
offwhich wa were tlisn lying at anchor. This determi¬
nation having been token-the necessity of which was
a* painful to the PhUodemle Society aait w as a matter
of regret to their invited guests and the company at
large.the landing of the passengers from both hoata
commenced In earnest. The acene was a gay one,
and one full of excitement. By 9 o'clock we were
all landed and prepared for the procission lo the
church, when the chief marshal of the day, Judge
H. O. 8. Krv, appeared nn the ground, with Ills
assistants, many of whom were citizens or Kalni
Mary's county. The order for marching being given,
we moved towanla the church of Saint Ignatius, at
least five hundred in number. Without stopping to

give'in detsi. the order of procession, we may enu¬

merate the prelates and the clergy In attendance,
whose presence gave a novel and on exciting charac
ter to the whole scene.

Col. Ler, ihen took the slaud nnd delivered the
address, which he had prepared ai ihe invitation of
ihe Philodemic Society. It was full of pathos and

burning eloquence. Ii recited In a masterly manner

ihe stirring history of early Maryland. It dwelt with
great unction upon the scenes and ihe men, whose
line greatness, ihe audience has assembled lo com

inemorste. It took a rapid and well-connected sur¬

vey of the moiives, since developed, that led to the
establishment of the colony of Pilgrims at Saint Ma
ry'e. Ii vindicated the character of Maryland Cath¬
olics from ihe charge of intolerance. It portrayed
in vivid and truthful colors, Ihe lofiy character of the
first Lord of nsliimore and his blood descendants
It abounded in the richest incidents of history and

biography. Ii was a clear, statesmanlike view of
ihe public policy, that animated the breasts of the
founders of Warviand. Ii was rccolvrd with the
highest applause and admiration. We lake this oc¬

casion to say, w hat we think we have a right to say,
from a long familiarity With addresses prepared for

""It the remain* of une of the Governors of
Maryland and his wife, the site of the old State
Houso and the Governor'# House, We ascend
e.l the same ravlna, which the tired feet of the pll
gritiis ascended. We drank the pure Ice-like
water from the same spring that corded the parched
lips of rho Maryland pilgiinis. We stood under
the i,|,l i,lasted Mulberry, whose base measures at
least ^fifty-feet in circinni, rence, and out of w hose
decayed and decaying trunk, there now grows a

new mulberry and sugar maple We stood over the
vault «f a Governor of Maryland, which, when
opened twenty-five yjars ago, displayed tlio dead
bodies ol . man and woman in a perfect state ol pre¬
servation, i'Iioiled in fine lace and in rich purple.
We aloud upon the ruins of ihe State Houae, in
whose halls the voice ol the pious legislator was
heard two centuries ago, advocating and voting,
that no inan should have the right of suffrage, unless
he believed in Jesus Christ and Him crucified. These
are things of deep Interest to every well read mind.
They are themes fur poetry and for philosophy.
MissOrr, the principal of the Academy, and her

thirty fomaki pupils, received us kindly, and quickly
a call from the company was made upon Dr. Ryder
for a speech. He obeyed the call and enerlalned Ills
hearers in a brief speech, full of wit, pathos, and
poetry.

CrTlie overflow of the Mississippi at New Or¬
leans, threatens disastrous results. Hear what the
Delta of the 9th inst.. says:
The overflow caused by the crevasse at Mr. Satt-

viet e plantation abovo Cnrrullton, is fast spreading
Into the city. At dark, last evening, the water had
reached as far as lienion street, In the second .Muni¬
cipality, and was covering the whole outer suburb of
that pari of theciiy. A very short distance beyond
the warehouse, its depth in the swamp was twouud
a half to three feel, and Carrolton Avenue was cover¬
ed aeverul inches deep. At tlio half-way house it is
as high as the new shell road. The canal is Irom two
to three feet higher than the usual level at high tide,
and would run over the bank on the north side, ond
thus find its way to the middie and lower part of the
city, but that a slight levee about a foot high, lias
been raised. About twenty hands were at work last
evening, completing and slMngthsningthislevee. Al¬
ready the damage to property in the rear of the Sec¬
ond Municipality, by the flood, Is serious, and falling
generally upon persons in struggling circumstances.
