klng never thinks of refusing the royal as-
sent to any hiil that has pussed both houses
[ Patli t, however teful it may be
to him.  And whatever papers his ministers
put before him, he must sign; else they
would not remain in office. And he cannot
really appoint any ministers he may faney;
because no man could continue in office who
could not command a majority in Parlinment,
He may, perhaps, sometimes wish his “serv-
ants, the ministers,” at the bottem of the
seny and his ** faithful commons® along with
Iimm 3 but still he must do what his minis-
ters bid him, and they must do whatever
Purlinment insists on.  The ** royal suprem-
aey™ consists, as all the world knows, in
this: that he is required not only to let win-
isters and Parlinment do what they please,

| but also to issue his ‘“royal commands” to

that eifect. They must act aceording to
their own will, and he must declare it to be
his will also, and must back it lly his au-
tharity, even though his own private incli-

nution should Le quite another way,
