The credibility
of ihe affiant or deponent, if known to such magis¬
trate or oilier person authorized to take >uch testi¬
mony, must bo certified by lilm, and il not known,
must be certified on Ihe same paper upon oalh by
some other person known to such magistrate having
no Interest in such claim, and not being the agent or
attorney of any person having such Interest, whosecredibility must lie certified by such magistrate. Ihe
deposition must be reduced to wrltliig by ilie person
taking the same, ur by some person In lll« presence
having no Interest, and not being the agent Ol at¬
torney of any person having an Interest In loe < la.m,
and must be carefully read to the deponent by Ihe
magistrate before being signed hy him, and this must
he certified.

2. Depositions taken In any diy. port, or placewllhom the limits ot tho United Stales, liiav bo ta¬
ken before any consul or other public civil officer ol
the United States resident In such city, port, or
place, having no interest, and not being agent or
attorney of any person having an interest In the
claim 10 which the testimony so tsken relates. In
all othrr cases, whether in the lTi»ited States or in
any foreign place, the right of the person taking the
same to administer oaths by the law* of the place
must be proved.

3. Kvcry affiant or deponent must be reqturc.l to
state in his deposition Ins age, place of birth, rewi-1dencc, and occupation, and where was his residence
snd what was his occupation at the time the events
took place in regard to which he deposes; and must
also state If he nave any, and if any, what Intercut
In *he claim to support which his testimony is ta-
ken j and if he have any contingent Interest In tho
same, to what extent, and upon the happening ol
what event he will t e entitled to receive any pari of
the sum which may be awarded by the Commit-1
sionirs. He must slso be required to state whetherhe be ths agent or attorney of the claimant, or of
auy person having an interest in the claim.

4. Original papers exhibited in proof must be veri¬fied as original* by the oath ol a witness, whose
credibility must be certified a« required in the tir*iof tliene rules, but when the fact Is within the exclu-sive knowledge of the claimant It may be verified bv
his own oath or affirmation. Papers In the hand¬
writing of any person who has deceased, or whoseresidence is unknown to the claimant, may be veri-
fied by proof of such handwriting, and of the death
of the party, or his removal to placea unknown.

5. AU testimony taken in any foreign language,!and all papers and documents in any foreign Ian-
guage which may be exhibited In proof, must be ac¬
companied by a translation ol the same into the Kn-
glish language.

6 When tha claim arises from the seizure or loss
of any ship or vessel, or the cargo of any *hlii or
vessel s certified copy of the entailment or registryof suA ship or vessel must be produced, togetherwith the original clearance, manifests md oil other
