Whatever course the Democruts, who
are in a majority in the Senate, may take
upon Gen. Taylor's nominations, one thing
we are certain of, they will never take coun¬

It
is true, they have revoked that sentence of
expulsion, but they did not restore his opin¬
ions, by that act, to the respect which was

of those men, who, if he shall consider that
the interests ol the country and of public
justice, shall require the publication of the
reasons for exercising the appointing power in
agiven case, or even in all cases, will promptly
gratify the Senate. We do not see the ne¬

cessity, under Oen. Taylor's Administra¬
tion, for the President's informing the Sen¬
ate of his reasons for removing an incum¬
bent of office and appointing a successor,
any more than under the Administration of
any former President; but of this necessity
Gen. Taylor will be the judge, and what¬
ever emergency may arise in his official
relations with the Sennte, our word for it,
the old Hero will be more than equal to the
occasion. He will meet any responsibility
that faction may impose upon him, as it
should be met.

But, upon the suppo s ition, that the major-
ty of the Senate should reject every appoin¬
tee to a place front which a Democrat was

ty required of them. Betide*, a uniforo
system of rejection, to gratify factious feel'
inft, is almost constantly followed by at

tnuch alarm in the confirming body, that
they hasten to conwnt to subaequent nomi¬

nations, without looking »» slowly into them
as duty might seem to require. On the oth¬
er hand, the experience of the past demon-
btrate., that, in a factious contest between
the Executive and the Senateon the subject
of nominations, the Executive generally
comes out the coi.queror. It is notorious,
lhat Uen. Jackson owed the maintenance
of his unbounded popularity, to his contest
tvitli the Senate. We have ever believed,
iliat lien. J ackson would never have reached
t^ie Presidency, a second time, but for the
factious opposition to him iu the Senate. It
is well known, that the rejection of Mr.
Van Buren made him President. Hence,
we take it, the history of the past will be
an admonition, not to wage a factious «ar

against the President upon the subject of
nominations, let the Union think and say,
what it may. Indeed, the Senate pledged
itself not to do so, in the speech of Colonel
Jr.rrr.WiON Davis, on the occasion of noti¬
fying Gen. Taylor of his election.to the
Presidency
The country has always been taught to

believe, that the action of the Senate in ad¬
vising and consenting to nominations, is
baled upon considerations looking to the pro¬
motion of the public interests and going to
secure a just execution of the laws. It is
true, the Senate has, on more occasions than
one, been swayed by extreme views.

for, the worst may eoine upon us before they can
possibly do what is desired of them.

It would be u trifle for each occupant of a bouse,
every morning before the sun is high, to scrape tlie
dirt from Ills gutter five or six fret out Into the street,
and to gather the dirt of tlie alley In his rear Into a

heap. This done, if any one could uot afford to hsve
the scrapings removed himself, the Board of Health
would In all probability, under the power with which
they are clothed, send and have them hauled away
Ibrnim.
This process would soon clean up the dirt, and

make a clear passage for refuse and waste water;
and then the spring showers would wash the streets
and alleys and the city be soon thoroughly purified.
The streets and alley.- may be ever no well cleaned,

however, ond yet the atmosphere of the city be kopt
favorable to the prevalence of (he Cholera, unless
sewers, out-houses, and all places for the temporary
deposit of kitchen offal, he thoroughly purified, and
kept clean.
Let this be attended to In connection wjih street

cleaning, and the presence of the disease in our city
will he much less to be dreaded than otherwise.
