A1H. NORTON AND MR PENDLETON.
Washington, May 28, 1849.

There appears in the National Jntelli-
tjenctr of Friday last, an extract from tho
liichmor.il Whig, of the 22d instant, which
I venture to style the political obituary of
Hon. John S. Pendleton ; and except for
certain portions of this notice where fact as

they really existed appear to have been mis¬
understood, and therefore misrepresented, I
should be content, without a word of com¬

ment, to allow Mr. Pendleton to reap the
benefit, which I have no doubt was intended,
of any favorable impression that this eulogy
(high-colored as it is) might make upon
General Taylor.

Feeling, however, a very great interest in
the old 9th District, I am unwilling that the
voters who supported Mr. Morton, in the
late contest between himself and Mr. Pen¬
dleton, should be improperly charged by
Mr. P., or his friends, with combinations
which they never formed, and which I am
perfectly satisfied they never could have
been induced to haveformed.
As a community, there is not to be found

in our country, anywhere, a more intelligent,
high toned, and honorable class of men than
the voters of both parties of the 9th Congres¬
sional District of Ya.; and that they could be
tampered with, and seduced from the path of
rectitude and justice, in the manner indicated
in the editorial of the Richmond IVhig, to
which 1 have referred, is something that I am
utterly unwilling to believe.
My purpose now is to show that, even if

the voters who supported Mr. Morton were
made of the supple and unstable materials
which would have enabled Mr. Mcrton's
friends to have formed the combination
charged upon them, the entire absence of the
slightest necessity or motive for the forma¬
tion of such a combination on their part, was
a very sufficient reason why it should not
have been formed.

Mr. Jno. S. Pendleton and his particu¬
lar friends assumed the position that he, Mr.

This, then, affords
a very sufficient reason why the Democrats
voted for Mr. Morton, and without the
combination charged upon them.
Sofar as the merits of the two candidates

are concerned, without desiring to detract
in the slightest degree from Mr. P., 1 am
very decidedly of opinion, from an impartial
investigation of their respective capacities
and character, that Mr. Morton will make
us quite as good a Representative, and is in
tpirit and in truth, as good a Taylor man

Such are our great and peculiar advantage, of navi¬
gation lhat our citizen, will never be oompelled tc
ibstract from other investments-lhey may choose
largely of their capital for internal improvemen s.

With such varied ana extraordinary advantage for
commerce, manufacturing, mining, ship building,

Coal mining is attracting great
attention, and from the great profits a.ising from in¬
vestments in ships, and our wonderful facilities for

ing an iron way across the Isthmus of Da-
rien. The truth is, Yankees are the pioneers
of everything tending to develope the re¬
sources of this continent. They are a sort
of Israelites in the spread of gospel civiliza¬
tion. We refer to the following art.de from
the Newark (N. J.) Advertiser in explana¬
tion of these remarks:
The surveys of the Panama railroad appear to be

in the highest degree satisfactory. Letters nave been
received from Col. Hughes, the chief of the corps of
engineers sent out fiom New York to explore the
rout\ g ting the most gratifying accounts of their
p o r h and discoveries. It appears from these ac-
ual xplorations that tho construction of a railway

accross the Isthmus is entirely, practicably and that
ti e grades will be comparatively easy. Two parties
entored upon the survey, at opposite points, in Feb-
ruary. under the command respectively of Captains
L. Tilghman and J. L. Haldwin. And we learn by
their letters in the Journal of Commerce this morn¬
ing that tho discovery of a summit level thirty feet
lower than had ever been ascertained before, renders
it certain that on the whole route from the Atlantic
to the Pacific, tho highest grade need not exceed fift y
foet to the mile, and may be reduced to forty, while
the greater part of the distance will be under twenty.
Tho general features of the country, Mr. Slldell

writes, are far more favorable than has been repre¬
sented. There arc no ciramp*. " There are Inun¬
dations, of course, during the rainy seasons, but the
surfaco of the country Is such us to early ofi'the wa¬
ter rapidly, after the subsidence of the streams. The
Chagres is a lovely river, with clear water, high
banks, and frequently pebbly bottom.
So far from running through swampy grounds,

or even alluvial doiositcs, the shores are almost uni¬
versally high, not giving evidence of deposition from
the overflows of the river, but as if the river had cut
through a rolling country. There la no difficulty in
getting a good location abovo the reach ol' inunda¬
tions. and in most cases far back from tho river."
A letter from Capt. J. S. Baldwin says:
In Camp Twelve Milks trom Panama, )

April 4, 1849. $
Undoubtedly, ero this reaches New York, you will

have learned, through some one connected with the
survey, that our success has been very extraordinary.
By the time this reaches you, we will have joined

the surveyors between the ocean*.
We have already reduced tho question to a cer¬

tainty that there will bo no grade exceedingfiftyfeet
per mile, and that only for about three miles over
the summit on tho Pacific side.

