Paris, Friday morning.
General Changarnier has placed the letter of the

President of the Republic to Generul Oudinot, on the
orders of the day of every regiment in the army, al¬
though M. Odillon Barrot declared in the Assembly
that it was not official.

The King of Ilanover has been obliged to leave his

capital and repair to the ensile of Hewenhausen..
The town is declared in a stato of siege. 4,000 Prus¬
sians are expected.At Frankfort on the 8th, the democratic movement
was losing ground. The people will uphold the As¬
sembly.

IMPORTANT FROM HUNGARY.

hold our. The Hungarians have entored Gallicia,and will proceed towards Biala to cut off the com¬
munication between Vienna and Gallicia.

Pestii, May 1st.

tells the Hungarians to have courage and fear noth¬
