Sib:.I have received from Lieut. Com'g

J. N. Maffitt, U. S. N., Assist, in the
('oast Survey, information in regard to the
results of reconnoissance made by hiin, which
are of considerable importance to navigators,
and which 1 have the honor to lay before
you, with a view to their publication. They
relate to a cove, which has been formed
since 1845, by the extension of Cape Hat-
teras, to the inlet southward and westward
of C'ape Hatteras, formed in 1840, and to
the use of Bull's Hay on the coast of South
Carolina, as a harbor of refuge. Sketches
of these reconnaissances will be at once pub¬
lished.

1. /lulteras Core lies to the westward
of the extreme point of Cape Hatters, is
sheltered from the northeast and atfords good
anchorage in lour to five fathoms water, with
a bottom o( " soft blue mud." From the
anchorage, Hatteras light bears N. N. K.,
distant about one mile and a half. Since
1845, the S. W. spit of Hatteras has made
out nearly three-eighths of a mile.

2. IIaltera.» fillet in twelve miles to south¬
ward and westward of the Cape. Twelve
feet can be carried over the bar on the ocean

side, and there is secure anchorage in live
fathoms water. The entrance with a pilot
is easy. Lieutenant Maffitt's statements
refer only to the use of the Inlet as a harbor
of refuge.

.1. Bull's Bay is about twenty-three
miles North of Charleston, ou the coast of
South Carolina. Thirteen feet can be car¬
ried across the bar at low water spring tides,
the rise and fall of which is six and three
quarters feet. To enter " bring the N. K.
bluff or point of Bull's Island to bear N. W.
by W. (by compass) and run for it. When
within three quarters of a mile of the point,
steer N. three quarters W. until it is passed.
Then follow round the shore and anchor at
pleasure iir soil bottom." " In leaving the
bay keep away until the outer spit is clear¬
ed, which bears S. E. by S. from the blufl
point of Bull's Island distant three and a

quarter miles."

NATIONAL PAPER CURRENCY.
We have noticed, for some time past, an ef-

fort.in one of the New York journals, to revive
the exploded measure of a national paper
currency, to be based upon the public loans
of the United States and the several States.
The scheme appears to have received no

countenance whatever from the public press,
and to have failed even to excite a passing
Temark, except in a few instances, and in
those, astonishment was expressed, that any
man could be found so stupid in this enlight¬
ened day as to advocate a national paper
currency, upon any basis at all.
We care not what may be the name or

designs of the party, which may be in pos¬
session of the Executive department of the
federal government, it is worth the price of
its continuation in power, if it shall be found
to be in favor of a national paper currency.
A« Mr. Webster once said of a National
Bank.it is an obsolete idea. No power on

this earth can breathe life into it again. The
masses are as much opposed to it, as they
are to royalty. Be it good or bad, be it
constitutional or not, a national paper cur¬

rency can never find a place and a habita¬
tion again in 'this republic. The temper of
the public mind will never tolerate it again.
Even State paper currency is growing grad¬
ually into disrepute. One more general ex¬

hibition of the excesses of 1837, will forever
destroy State banks in this country. They
are machines, that are in direct violation of
the provisions of the constitution, even more

so than a National Bank is, and the time is
not far distant, when Hot one of them will be
left upon the body commercial. All such
institutions are parasites upon the body com¬
mercial. They are not essential to the ex¬

istence and spread ofcommerce, but the ex¬

istence and spread of commerce are essen¬

tial to the life of them.
We have no intention of dragging the read¬

er through the mazes of the arguments, eith¬
er in favor or against a national paper cur¬

rency. AH we desire to say is, that, even

admitting its benefits to the country and its
entire constitutionality, there is now nt> ne¬

cessity for resorting to its adoption, in our

country. The discovery of the gold region
in California has put an end forever to the
necessity of representing values by paper
promises to pay. That the industrial labor
of western Europe and the United "States of
North America, for the last hundred years,
exceeded in amount the supply of the
precious matals, which represented the val¬
ues of that labor, no man, for a moment,
ran doubt, and that the necessity of some

medium, to supply the deficit, drove men intc
the adoption of a paper currency, is equally
self-evident. The stimulus given to the la¬
bor of the human hands, by the employment
of steam power and machinery, during th«
last fifty years, has increased the supply ol
the products of that labor almost to an infi
nite degree, and it was the operation of thi
cause, chiefly, that proved the baukinj

