the Dead Sea:

The Trade of the KloGrand*.
We noticed a few dayB since that Senor I.o Man-

cliaca, the intelligent deputy of Mutamorai, and
President of the State Congress 6f Tamaulipas, had
offered a proposition in tliat body, lo petition the
General Government of Mexico, to enter into nego¬
tiations with our government, in relation to the Im¬
provement of the navigation of the Klo Grande.
We aro gaiificd by th's imitative step on the part of
our sister republic, toward making the friendly rela¬
tions that now happily exist between the two coun¬
tries, of mutual and practical benefit. Senor Man-
chaca deserves the highest praise for his wise fore¬
thought and well directed patriotism. The naviga¬
tion df the Rio Grande may undoubtedly be made
the means of greatly Increasing the trade between
tho two countries, and of opening an extensive, sa¬
lubrious and fertile section of our own to the pro¬
ductive enterprise of our fellow-citizens.

Mr. John T. Huglios, a resident of theUpper Rio
Grande, describes the fruitful valley of Kl Paso, In the
most glowing colors. " This settlement," he says,
"extendsfrom the falls of the Rio Grandoon the north
to the Presidio on the south, a distance of 22 miles,
and is one continuous orchard and vineyard, embrac¬
ing in its nniple urea an industrious population of at
least 8000." Ills situated nearly midway between
Santa Fe and Chihuahua. Its breadth Is about 10
miles. Its chief productions, at present, are fruits
and wineB, the latter amounting to 200,000 gallons
annually. From this cultivated point on the river,
Mr. Hugh?s recommends that a canal should be
constructed to the head-waters of navigation, which
ho says can bo done with great facility and at a
moderate expense. The fertile valleys of the Puerco
and other tributary streams below, are also said to
be highly productive, and to offor great attractions to
an industrious and enterprising people. The valley
of the Lower Rio Grande is desaribed as being
adapted to the culture of the sugar cane and cotton,
and oranges, figs, olives, and other tropical fruits.
In reflecting on the subject, we must bear in mind
that the valley of El Paso Is nearly In the latitudo of
this city, and that the river flows thence In a gen¬
eral «ou<A-easterly direction to the Gulf of Mexico.

jf (he navigation of this stream can be Improved
so that it will afford tho cheapest and readiest means
of communication with the populous towns of OM-
huahua, with its 30,000 inhabitants, and valuable
mines Durango, which Is still more populous, Coa-
huila, New Leon, etc., it mitBt become one of our
mosi important channels for American commerce,
and as its trado would eventually concentrate hore,
essentially contribute to the prosperity and re¬
sources of our own city..TV.

is recognised. In the present, as in future attempts
to form a union of the German States, the King of
Prussia is made the prominent head. Austria is ex¬
cluded from the present arrangement.all other States
are invited. It is deemed doubtful whether the plan
will succeed.
The war in Hungary presents no new feature, and

since the fall of Budu into the hands of the Hunga¬
rians, no event has occurred calculated to have a per¬
manent influence on the result of the struggle. The
Hungarians, however, have achieved further, and In
some respects, important victories. The contestants
are concentrating their forces, and accounts of tre¬
mendous battles are every day looked for.
The latest intelligence from Venice left the Aus-

triuns under Marshal Radetzky, who was preparing
to bombard that city, which wu9 closely invested on
all sides. It is reported thut the King of Sardinia
has placed his army at the disposal of the Hunga¬
rians, but the report requires confirmation.

China.
Wo have been favored with the following extract

from a letter from a gentleman of Baltimore, to his
friend in this city. Trie fact which it mentions, of
the prompt and decided course taken by Commo¬
dore Geisinger for the protection of tho lives, pro¬
perty and interests of his countrymen in the exi¬
gency referred to, reflects honor on the Navy and is
highly creditable to the gallant officor named

" Canton, March 28, 1849.
" I have been here twenty days, and we have been

expecting a row with the Chinese mob, but I think
the precautions taken will prevent anything of the
kind..By the treaty between Great Britain and
China it was stipulated that foreigners should be
permitted to go into the city at the expiration of two
years. The time is up on tho 6th of April, and
Governor Benhatn insists upon the privilege or right
being practically carried into effect. The Chinese
mob arc very adverse to anything of the kind, nnd
threaten to exterminate all the barbarians if they at¬
tempt to enter the town. We have all the necessa¬
ry preparations to meet the difficulty, and have
addressed a letter to Com. D. Geisinger, who is in
command of our squadron, to give us protection..He not only promptly responded to our call, but even
anticipated our wishes by reducing the draft of wa¬
ter of the brig Dolphin to enable her to come up and
anchor in front of the factories. He has conducted
himself in the handsomest manner, and is entitled
to the thanka of his countrymen, and foreignersgenerally. Tho Dolphin was aground on three occa¬
sions on her passage up."
Fiume..The port of Flume, reported to have

been captured bv the Hungarians, is on the of Quar-
naro in the Adriatic, about fifteen leagues southeast
from Trieste. It is the capital of the Hungarian
province or county (attached to Civil Crotia of Lit-
toraie, and is a small city of some eight or nine
thousand inhabitants, ond has some importance both
as a manufacturing town und port of entry. Its
consequence will be vastly iucreused by fulling into
the hunds of the Hungarians; ond if they can keep
It, and their independence, it will become a dangerousrival to Trieste.
"Tbaoe of thh Black Ska..Tho trade of Eng¬land with tho Black Sea is immense, and the amount

of English manufactured goods imported every yearinto Trcbizond ulone, for the Persian market, exceeds
a million and a half of dollars. Before the presentBlack Sea lino of steamers was established, the num¬
ber of British ships that passed the Bosphorus aver¬
aged a thousand annually. Vet this path of com¬
mercial enterprise is totally neglected by our coun¬
trymen. An American ship is scarcely ever seen
within a hundred leagues of tho Golden Horn."

From St. Dominoo..Advices from St. Domin¬
go, to the 3d inst., received at New Vork, state that
the revolution led on by Gen. Santunna had been
entirely successful. On the 29th till, tho city of St.
Domingo surrendered to him, and president Hernan-
nes made his escape on board of an English vessel
of wur in port, bound for Kingston, (Jam.) Gen.
Santanna was in full possession of power; and or-
der and peuce had been restored. Business wub im¬
proving.
