pttrposo of opening up a stone quarry when
they suddenly camo upon tlio remains of a
human skeleton about three rods from tho
centro of tho highway Tho locality is
about two miles south of tho Toiiawandii
Indian reservation and tho men nt lirst
thought that they had chanced upon tlio
lionos of somo Indian brave But this Idea
was scion dispelled by tlio consideration that
no trinkets wcro found with tho skeleton
and such articles nro always buried with
tho reninlns of a departed Indian Tho
bones had been covered with thick layers
of rock mid dirt and It was quite evident
tlint tho persons who had deposited the
body in its icsting plnco intended that
it should bo wll concealed A thorough
search was begun to see if nny cluo to tho
identity of tho dead man could bo obtained
Carefully removing tho bones from their
position and placing them to ono side tlio
workmen gathered up tho dirt in their
hands nnd sifted It through their fingers
After somo tlmo their efforts wero rownrded
by tho nulling by ono of tho party of a sil-

amined was found to bear tlio monogram
W M tho initials of William Morgan

who disappeared so mysteriously on tho 12th
of September 1820

Tlio initials W M however will fit a
great many names so that tho discovery of
tho ring taken by lUelf would not bo
considered of such great importance
But the scarcii did not stop witli tin
finding of tlio ring It was con ¬

tinued diligently and soon nil object
of much greater significance was discovered
This was a small tin box lescinbling a tob-

acco-box of the olden times which wns so
thoroughly eaten away by its long burial
in tho cartli that it dropped to pieces as it
was raised from its rcstiiiL nlace In this
box was found a manuscript tlio writing of
which wss scarcely Kgiuie although somo
of tho words could be read bv tlio unaided
eye Tho crumpled paper was taken to tlio
omco 01 ir runups where It was placed
under a microscope Under tlio glass the
words Mason Liar Prison Kill
and tlio full naino Henry Brown wcro
plainly visible In order to realize tho im
portunco of this paper as a means of identl
lying tho skeleton ns that of William
Morgan it must lie borno In mind
that Morgan ns soon as ho had announced
his intention of publishing his Masonic
revelations wns constantly threatened with
imprisonment and with being killecl if lie
persisted that ho was imprisoned lbr the
crimo of owing a small debt ton tavern
keeper nnd that ho was abducted from tho
prison and taken to some plnce nS yet not
positively discovered where ho was killed
Tlio name of Henry Blown too is most
significant At tho tlmo of Morgans dis ¬

appearance Henry Brown was a lawyer in
this town and n prominent Mason In 1820
three years after tho tragedy ho published
nnoolcotuil pages entitled A Narrative
of tho nnti Masonio Excitement in tho
Western part of tho Stato of Now York
During tho Years 1820-7-- 8 and apart of 1821
liy Henry Brown esq Counsellor nt Law
This book was printed in Batavia by Adams

McClcary and but very few copies of It
nro now in existence In it Henry Brown
gives a very correct account of tlio abduc-
tion
