TERRIBLE DISASTER.

Childreen Burled In the Ruins of n
Falling Ballding.

Jensey  Crry, July 18~S8hortly after
nwon to-duy o terrible accldont took plaee
wt the corner of Brunswick and Second
sbrocts. A fow weeks ago Smith's kindling

wood  fuctory, on Bronswick  streot,
was  constimed by firee, An -
,{nlnluu fenme  house  wis  partinlly
wrned ot the wmmoe  time, and  sioee

the fire the childrén of the ueighborhoml
have boen in the habit of removing loose
timbers therefrom and taking them home
for fire womd, thus wenleening the huilding
and leaving nothing of the first floor excopt
a fuw uprights upon which the two upper
stories rested.  This afternoon the usnal
nimber af children wers under tho middle of
the bullding, when, without any warning,
it fell with o erash, burying about twonty
boys and girls, An alarm of firo wis
sonnded, and the fire department responded
promptly, and set to work rosouing the
vietims. Up to this hour the bodies of two
children have been removed, Catharine
Griffin, aged eleven years, and Thomns
