The committee selected to audit the ne-
counts of the oxpenditureand distribution
of the funds rised during the Inte winter
for the relief of the poor have forwnrded to
the Distriet Commissioners the following re-
port :

Gentlemen : The committee appointed
to andit the accounts of the Commissioners,
D, . In respect to the collection and distri-
bution of the contributions for the relief of
the poor and sufforing of the District of
Colmbin of lust winter, veport that they
find that the sum of #11.7501.53 was reeeived
and that $11,751.33 was expended in a most
efficiont and satishetory manner through
the sgoney of the Chief of Police.

We also find that in addition to the cash
receipts n considerable quantity of supplies
in the form of food, fuel, cloth f;lg and 1de-
ding wis contributed and distribated,

As this fund and the other contributions
were tho spontancous expression of sympi-
thy with and desire to relieve the sufferings
of the poor, unpropured for the triuls of o
BOVETR winter, good WK fCoonm-
plished unproportionate with the meagre
fucilities afforded,

Upwird  of G000 families have been re-
Heved, and  we deem it properto refer to
tho admimble method ndopted by the Come-
mi{uimwm in distributing relief over o Inrge
fiold,

Mujor Brock, the Chief of Police, directed
his men to exnmine into the wants of the
poor in their respective precinets, and npon
renorting the necossities of the individaal
an order, signed by the Heutenant of tho
precinet, was given for whatover wns  muost
needed in the specinl ease, which order was
supplied by the merchant to whom it was
prosented and returned’ by him to the
licatenunt who issued it; he tested it, and
;I.iml it was thon paid by tho Chief of Po-

e,

By this method overy dollar wans doedi-
ented to its mission, and the strictest integ-
rity insured in cierying out the trust i
posed upon the Commiissioners,

The relative neccssities of the poor lust
winter nre shown by tho following tubular
atatoment of the expenditure of the fund,
]mul iy make contributions of wrticles in-

Operations of the Past YenrPro.
Jeetn nnd Estimates for Fature
Waork.

Col, Thamas L. Cosey has submitted to
Gon, Wright, chief of engineers, a volumis
nous report of tions upon the Wash-
ington aqueduet duving the fsesl year end-
ing June 30, 1881,  Reglnning with July
lnst Col. Casey gives n complete summary
of the ropaivs, lmprovements and other
work done in each wmonth, fncluding the
constenetion in Decombor last of o new
wooiden bridge over the waste channel at

the receiving  reservolr, This  bridge
wis o0 roadway 143 feet long
and 18 feet  wide, supported  on

trestles 10 to 21 feet in height, plneed 20
foet apart. The report covers the results of
the sovere frooee and snhbsoquont fredhel of
lnst February, all of which have been pre-
viously published.
