Hinds & Kittlo were ingenious enough to

oevade this method of protection. On the

oecnsion reforred to they
Waylaid on the Bireot
the messenger of the contract office who had
been sent to the engraver's to bring the do-
viee which was to be used to the Dopart-
mant, Thoy took n wax impression of it
and procurad from anothor engmver a fire-
gimile, which they used in stamping & lnrge
pumber of bids to be put in after the others
had been opened, and the amounts of such
bids discovered by them. In order to find
out the amount of the lowest bid on ench

route, so- that they could putin their “after |y,

time" bids a fow dollars lower than the
other eontractors, they
Bribed Four or Five Clerks

of the Department, who had been entrusted
with the examination and reecoiving of the
bids at this letting. These clerks furnished
them the information, and they were
anpbled to put in their bids. When this
bribery and fraud was discovered, Hinds
was arvestod, indicted and tried on the
charge of bribery of U. 8. oMeials. The
faots of the stamping of the bids, the brib-
ery of clerks and all transactions above
referred to were clearly proven at the trial,
but for some reason the jury failed to con-
viet—probubly from the reason that the
hulk of the testimony was given by persons
fmplieated in the transaction,

“Was Kittle tried at the samo time?”
