he statement of those nequninted with the
facts was to the effect that Conpers had
been beaten with n policoman’s elub, which
wis ovident from the nature of his injuries,
Mautz, who seemed perfeclly unconcerned
about the mutter, stated to u gentleman be-
fore the ease was reached that it would not
amount to much as it had been alveady ar-
ranged to postpone it until next Tuesday,
He did not deny the assault either.

Muntz excuses himsell for
using o policoman's ¢lub becanse ho knew
Connors to be a dengerous churadter, and he
was afraid of hix life, Mantz was  par-
ticularly savage over the fact that he had
boen arrested.  He did oot believe, he sid,
that Connors wonld have prosecuted him
had it nob been for cortain police officer
who had a partionlae spite against him.
Connors, howover, 16 was undorstood, was
prepared to prosecute anyhow. He cer
tainly did mot Jook like n person in-
clined to forgiveness unnder the cir-
cumstances, When the case was called,
Mr. Dan Cahill, who represented the
defendants, moved a postponement until
next Tuesday.  Mr. Blount, representing
the Governmoent, expressed o willingness
that the case should go over, but insisted
that Connors shonld bo bronght in 8o that
the Court could see the condition in which
he was, 08 it was apparent to him  that he
would be much improved before next Tues-
day.

by o party whose vemeity cannot be im-

tean, in his edll. The exouse for the nd-
niission was that he wanted to examine the
minrk of the ball on the wall which wils
fired when Guitean attuecked tho gonand,

MeGill, At aoy rate the informant ob-

tained ndmission to the front of Guitean's

eell while Warden Crocker waa absent, anid,
stepping to the barred door of the cell, saw

Cuitean Iving on hisn bed and perfectly

awake, When our informant looked in at

him Guitoan partly aroso in Wis bod, The
remuinder may boe given in onr informnnt’s
own words:

Y1 over 1 saw  an idiet, that
mnn I8 one.  His  appenmnce wis
ghostly,  His pletures as published fat-

ter im grently:  HG hins now & eadaverons,
leaden<colored face, pinched nogse and star-
ing eyes, When I looked in st him he
raised np on hiv olbows and  grinned at mo
with an idiotic grin that I have ofton seen
in snh{wla in insnoe asyloms,  His legs are
ke pipe-stems, his arms also, and hisbody
is much omacinted. That min is erusy
now a8 sure ag shooting, [ don't belleve
that he was emzy in the proper sense of tho
torm whon he shot the l'rhldvnt. It the
fsolution to which lhe has boen suljected,
the deprival of news of the outer world,
the absolute withdrewnl of any communi-
eatlon for a long time with any one but the
guntds, the pressnce of armed troops and
other accessories havo had their effect on n
mind nlready predisposed to disease, if not
disensedd "

Onr reporter thon psked his informant

converdation. He replied that  he partly
threw his legs ovor tho side of his bed, as if
to approach the door, but the party who
had admitted our informant immedintely
took his arm and esoorted hiim to the guard
roum, .

Onr informant further soggests that the
true vonson why Guitean has beon so jso-
luted by the Distriot-Attorney and warden
wna to prevent the public from gaining the
knowledgo that hie has become an idiot,

Tho excitemont attending Guiteau's ro-
died onut at the jail, and, indeed, it may he
sadd that it is very little talked of outside.
