Hut tho scenes In which ho was so promt
ncnt an nctor nnd tho particular spots that

have witnessed tho triumphs and tho
tragedies of his long career wlll rcmnln
land marks of history for all tlroo to come
and children who to dny formed fractions of
tho vast multitudes of mourners will re ¬

peat tho story and descrtbo tho sad occasion
when wo arodond alid gone

It occurred to thousands who thronged
tho Avcnuo to day that Washington was
favored by circumstances in being tho
theatro of great events How many mil-
lions

¬

of pcoplo from ono end of tho country
to tho other havo envied to day tho privi ¬

leged fow in tho United States who could
witness tho funeral coilego of tho nations
chief

Not oven nt tho timo of tho Inauguration
was thcro such an immenso concotirso of
pcoplo on tho Avenue Thoy seemed to
spring from tho ground as If by magic In-

cited

by motives of sympathy nnd respect
Where they all camo from was n marvel
liven allowing for tho troops that carao
from tho neighboring cities on all tho
morning trains It was still hard to account
for tho human mass that poured down tho
sldo streets and surged In solid phalaux
along tho Avcnuo over tlio entire lino of
march

Tlio overflow spread through tho grounds
of tho Cupltol and at tho eastern front
whence tho body was to bo homo nothing
could bo seen but a surging sea of upturned
faces anxiously awaiting tho commence-

ment

useless to tin ell on any osttmato of tho num-
bers

who witnessed the last scenes Per ¬

haps it would bo safo to say that oyer 200
000 men women and children representing
all classes nnd conditions were gathered to-

As on Wednesday last thcro was tho Mine

sllenco and perfect order Militiamen nnd
regulars with rovcTscd urnis tho nrmy nnd
naval escort In full uniform tho sombro
hearse and the long lino of carriages Tho
arrangement could not havo been more per-

fect

Tho ceremon ics concluded tho march
began down tho historic hill nnd nil was
over Funeral strains sad hearts bereaved
thousands And when nil hnd passed the
crowd surged homeward

It was Indeed tho sad verity of death
swept by tho rustling masqucrado of life

n bentenco which tho dead statesman ad¬
mired little fancying ho would ovor point
moral

It was Friday tho day of superstition It
was also Friday when tho lato President
was homo In triumph along tho Avcnuo to
tho bound of huzzas nnd notes of martial
music to cuter tho Mansion which has been
to him and jiis bo fruitful of disaster

On both ovcuts tho elements seemed to
grant their sympathy

On tho morning of tho innugural tho sky
was heavy and murky but when tho
triumphal march up tho Avcnuo began tlio
sun camo brilliantly out and tho sccuo was
gorgeously in keeping with tho day This
Friday which ended tho sad scono opened
brilliantly nnd tho sun went under a cloud
when tho inarch down tho Avcnuo began

Hut through tho mists nnd tlio summer
shower a rainbow spanned tho eastorn sky
Immediately over tho domo Did It mean
to tell tho thousands below that out of tho
mists of sorrow como tho rays of a national
hopo

Throughout tho entire day tho streets

were thronged with people Pennsylvania
Avcnuo was n sea of faces and forms nnd
about tho Capitol n human ocean surged In
almost limitless numbers

Densely crowded trains from tho East
West North and South lumbered Into tho
two depots with their living freight Tho
cntlro city was out of doors and hundreds
of country wagons with Jaded horses and
crowded with occupants jogged into tho
city from tho ndjaccnt counties of Maryland
nnd Virginia

Long before tlio commencement oven of
tho funeral obsequies tho Baltimore Po-

Women and girls climbed Into tho
windows men crowded and Jostled
toward tho front tho roofs of
houses thereabout were thronged with
intensely expectant faces nnd yet with ¬

Not a harsh word was spoken not a rudo
expression was mado In nil tho vast multi-
tude

