Mr. Cox Not ono man of Intelligence
understood it in that way.

Mr. Hiscock Many within my hearing
that beard tho gentleman's rcmatks did so
construe bis position.

Mr, Cox Namo another man.
Mr. lllscock I don't want to cuter Into

a colloquy with tho gentleman. Of tho
120,000 Mormons in tlio Territory, :i(3,000

at least nro of foreign birth, and 7.",,000 aro
tho result of polygamous intercourse

foreign parents. Tlio States of this
Union only contribute to that community
somo (1,000 or 7,000. Hero is tho great cess-

pool in our country, which is receiving
daily contributions, if not from tho evil,
jet from tho Ignorant of every Puropean
nation; and if tho question should bo fairly
presented boro whether this organisation
should bavo representation on this lloor, I
am unpicpared to stato now bow I should
voto.

Mr. Cox There is not a man who did
not understand mo to declare, as a Repre-
sentative from tho city of New York, nud
not representing tlio Oneida Community
representing what I considered to ho

in tlio organization of llfo that I
held all matters referring to politics to bo
extraneous to tho consideration of this
nucstlou. I nlcdKcd this sldo. of tho House,
so faraslcould do It, to voto for every
measure calculated to rid tho couutiy of
this borriblo black stain. I said it then, I
rcrcat it now; ami my colleague knows, If
bo knows anj thing of tho history of this
sido of tlio Houso, that wo havobcen just
as derelict and just as ready as tho Re-

publican Bide has been. I say before tills
llouso and tho country that tho great bond
of human society, in my judgmcut (draw-
ing from tho best writers and tho holiest
religion), knowing what I know as to tlio
bond which tho child has for his mother
and father, that tho raouogamio marriage
is tbo only bond given under heaven for
tho protection of society. As I lovo my
own mother, as I respect tbo lato President
Garfield, whoso kiss yet lingers on tho lips

where nation's gather to tho anvil's stroke
and cities riso around tho loom. Applau-,0- .

Let not that great spirit of Ameri-
can industry bo compaicd for
a moment with any virtue which
is to bo found alouo in tho Territory of
Utah. When this Government shall
tomo to deal directly with tbo question of
organised aud insolent pride and dcflauco
of law, whether it shelters itself among tbo
natuinl fastnesses and physical defenses of
a distant Territory or behind tho moral
aud political defenses of political sophistry
or pietcuded religion, wo will bo found, as
n party and as a nation, icady to deal with
it as thedomlnaut and rcspectablo Nation
of tho nineteenth century on this conti-
nent, whhh has advanced to tho present
proud position along tho pithway of Chris-
tian civilisation nud lit tho light of that
beautiful religion which furl.&OO years has
illuminated tbo hearts nud clovatod tlio
minds of tbo groatost of miuklnd, und
liomwhichnsaccntroof a sphil of liberal
philanthropy and loving kluduo's has
radiated to the remotest boundaries of civ-
