Irlfth IUslinp ou tlio Irisli Troulilc.
Tho Irish bishops havo issuod an important

address to their Hocks promising tho support
of tho clergy to tho pooplo in poacofully agi-
tating for their rights, but condemning as tho
worst enemies of tho country mon who recom-
mend Illegal courses, particularly thoso

to secret societies. Tho bishops con-
demn tho recent horrible murders, but bellevo
they were duo to evictions, which it Is tho duty
ot tbo govercmont to stop at any cost. Tho
bishops point out that what is morally wrong
cannot be politically right. It Is an Indis-
putable right, thoy say, ot tho'Irish to llvo on
their own soil. It la tho right and often tho
duty of thoso oppressed either by tho State or
by Individuals to sock redress by lawful
means. On theso grounds the national
movement has tho approval ot the priests and
bishops, and oven the Pope, aud of all lust
and generous men, without distinction ot raco
or creed But it is notorious that tho means
often employed aro utterly subvorslvo ot
social ordor. Tho address spoclucs theso
means as rciusiug 10 pay just ueuis, prevent-
ing payment by others, injuring neighbors in
person or property, forcibly resisting tho law
and forming secret societies nnd obeying tho
orders thereof. Tho bishops say: "Under

Lot us aBSuro you that tho
Latlonal movement, purged of what is crimi-
nal, shall havo tho earnest support ot tho
clergy, A considerable lnstalmontof Justlco
has been within tho last fow years concodod to
the tenant farmers, but to them and to other
classes, particularly laborers, much moro Is
due. It la tho duty ot both the cloigy and tho
peoplo to press tholr claims In every poacoablo
and lust manner. But tho clercv can counto- -

nanco no illegal means nor bo sowers of dis-
sension."

The bishops express tbo beliof that tho lato
crimes would never havo occurred it tho poo
pie had not been driven to despair by evic-
tions, justly described by tho Tromlor as sen-
tences of death, and which must bo a fatal and
permanent prov ocatlvoot crlmo to which it Is
tho duly of tbo Qovernmontto put an ond as
sncedllv as roslblo at any cost.
