Mr, Lowls Hochhclmcr appeared for Mrs. Wll-
bock and Mr. Joseph Whyto for tbo husband.
Testimony ot Mrs. Wllback as to certain acts
tlono by tho husband was not admitted. Bho
testified, howovor, that tho child was in
dcllcato health, and neodod a mothor's caro,
and that sho was able to support
It. JUdgo rinkncy said thoro was no ovldenco
to show that tho child was not properly cared
for whero It was, and It was only In oxtremo
cases mat courts wouiu romovo uciinuirora
tho custody or tho father, who was tho legal
guardian. Ho thoreforo dismissed tho petition
and remanded tho child to tho custody ot Its
father. When tho trial closed tho child, n
bright and playful lntant, was in tho arms of
Its father, who started to carry It out of court.
