That Is
to say, during twolvo years wo have bacn
subsidizing English ships nt thorato of half
n million dollars a year, and
our own nt tho rata of $203,003 a
year. Wo do not adduco this fact for tho
cakoof argument, bnt meroly by way of
anticipating tho 1'ostofflco Dspartmont in
purveying Information for tho uso of tho
Senate. Doubtless It Is all right. Wo
liavo been told by nil tho apostles of purity
and reform, from Senator Dock down to
tho vilo and venal Now York Times, that it
would bo scandalous and wtckod for tho
Government to pay American ships for
carrying tho American malls. If this bo true,
it of courso follows that tho proper thing to
do is to pav tho raonoy to Eng.
llsh fillips, becauso tho mails must bo
carried.
