Tho prisoner was placod In a
wagon and conveyed to tho police station,
whero ho refused to submit to medical ex-
amination or assistance, ana was bold for tho
night.

llrooks nnd Murphy were both flnod this
morning for loud and boisterous talking and
Murphy was held for tho Grand Jury for as-
saulting an officer. Tho man was conveyed to
Jail lnthopoltco ambulanco and put under
surgical treatment.

Worlc nn tho Old Cnnal.
Tbo Commissioners at a board meeting yes-

Tho
appropriation Is nearlv'all avallabln. nnlv n

Tbo advantages ot this work to tho residents
in tho vicinity nro vorygreat,as It not only
Improves tbo sanitary condition of tho neigh-
borhood, but also Improves tho dralnagoand
BeMerugeuuuiuo streets wnicn intersect too
old canal.

It may bo tbattbo tact that he bad tostiael
urderoalh before tho Bonato Commltteo In
tho Bpofrord caso, as ho admits ho did, that ho
noer had any financial tiansactlon with me,
may also havo Influcncod tho Jury to disbe-
lieve him.

TIio RmiUcn Steamer.
Ono of tho soamen of tho stoamerClty of

Lrusscls, which was run down and sunk near
Liverpool by tho Klrby Uall, describing tho
final scene, when tho passongors embarked
and tho remnant of tho crow took to tho
rlcglng, said to a newspaper correspondent.
"It was tho coolest thing you over saw In tho
world." Captain Land and tho chief engineer
wero picked up first, although thoy wero tho
last to lerno tho rigging. AY hen tho captain
was rescued ho was In tho act of passing a
buoy to a drowning comrado. The main
compartment of tho City of Brussels was
cut right In two. Nolthor tho passengors
nor crew woro ablo to savo anything,
and many pcisons wcro obliged to loavo
tho ship with tho barest articles of clothing.
Tho fog was vory heavy at tho tlmo of tho col-
lision. Tbo passengers havo drawn up a me-
morial commending tho coolness and courage
of the captain, purser and other ofilcers of tho
vessel. Tho total value ot tho cargo Is esti-
mated at $350,000, which is Insured In Uostou
marlno companies Mr. Slognl, a passenger of
tho City of Brussels, states that ho was awak-onc- d

by a crash, llo arose, but hearing noth-
ing furthor, returnod to his berth. Ho was
aroused again by the call to "man the boats."
no was saved lntho boat commanded by tho
purser, which contained thirty persons

Captain Land states that after tho City of
Brussels had been stopped for Jortj-on- o min-
utes steamers' whistles wore heard on tho
starboard and port sldos. Uo concluded that
tho steamers would pass in parallel lines.
Suddenly a whlto light appearod on tho star-
board bow and a mlnutoand a half afterward
a vessel ran into tho City of Brussels. Uo im-
