This quesblon buying boon mlwel hy the

sintement velative to the late Mr. Iobert

Morrls, of Boston, that he was the first ool-

ored man admitted to practico law in this

country, and knowing that that position was

cladmed for another—the Hon, Macon I

Allen, of Bouth Curolini—and rogitrdlng s

sottlement of the poink as of womeo his-

torical importance, we oalled upon Jodge

Allen, who {8 pow I Washlngton, and ro-

quested an Interview npon the sulijeck.
