English "Star" and tho Hebrew "Asntiroth"
havo all come from tho samo
original, perhaps Phoenician, word, signifying
lire.

An Ancient riicllsli Custom.
It was anciently tho custom In England to

put out all tho llres and relight them on
Easter-ovc- from consecratod flints pre-
served In churches especially for tliat pur-
pose, Tho popular belief was that holy lire,
obtained In this manner would prevent tho ef-

fect of storms, &c. Fosbrooke, quoting Rupert,
says, "Tho Qlnt slgniaod Christ and tho nro
the Holy Ghost."

Tho custom ot putting out the II lo In tho
hall also at this season appears to havo been
connected with this eccloslatlcal observance.
The "Festival," publlsbod In 1511, referring
to this domestic usago says:

"This dny Is called, tn many places, Goddos
Sondaye; yo know well that It Is tbo manor at
this dayo to do tbo fyro out of tho hall, and
tho black Wynter brandos, and all thyngos
tbatlsfoulo with tumo and smoko shall be
dono awaye, and there tho tyro was, shall bo
gayly nrayed with layre nowres, and strewed
with grcno rysshes all uboute."

Dr. Drake, In his work "Shakspeara and
His Times," saya that " Eastor was formerly a
season ol great social festivities," and also
that "it was customary for tho common poo-pi-

even as they do still in Ireland, to rlso
early on Easter morning to soo tho sun dance."
Metaphorically considered, that thought may
bo termed both lust and beautiful; tor as
"tho earth and her volleys, standing thick
with corn," nro said to "laugh and sing," so,
on account of tho glory of tho resurrection,
tho sun may bo said to danco for Joy tho
natural rising ot the sun being, as It were,
typical ot tho rislug of tho Bon ot Righteous-
ness Irom

The. .Dnrknrv of the Crave.
Tho earth also awakening at this season

from its doath-llk- o wlLtry slumber, seems to
make an appioprtuto rosionso to this celestial
demonstration ot Joy by its own most beauti-
ful Easter offorlug ot spring llowers.

This idea has beon happily expressed by
Pnullnus, Bishop ot Noln(131)t
"Sing praises to your God, yo youth, and pay

your holy vows,
Tho floor with many llowers strew, tho thres-

hold bend with boughs;
Let Winter brcntho a tragrauco forth like as

the purple sprlugt
Let the young year, betoro the time Its floral

treasures bring,
And nature yield to this great day, herself an

offering,''

In early days, and especially in England,
iheru wero curious sports and paitlmos at
EaBter One ot the most curious of theso ob-

servances was that ot " lifting " or ' heaving,"
a custom which still lingers tu some couutlos
ot England. Tho ccreniouy lias boon thus
described: "On Easter Monday tho mon Ittt
the women; and on Easter Tuesday tho women
lift or heave tbo men. Tho process Is per-f-oi

med by two lusty mon or women Joining
their hands across onch other's wtlsts; then,
making tho person to bo heavod sit down on
their arms, they lift him up alott three tlm 03
and often carry him several yards along a
street. At Iho end ot the ceremony tho person
titled Is kissed by tho Utters aud a forfeit
claimed. Sometimes Instead ot crossed bauds
a chair or bed is usod."

This custom is supposed to bo a vulgar
ot tho Resurrection. It was a cus-

tom, however, of undoubted antiquity, for,
rrom a roll In tho custody ot tho Keeper ot tho
ltccords in tho Tower ot London, It Is found
that certain ladles and maids ot honor re-

ceived a forfeit ot 11 pounds tor lifting King
Edward I In bis bed at Easter. Perhaps the
children's pastime of making a chair "to carry
a lady to London," still tn vosue, 19 arelloot
ibis ancient custom.

The Gnmo or Unmllmll,
however, another ot tho Eastor spot ts, appoars
tohae had a very different future, and to
havo doveloped Itself Into tho athletic sports
ot modern baseball and cricket.

It was not uncommon In England tor bishops-an-

archbishops to play handball with tho In-

terior clergy. The corporato bodies ot clt'03
aUo amused thomsolves at this garao with
their burgesses and young people. Football
was also a gamo indulged In. The mayor ot a
city with his mace, sword and cap ot mainte-
nance stands betoro a cross erected Inan open
meadow, whilst the guild ot shoemakers, to
which the right hal belonged troni time lm- -

memorial, presented him with tho ball, and all
set lo w,rk rlplit merrily. Butastoooflonfoll
out In this game, "grcnt strifo did arlso nrnomr:

whilst tho saddlors who wont In procession
on horsobnek, each carrying a spoar with a
wooden ball decorated with dowers and arms,
oxclianged tiiolroffcrlngforasllvorbalt to bo
n "roward for that horBo which with spoody
runnlngo should run beforo all o hors."
Theso silver bells wero in tho sovontooiuh
century converted into cups, or othor plocos
of plain, which Btlll continue to bo trophies ot
victory at horse races.

Tlio TnilNy Cnlcc.
Thefio cakes woro mado of flour, buttor,

sugar, shorry, cronm and tanslos, tho tansy
having referouce, says Bolden, to tho blttor
bctbs UBed by tho Jews nt tho Passovor, though
nt tho samo tlmo "'twas always tho fashion
tor a man to havo a gammon of bacon to show
himself to bo no Jow." Tho Jews thnmsolvos,
howevor, says Brady In his Claris Calendarla,
"long slnco contrived to diminish tho bitter
flavor ot the tansy by making It Into a picklo
for their Pnschal Lnmh, from whonco wo bor-
rowed tho custom ot inking mint and sugar as
a general Bauco for that dcBcrlptlouot food."

1'liNcho Kinr,!.
Anolhor custom which prevailed In tho oidon

time, nnd which is still kept up both tn Eng-
land nnd this country, is thntof making pres-
ents ot eggs stained nnd ornaraontod with

and mottoes, Thoy aro tormed "Paacho"
eggs. Tbtsobsorvnncesooms to havo arlson
Irom a bellof that eggs wero an ombloin ot tho
resurrection. In tho ritual ot Popo PaulV,
which was composed tor tbo uso of tho British
Isles, tbero is this prayer for tho consecration
of eggs:

"Bless, O Lord, wo beseech Thee, this Thy
creaturo ot eggs, that It may bocomo a whole
somo sustenanco to Thy tatthful servauts,
eating It In thankfulness to Tboo on account
of tho resurrocllon of our Lord,"

Tho origin ot this custom ot collecting
Faeche eggs may have boon the resumption
on tho part of our forefathers ot eggs and ot
animal food at Easter on tho termination of
Lent, It Bccnis, howevor, that nt this soason
extreme caution was to bo usod In partaking
of food ot all kinds, and nothing was to be
eaten which had not been previously blessed,
or bad not at least tho sign ot tho cross mado
over It, for tho faithful wero thought Just
then to bo particularly subject to tbo attacks
ot evil spirits.

Durandus gives a lamcntablo Instance ot tho
fatal consequences arising from a noglect ot
this precaution: "Two devils got possession
ota young girl nnd tormented her torthroo
years." A mlraclo which, soys Mr. Boano, "is
often rcnowed In our own days, but with this
CBpccIal difference, that when tho dovll new

a woman.no does not torment norseu
ut others. Uowovor, on this occasion, a cun-

ning exorcist drove tbo fiends out at last, hav-
ing previously mado them confess that they
bad been lying perdu in a melon, which tho
girl had Incautiously oaten without first
making tbo sign ot the cross,"