Col. Hughes write as follows
Gohoona, April 8th, 1849.

Gentleman Slnco my last letter, I have employed
my time, generally, ^n visiting the parties in the
field, examining the country, and procuring Infor¬
mation necessary to the arrangement of a project for
vour railroad between the Chagres River and the
Pacific; and every day satisfies me, or at least
strengthens the conviction, that wo have hit upon
tho most advantageous line for a connection between
the two oceans. There are, however, more difiicul-
tics to bo encountered In crossing tho summit than 1
had been led to believe, when I first wrote to you; but
they are certainly less than 1 had anticipated on leav¬
ing tho United States, and would not be regarded as
formidable on any of our great Northern Railways.
Tho country is, as you aro aware, much brokon, and
difficult to examine satisfactorily, hut we are begin¬
ning, 1 think, to fully comprehend it, and to ascer
tain the law of Its formation. 1 hope to have every¬
thing essential finished by the first of June.
We have not had one drop of rain^slnce I landed; tho

river, In consequence, Is extremely low ; tho ground
dry and dusty, and tho forests have been on fire..
This is the country In which It ia represented that it
rains every day. I am also happy to aay that we
have not a single case of fever in our parties. A few
hove been sick and arc not fit for duty, but they arc
free from disease.

Capt. Simpson, an old and experienced contrac¬
tor, says he would os soon undertake work here as
IntheUnited States; and that he entertains nodoubt
that he could execute it to quite an much advantage
herein every particular, looking to climate, lengtn of
working season, and cost of labor and subsistence.
It Is certain that on all these points the greatett ex¬
aggerations have been forced upon the public mind.
For about seven months' work could bo carried on
with very little interruption from any cause, and the
absolute suspension of operations need not exceed
two months.
The more I think of the matter, the more deeply

am I Impressed with its vast importance, and of the
influence which It is calculated to exert over thecom
mercial world. And I do most firmly believe that
when once fairly in operation, it will cause the re¬
moval of the Financial Barometer of the worid,
which, It has been said, is hung up in Threadneedle
street, London, to Wall street, in New York. This
is emphatically an American, and cspecltlly a New
York work and ought to be executed on a scale com¬
mensurate with its vast importance.

It would thus appear that the way it now openfor the successful prosecution of a wprk which nat
more or less attracted the attention of the world for
a Century. All doubts of its practicability are re-
moved by the demonstrations of science, and the <

compsny at whose instance th*y have been made,
hold a charter or grant from the government of New 11

Mr. Lwbank has resided for over thirty years
in this city, where he has an extensive circle
of attached and admiring friends, while his
inventions and writings have spread his re¬

putation among scientific men over the whole
extent of our country. He commenced busi¬
ness here in Robert Fulton's factory in Jer¬
sey City, which he hired of Fulton's nephew;
he afterwards removed his establishment to
John street, New York, where he carried on
lor a series of years the manufacture of lead
pipe, and other branches connected with it,
In 1832, he patented his invention of the
tinned leaden pipe, which became an exten¬
sive and indispensable article of manufacture
on the introduction of the Croton water into
New York. He had the satisfaction ofknow¬
ing that he had largely contributed to the
health and convenience of his fellow citizens,
although others managed to step in and reap
most of the pecuniary rewards of his ingenui¬
ty. 1 welve years ago h. gave up business,
with the view er devoting himself1 whcllv to
scientific and literary pursuits. He was for
many years a prominent member of the Me¬
dian,cs' Institute of New York, and has
communicated many valuable articles to the
Journal of the Franklin Institute, and other
periodicals of a like nature. Jn 1842, he
published his well-known work, "A Descrip¬
tive and Historical Account of Hydraulic aJd
other Machines for raising Water," a closely
printed octavo of about 600 pages, contain¬
ing a mine of information«n this and kindred
topics, which has gained him an enviable
name throughout this country and England,
and been the means of saving many from
severe loss and disappointment, through wast¬
ing their energies on contrivances which have
been tried and found wanting ages atro In
the winter of 1845'-6, he made a voyage,
for the purpose of visiting some relatives, to
Rio Janeiro. During the ten months of his
absence he kept an accurate Journal of every¬
thing that attracted his attention. We had
the pleasure, shortly alter his return, of in¬
specting the original manuscript, which is
profusely illustrated with pen and ink sketch¬
es o objects and scenes taken on the spot
He has since written it out for publication ;
and we trust that his new official duties will
not prevent lnm from soon giving it to the
world.. (some opinion of the closeness of ob¬
servation and of the skill in seizing on point.