system to be an unsafe machine to meet the

emergencies of commerce under this highly
stimulated condition of human labot. The
want ofconfidence in the banking system, has
been growing steadily for the last twelve
years, and we think it it destined to be the
absolute death of the whole thing. But,
just as the public mind appeared to have a:-

rived at the conclusion, that paper money
was unable to supply the wants of commerce,
daily and hourly stimulated by new.discove¬
ries in labor-saving machines engaged in
overstocking the channels of trade with their
products without continual danger of explo¬
sion, and was eagerly looking about for some
safe substitute, the announcement of the
discovery 01 the golden gardens of Alta
California lull upon the astonished ear of
the commercial and monetary world, and
every man at once saw, that God, in the
progress of events, had led the human
race to a fountain ol values adequate to
all the increased and increasing exigencies
of commerce and manufacturing industry^
1 he supply ol gold from California is, in our

opinion, destined to banish all paper curren¬

cy out ot existence, as a monetary circula¬
tion. It is destined to fill the void chan¬
nels ol values with a substance, not with
a shadow. Prices, as they now exist, will
be maintained and may appreciate, but their
maintenance and appreciation will be upon
a solid basis. he value ol gold may fall to
ten to one, or even five to one of silver, but
before this can occur, all the paper money of
the world must go out of existence, and
when that event takes place, as it surely
will, the trade and industry of the world will
be ready to be accommodated to the new

state of filings that shall then arise.
We have left out of view, in these re¬

marks, the influence of credit upon the busi¬
ness of the world. The excessive supply
ol gold by the California region, will prevent
the necessity of resorting to credit, as a foun¬
tain whence to procure the representative of
values, and so, per force, the flanking sys¬
tems of all countries must go down. Capi¬
tal will no longer seek investment in a pur¬
suit that no longer presents the realization
of profits. But, be these things as they
may,.we think our views are indisputable,

one thing is certain, a national paper cur-

rehcy can never obtain again in this republic.
The popular mind is dead against it, and no

party will ever be found, in our opinion, so

lost to its own sellish interests, as to advo¬
cate or attempt its restoration. Let the at¬

tempt be made, however, when it may, we

shall n6t hesitate tu oppose it might and
main, as not required by the true interests
of tho, country, and as an unconstitutional
measure in all its length and breadth.

Tlie reviewer of Mii.ton, in the. Etlin-
burij Review, some years ago, asserted that
there was no such thing as the Poetry ol
Truth or the Truth of Poetry, and that
Poetry was nothing more than the emanation
of an unsound mind.

In the domain of thought,
the mind exerts its creative energies every
moment of existence, notwithstanding its
creations are not in two out of a million ol
instances reduced to form, by speech or

writing. The reduction ot mental creations
to form, is the peculiar attribute of the
poet. He gives expression to his crea¬

tions, and the embodying of those crea¬

tions in words, is the art of poetry. But
the poet must be born a poet. No art
can make a man a poet. 1\eta nuscitur,
non Jit. Every body is more or lesa a

poet. The difference is only in degree of
the creative energy of the mind, which is
developed more or less according to the
external circumstances or education of the
individual. But, nothing is poetry unless it
be truth. There is the poetry of truth and
the truth of poetry. The following touching
lines from the pen of a Cincinnati poet, is a

beautiful instance of the poetry of truth.
Every husband,blessed with a wife whom he
loves and an only son, will recognise how
truthful are the ideas of the poet. 'I hey are

familiar to every household, in a greater or

less degree, and Mr. Cist's great credit is,
in reducing them to a poetica^ form. I he
whole picce is the poetry ol truth, and the
ideas arc true to the letter, and this fact con¬

stitutes the effusion at the same time, a spe¬
cimen of the truth of poetry. With these
brief remarks, wo commend Mr. Cist's
lines to the consideration of every just-think¬
ing and just-acting man, who is in the cate¬
gory of the subject of his effusion.