Men talked almost In whlspors ant
women remained muto as they awaited In
painful expectation through tho hours for
tho funeral cortege

nny other of tho family Tho President nnd
his Cabinet nn Wed nt i oclock Thoy on
tcrcd nt tlio north door nnd were shown to
the fiont seats reserved for them As thoy
entered thoro was n stir In tho crowd and
overyouo nroso to rccotvo them President
Aithurcamo first with Secretary Dlalno
and was followed by ox President Grant and
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ox Prcsldcnt Hayes Sooro
tarlcs Hunt Wlndom Lincoln Klrkwood
and rostmnstcr ClonoralyJamcs with their
ladies Tho crowd kept standing until all
had arrived and taken their scats
when nt a given signal they all
did likewise The President occupied n
scat nt tho head of tho casket with Ion
Grant and Gonyllaycs at tho onposlto sldo
When all wcto seated itov Dr Power pas ¬

tor of tho Christian Church who conducted
tho services ascended tho reading desk and
announced thnt tho services would com
monro with tho singing of an ntithciu
whereupon tho choir snug with beautiful
effect tho hymn

casion

Mr Power said Tho cloud so long pend ¬

ing over tho nation has at last burst upon
our heads Wo sit half crushed amid tho
ruin it has wrought A million million
prayers and hopes and tears ns fur as human
wisdom sees were vain Our loved ono
has passed from us Hut thcro is relief
Wo look away from tho body Wo forgot
for n time tho things that arc seen wo re-
member

with Joy his faith in tho Son of
God whoso gospel ho sometimes himself
prenched and which ho always truly loved
And wo sco light nnd bluo sky through tho
cloud structure nnd beauty instead of
ruin glory honor Immortality spiritual
and eternal life in tho placo of decay
and death Wo sco tho goodness of
God which crowds nil Ills works
and tho Fathers lovo from which no might
no terror no relentless forco in nature no
staugeness of lot or circumstance no power
of evil in man no unbending necessity of
any law can over separate us Pcaco
throned nbovo sorrow and lovo tho bright
inilnito power over nil In tho light of rev-
olution

It matters llttlo where n man stands
In this life or how feeble n platform of
worldly prosperity In how deep a slough of
despond or how lofty a pinnacle or how
lowly n plain They look upward nnd sco
fur beyond all clouds of doubt and sin all
tlio brightness nnd glory nnd fading gloom
of this earth all tho sphoro of mans
strength and even nil tho scope of mans
comprehension beyond all human hopes
nnd clovntlons nnd Imaginings as well as
human burdens nnd trials sorrow and pain
and sco dwelling with God as vast ns Ho Is
ns eternal as Ho is as universal ns Ho
Is as benevolent ns Ho is as suroand stead-

redemption tho rich promises of God tho

havo men known such vigor of Intellect
No task seem beyond him Equally com-
plete was his spiritual life Ho approached
tho unrovcalcd mysteries of God with
deepest rovcrencc tho revealed duties of
man ho accepted withdut question Hu-
mility

Is tho baso of every virtue nnd In
religion ns In tho world Is tho avcnuo to
nil truo glory There was a genuineness
nnd simplicity about his religious lifo that
was exceedingly beautiful When 19 years
of ago ho mndo n public confession of Christ
in n school house When nt Williams ho
would walk twelve miles to a llttlo
church of tho Disciples to break
bread on tho Lords day When ho entered
nubile life In this city ho met weekly with
his brethren In the City Hall and after
their occupancyof tho llttlo framo house of
worship his placo was regularly tilled Ho
would slng with heartiness tho songs of
praise partako dovoutly of tho emblems of
tho body and blood of Christ and grasp
kindly tho hands of his brethren ns ho
jinssed with his aged mother on his nrm
Tho church was over a restful homo
to him In his last illness knowing of our
dally prayer for him ho was heard to say

Tlio dear llttlo church on Vermont avo
nuo They havo been carrying mo ns n
groat burden When I get up they
shall not regret It And when God saw
fit to nilllct him sorely in tho death of his
llttlo son five veins aco ho Bald to mo