No cabinet officer ha* been exposed to moro un¬

measured abuse from tho opposition journals, than
the subject of this sketch; and, in one point of view,
no one deserved it more. Men who stand highest,
are the fairest targets. Men who discharge their
duties most promptly and boldly, are those who, for
the greuter part, are most violently assailed by ad¬
verse political gladiators. The tame, the submissive,
or the inefficient, are passed by with indifference, as

they excite neither terror, nor hostility; but the
prompt, the decided and the firm, can neither be dis¬
regarded,norcontemned. These principles, which are

dully manifested in the controversy of rival factions,
or parties, satisfactorily explain how U is that Mr.
Kwing has always been viewed with invidious eyes
by his enemies and cherished by the warmest confi¬
dence of his friends. That which is most objectionaltle
to the one, being ever moat commendable with the
other.
Whatever faults may be imputed to Mr. Secre¬

tary Ewinu, certainfy a wuut of frankness is not of
tho number. I do not mean to say that he " w$ars
his heart upon his sleeve for dau s to peck at," but
that he never pursues a hypocritical, or circuitous
or involved policy. He 1b no imitator of the Castle-
reagh tactics.but comes directly to the point, and
unsuspiciously acts out hi* inmost thoughts. A
man of undoubted ability, uf inflexible honesty, he
moves onward to his object, either with a strength
adequate to its attainment, or at least that conscious¬
ness of rectitude, which consoles defeat.should de¬
feat ensue.
His stalwart frame.his Republican plainness and

simplicity of manners] are the true outward denote*
ments of the character of hi* mind. This is not all,
there is obviously a nice equality between his moral
and intellectual powers that gives full assurance that
the one will not be neglected in the exercise of the
ether.
When he once assumes his ground, though firm,

he is not immovable, though he is only to be moved
by being convinced of his error. Selfishness exer¬

cises no influence upon his judgment. Truth, jus-
ticej and patriotism are in public councils, Jus tutelar
divinities.
With such qualities, isit remarkable that lie should

be called to the present administration I Is he not in
exact keeping with all its constituents ? All the in¬
tegral parts of the govemuent are not only adntfrable
in themselves, but most harmonious in their combina¬
tion.and reflect the highest honor upon the Execu¬
tive. All these suggestions, therefore, of dissatisfac¬
tion, discord, or disrupture among them, are clearly
not only unfouuded, but malicious. Springing, it is
to be feared, from the rancor of party feeling, reck¬
less of every thing but its own gratification. But
little moro than three months have elapsed since
the present administration came into power. It is
still in its initiate state. No time, no opportunity
has been afforded for the developement of its princi¬
ples or its energies. The chaos entailed upon the
government by incompetent national functionaries,
has hardly yet been restored to orpek, and yet every
yelping adverse partisan abuses the ear of his coun¬

try, with fretful and causeless clamor against some
of tho best and most distinguished ;men of the
nut ion.merely, forsooth, because they hold,.and
hold deservedly, its highest posts. It would remind
us of Phuiton reproving Pheitbus, for his manage¬
ment or guidance of the Chariot of the Sun.
Permit me to ask, what is the objoction to the

measures of the administration 7 Is it the dispensa¬
tion of offices ?

J. C. Calhoun on the California Railroad.
The last Memphis Eagle contains a letter from J.

C. Calhoun in answer to an invitation to attend tho
California railroad convention, which was proposed
to be held in Memphis on the 4th of July, but which
has been postponed, on account of the cholera, until
tho 16th of October.

Mr. C. says that he considers tho proposed rail¬
road to California as one of the greatest projects of
the age, both in its commercial and in its political
aspect. Hut, he says, it remains to be determined
whether it is practicable, apd, if so, at what point on

the Mississippi, it should commence, and on what
plan it should be executed. Ho says that careful re-

connoisances and actual surveys of all tho routes
should be made before determining these questions;
and that these selections of the point on the Missis¬
sippi should be made with reference to tho good of
the whole Union, and not of any particular part of
the Union. His letter closes with the following
paragraph.
But candor compels me to state, there still remains

another and graver question for us of the South to
determine, before ice. finally decide what course we
should take in reference to this great project, and that
is, what position are wo to occupy in reference to
our territories on the Pacific acquired from Mexico
by the late treaty with her 1 Are we to be excluded
from them ? Are we, after having spent so much of
our blood and treasure for their acquisition, to be de¬
prived, contrary to Jhe provisions of the constitu¬
tion and in violation of every principle of couity and
justice, of our equal right in fheml Are they to be
made the means of our humiliation and subjection
to the rest of the Union, instead of our prosperity )
And, if so, shall we still go on, and spend millions
on millions, in addition to what we have already, in
aggrandizing the rest of the Union, at our own ex¬

pense and for our subjection 7 I trust not.' 1 trust
we shall pause until it is ascertained how we are to

stand, as to those territories and the rest of the
Union, before we decide finally on our course in
reference to the subject of'the meeting. In the
mean time, steps may.be taken to obtain informa¬
tion preparatory to a decision, but let us reserve that
until tre can see what interest ice are to have in the
work.

and laid the corner-stone of their aecond tempte on
the banks of tile Timpanoioo, or Qreut Sail Lake,
are already preparlug to send a delegate to Washing¬
ton and to ask Congress tho advantages of a regu¬
lar Yerritorial government.