Come and hold a brlof sorvico of
reading nnd prayer nnd ask a fow of our
brethren and sisters to como with you
Tito hopo of tho Gospel Is voiy precious to
mo iu this nlUictlon Thcso may seem
personal matters but thoy Illustrate tho
simplicity of his Christian fnltli It was
this that consoled him lu tho long heroic
strugglo with death It wns this which
was tho crown of his character as well as
the assurance of his safety It was this
which mado his lifo to man nn Invaluable
boon his death to us nn unspeakable loss
his eternity to himself an Inheritance In-
corruptible undcflled aud that fadcth not
away

Ho was no sectarian Ills icllglou wns
as broad as tlio religion of Christ Ho was
n simple Christian bound by no sectarian
ties and wholly in fellowship with all pure
spirits Ho was a Christologist rather than
it thcologlst Ho greatly loved tho charac-
ter

of Paul tho Aposllo of Jesus I havo
heard him repeat from memory neatly tho
wholo of tlio matchless oration boforo
Agrippa comparing tho translation nnd tho
original with great skill I have thought
thatsouioof tlio Paulino spirit of boldness
aud gcntloncss blended rested upon him

Ho had great reverence for tho family and
relations His oxamnlo as sou husbaud and
fathor Is a glory to this nation IIo had a most

kindly nature His power over human
hearts was deep and strong Ho won men
to him He had no enemies Tho hand
that struck him was not tho hand of his
enemy but tho enemy of tlio position tho
enemy of tho country tlio enemy of God
Ho sought to do right manward and God
ward Tlio call of duty was absolute with
him Ho entered upon his high olllco at Its
mandate Ho said to mo You nro
gladder than I am Ho found howovcr
supremo satisfaction from tho rcauv nnd
obedient servlco which ho rendered to this
ruling principle Because of it his actions
needed no explanation and no niwlogy Of
tho nomination ho wroto mo 1 should feel
tho heavy burden which It brings but when
I meet the duties of each dav as best I can I
cheerfully nwnlt wlintover result may
come leeiing mac tno responsibility rests
not with mo It was lu this spirit that
ho mot wounding wasting death and his
God It is an cxamplo that will live
Llko tho opposite mirrors in tho cast room
nt the Whito House which reflect nnd ro
reflect Images In Indcflnlto procession till
tho oyo cnu no longer follow their receding
in tho distance so tho power of such a life
will go on endlessly Ho wns a grander
mnn than wo know Ho wrought oven in
his pain n bettor work for tho nation than
wo can now estimate Ho fell at tho
height of his achievements not from any
fault of his but wo may lu somo sense
rovcrcntly npply to him tho words spoken
of Ills dear Lord IIo was wounded for
our transgressions Ho was bruised fur our
Iniquities tlio chastisement of our pcaco
was upon Him As tlio nations remember
tho Macedonian as Alexander tho Great
nnd tlio Grecian ns Arlstldcs tho Just may
not this son of America bo known as lar-
fleld

Our President rests Hohadjoyln tho

glory of work nnd ho loved to tnik of tho
leisure that did not como to hint Now ho
has It This Is tho clay precious becauso
of the servlco It rendered Ho is a freed
spirit absent from tho body ho is present
with tho Lord On thohclghtswhcucocnmo
his help ho finds repose What rest has
been his for thcso four daysl Tho bravo
spirit which cried in Its body I am tired
Is where tho wicked ccaso from troubling

Spring comes ttio flowers bloom tho
buds put forth tho birds sing Autumn

Tho pageant moves tho splendor of arms

Corps after which tho rest of tho crowd got
out pell moll as best thoy could nud the
rotunda wns deserted