. . ..This is a circumstances of interest in itself, as

showing the extraordinary rapidity with which, in
American hand* and under the tramp oj American
loot the desert suddenly blossoms Into life and culti¬vation; but tho fact has an additional and very
grave importance, springing from the character ,,

supporting a considerable population; that their re¬

ligious policy is one of concentration, aiming to
bring all their people together into one chosen home
that they are already numerous enough to feel the
wuni of a TenUorlnl organization; *nil tnut U
within their power,.within a yeur or two, perhaps,
if they choose,- -to bring together such a population
as will entitle them to demand admission into the
Union its an independent, sovereign State.

It forms the <«rjjatOasis of the western desert; and the various smaller
oases, tho different habitable regions of ihe nioun u u

land around it, are so placed as to be dominated by
it. In fact, this Vulley of the Salt Lake l»esid««
commanding the roads lo Oregon and California,
may be said to command nearly the whole country
West of the Mississippi Vulley. It cul,'J*®
nent in iwain, and separates liom ihe I'mon the
growing Slate's, beyond the Sierra, on Ihe borders offhe Pacific. It forms the nucleus of an Alpine state,
which once peopled with courageous rebels, might
maintain ita independence against the federal govern¬
ment, or the world,impregnable wltillnitimoundain
barriers, behind the immense glacis of prairie desert.
Such a Stale would, naturally, from its inlliiarjrtjusi-tlon, extend its influence, eastward, over the Three
Parks, and down, In fact, to I-orts Laramie and St.
Vrain and the regions til the foot of the mountains,
.northward, over all the glens ot the Wind River
Mountains and the upper vulleys of LewU s rivet-
westward, over tho entire Basin, with v"
known and unknown reclaimable nooks,.and south¬
ward, to tho head waters of the Colorado and Rio
Grande, tho fertile land of the Moqtila and/iunls,
and, In facl, ull the northen portions of Now Mexico.
Such a hostile Btate must, ol course, never be al

lowed lo grow up In that wild but all important
mountain country. There must be a State of the
Union there, tilled with patriotic and "afouacjll-
zens, with no thoughts or feelings but those of
Americans. The Mormon settlement should, there¬
fore, be fostered and cured for In every proper way
by 6overntnenl and Congress; which should expect
the rapid progress of its Territorial, or even State,
existence*, and so prepare, in view ol both, the whole
scheme of State and Territorial division of thucon-
tinent. The Mormon colony can never !>e brought
under thejuriadiotion of California, Oregon, or New
Mexico. Nature forbids it, and the attempt to disrtv
gard the natural law can only lead to, and Indeed
compel, mischief. A Salt Lake Slate, which, under
mismanagement by Government and Congress,
might bo made a barrier und cause of eternal separa.
lion between the Pacific Slates and those of tho Mis¬
sissippi Valley, muy be ulso made, und is necessary
as a bond ol connexion, a firm link of interest and
amity, between the dissevered portions. It is now
certain that a peopie-the Mormons, Wo.will
Erow up in tliut commanding region in the Heart
ol the Rocicy Mountains. The question is whether
that people is to be allowed to grow up with the
feelings of Americans, or those ot enemies und tor-

'

Tiler* is another circumslanco connected with the
subject of this Mormon settlement, to which we
have not alluded, although it is worlhv of serious
consideration. Whutever (he wishes, the objects,
tho supposed interests even of this people, who have
been ihe occuslon of quarrels, leuding to petaecution
in other places, It can scarcely be deemed politic to
sutler this State to grow up as a Mormon one mere¬
ly with a Mormon constitution and laws, a Mormon
Mvernincnt, and Mormon fanaticism, as a vital
principle, over-riding ull the necessities and obllga-
lions of cnua,l republican institutions. Fanaticism
should be weakened by dilution. The interests oi
the country require that tho government should en¬
courage emigration of all kinds into tho Salt Lake
Valley us actively and rapidly as possible, so ns to
prevent the overwhelming preponderance of the one
dangerous sect, and the unlimited Increase of an un-
fortunate superstition..Philu. North Amtrican.