Tho servlco lu tho rotunda did not end

until a few minutes of 1 oclock and then tho
sad procession was formed and marched out
of tho cast door behind tho corpso in tho
loliowing onicr Tlio nrmy and navy olll
ccrs acting ns body guard Itovs Butler
Itaukln Errctt nnd Power followed by
Privato Secretary Brown Col Lorbln and
Dr lioyntou

Then camo Gens Grant and Hayes
and President Arthur nud Mr

Blaine followed by tho members of tho
Cabinet Justices of tho Supremo Court tho
Diplomatic Corps Senators nnd Members of

It Is estimated by competent judges that
there were 121000 pcoplo on tho Avcnuo
ami in tno vicinity or tno Capitol
Another Account of tlio Crovtil nt tho

Depot
Before II oclock this afternoon a great

crowd assembled about tho Baltimore Po
tomnc depot Tlioso were not allowed to
block tho streets Ropes were stretched
forcing tho crowds back upon tho sidewalks
and a strong detail of policemen was thcro
to preserve order Admission to tlio plat
form of tho depot was almost Impossible

An order Issued by Superintendent Sharp
forbado nny 0110 Intruding upon thnt space
but ho managed somohow to pass in friends
nnd ccrtnin favorlto nowspapor reporters
nnd kept tho rest out When his attention
was called to his discrimination in admit
ting somo reporters nud refusing others that
privilege ho promised to remedy tho matter
by driving all out nnd admitting none but
ho did not do so Ho nctcd lu a manner
highly discreditable to himself and tho com
pany ho represented nnd granted favors
which ho could havo doubled had thcro
been tho least spark of courtesy about him
Thcro were persons upon tho platform in ¬

cluding bar keepers gamblers and pimps
who wero admitted to tho

Inclusion l Icgitlnintc People
and it was surprising how a mau who
managed tho affairs of so important a corpo-

ration

could allow himself to coiupromiso
matters ns Mr Sharp did Beforo tho
funeral procession arrived from tho Capitol
baskets and boxes containing lunches and
wluo woro taken aboard tho train nud
stored nwny Tho vctornn caterer Worm
ley was there nud provided supplies sulll
dent to sustain u regiment for u week

Tho Iliuci nl Train
was drown up along tho west sldo of tho
platform and all on tho lusldo was snug
and comfortable for tho travellers Adjutant--

General Drum Iu full regimentals who
arrived early upon tho scene rushed hoio
nud thcro directing matters and arranging
for tho arrlvnl of tho funeral party A
squad of artillerymen drawn up in lino
guarded tho gates lending from the pas ¬

senger waiting rooms to tho platform ami
bluo coatcd whito capped railroad olllcials
wcro every where nrcparlug for tlio recep ¬

tion of tlio distinguished party coming
Outside on tlio streets tho

Murmur mill Itnri
of eon verso and shuttling feet from tho as ¬

sembled throng was continuous and could
easily bo heard within tho depot Now ami
then a drum tap or 11 buglo blast floated iu
indicating tho arrival of troops and tho
coming of tho procession Tho crowd bo
camo sUcMit when tlio tioops arrived A
sad feclrng existed and fow cared to

Hpcnli Alto to 11 Wlilitpor
and wheu tho precession hovo in sight every
hat was removed aud every ono awaited Its
coming with bated breath Away out over
tho hum of tho buzzing crowd tho cadenco
of tho miutlal funeral dirges could boheard
and whon tho sad very very sad procos
slon wound down Sixth street oveiy oyo
was bcdlmmcd with tears and ovory heart
heavy with a sorrow that cm uovor bo ex ¬

plained

There was more or less hustlo nud con ¬

fusion wlthlu tho dopot when tho proces- -

sloir urrlved Parties desiring to go to

points in Virginia and clsowhcre lu tho
trains that wcro leaving were rushed
through tho gates A great crowd pressed
nzalnst tho Iron railings of tho nates
and peered curiously through anxious
to eaten a giimpso 01 tno sorrow-
ful

procession As it passed hy
and through tho pollco endeavored to
keep tho pcoplo back to prevent confusion
but thov could not do bo Armv and navv
ofllccrs Branding around lent their aid lu
preserving order but It wasan up hill task
and tho pcoplo bcllovlug that they had
somo rights not only pressed ngalnst tlio
gates hut clambered upon tho railings and
climbed tho posts determined to seo tho
cortege Ann

Amid tho strains of mufllcd music tho
body bcarcrs removed tho casket from tho
hearse Thcso latter lifted tho casket ten-
derly

upon their shoulders nnd entered tho
gnto witn slow step

They wero preceded by thrco policemen
As they entered tholnclosuro tho nrmy ofll-

ccrs

Including Geus Sherman Sheridan and
Htncnck stood witli bare heads on ono side
nnd Admiral Nichols with tho naval ofllccrs
on tho other

There was n blast of bugles from tho
artillery corps without and nil stood silent
watclilng ror tlio bearers 01 tno casket and
Its followers to pass Senator Beck Mar
shall Jewel Governor Hoyt of Pennsylva-
nia

nnd son Scrgcnnt-nt-Arm- s Bright Mar ¬

shall Henry Commissioner Lorlng Sevcl
lion Brown Senator Jones of Novadn and
Attornoy Gcncral MaoVcagh walked past
tno ncarers 01 tno nouy nun nurricu up tno
plntform

Tho Attorney General was acting as
usher When his party wns seated within
tho train ho gavo tho necessary signal and
tho funeral cortego passed lu as follows
lEcvs Dr Itaukln nnu Power nnd Dr Key
burn nrm in arm abreast Soldiers bearing
tho caskot As this passed by the crowd
peered through tho railing nud

Nob llrokn the NIIIIiicsm
Ladles who wcro crushed Iu with others

riled pltcoiisly nud there wcro tears in tho
oyes of tho stoutest and most hardened men
who witnessed tho spectacle Tho caskot
was unadorned savo by thobranches of palm
nnd tho elegant wreath contributed by tho
ijuccii of Liigland

Tlio body bearers walked slowly aud
carefully while the mufllcd drums with-
out

¬

rolled and tho bugles and bands mado
tho welkin ring with sad cadences With-
out

¬

obstruction tho body was finally depos
ited 111 tno car 1110 ncarcrs mounted tlio
platform and tlio doors wero closed

Tho army and navy olllccrs followed tho
body and drew up In linonlong tho platform
and watched tho body bearers deposit their
burden within Dr Boynton Privato Sec
retary Brown Col Corhlu Major Prudcn
and Mr Charles Hemlloy fell Into lino with
tho ofllccrs Then thcro was n delay of
about two minutes

Suddenly n whispered murmur passed
ovor tho crowd and hero comes Graut
was repeated uy every lip uen uraut
leaning on tlio arm 01 cx lrcsiucnt Hayes
then entered tho depot under escort of At
torney General MaoVcagh Thoy wcro
closely lollowcu uy senators iiimunus in
galls and Kellogg

This cntlro party from tho prominenco
they hold attracted qulto general attention
They walked to where tlio train was stand
ing nud took positions just onposlto tho car
in which tho remains of tho lato Presi
dent lay Tho White Houso employees
nil huddled together wcro next to pass
over tho platform and fall in behind thoso
who had preceded them They wcro all
there and each ono was weeping Sud-
denly

¬

thcro was a warning to maintain
sllenco sent through tho depot Many
pcoplo bcllovcd that Mrs Garfield was
coming next and cacli neck was craned to
obtain a glinipso of her But tho crowd
was mistaken Tho next party proved to
bo President Arthur and Secretary Blaluo
Tho nrms of tho two wero locked and both
wcro

Am lalo ns Ilcnth
but thoy walked briskly and looked straight
nhead and seemed oblivious to tho sur-
roundings

When thoy passed whero tho

ofllccrs of tho army ami navy Wcro standing
tho latter saluted them respectfully
